APPEAR IN OPPOSITION
TO CHILD LABOR BILL

llrprenentntlvrn of South C'nrollnn Cot-
tun Mnuufiifturcrn llefore House

Committee.
Washington, May 22..rtepresenta-

tlves of South Carolina cotton manu¬
facturers to-day appeared before the
Houso Labor Committee to oppose tho
1'ulmer child labor bill. The bill would
bar from Interstate commerce all kooiIi
manufactured by children under four-
teen years of age, or by children be-
twecn fourteen and sixteen years,
working more than eight hours a day.
Lewis W. l'iitkor and \V. E. Heattle, of
Greenville. S. C.. and Alex. Long, of
Hock Illll, S. C.. wore among those who
argued to-day agalnst Its parage.

Mr. i'arkor declared that the child
labor question should be settled by the
States, ami that the Federal govern¬
ment was not equipped to ileal with the
conditions which varied widely In il1f-
feront communities. Ho said that the
(South Carolina manufacturer* would
favor taking (he children out of tho
mills. If arrangement could be made to
force tho children Into the schools, and
to lake care of those dependent upon
the labor of children for a livelihood.
"The efTect of this measure would be

worse than futile," be said. "You cay
the child must not labor, but you make
no provision for pending It to school or
for caring for the dependent."

Mr. Parker said of 50,000 cotton mill
operatives In South Carolina, about
3.000 were children between twelve and
fourteen years old. No negro children
were employed, ho said, and he char¬
acterized the posslblo employment of
negroes In the mills, which, he said, the
Palmer bill might force, as the "great¬
est curso that could come upon the
South."

Elizabeth C. Watson, a soelnl and
child-welfare worker, appeared in
favor of the bill, and brlelly described
conditions In Ihe Southern cotton mills,
declaring that children worked eleven
and twelve hours a day at occupations
which kept them constantly on their
feet.

"Compulfiory education will be of
little avail unless these children are
taken out of tho mills soon." oho said,
"for soon they will be so worked out
that they will be unable to learn."
