Granja, forty miles
from Madrid.
Colonel Roosevelt and his party. which

Included Ambassador Wlllard. Mrs. Nicholas
l.onsworth, Kermlt Roosevelt and h!«
fiancee. Miss Uelle Wlllard. and Captain
Norton E. Wood, military attacho. arrived at
Ihn palace In automobile*.
Many titled persona were at the luncheon.
The Spanish King anrl the ex-President

nro old acquaintances, having met for thn
Ctrnt time at the funeral ot King Kiltvanl
\*II. in Iyondon. The Colonel In an admirer
of Klner Alfonso's democratic ways. lJurlng
the three hours they spent together they
found much time for a discussion of .Spanish
history, of which the Colonel has been a

close student.
To the Question of a Spanish newspaper

man: "How do vou like our KltiK*'" the
Colonel made a tactful but uncommunica¬
tive reply. He referred to Spain In flat¬
tering terms, and declared tim Spanish
language eventually would supplant French
In common usage on account of the de¬
velopment of South America.

Roosevelt and Miss Wlllard have been com¬
pleted. The formal witnesses of tho civil
reremony will be the Duko of Alba and
Senor Otitnay Scull.
