As guaranty for these
loans, personal notes and securities,
which the State Auditor says were
worth not more than *30,000, arc held
by the bank.

If the stockholders were assessed

says, and this assessment could be col¬
lected, the available fund would total
$1,300,000 capital and surplus, a 41,-j

FAILED TO HEAR CRASH
Several Witnesses Testify- In Inquiry

Into Iteccut Collision,
Quebec, June 17..Testimony to-day

before the Dominion commission in-
vest iga ting the collision between the!
Km press of Ireland and the Storstad
in the St. Dawrenee Kiver on May 2!>,
which resulted in the loss of more than
1,000 lives, brought out statements

! that officers on the bridge of the Km -

press failed to see the colored run-
nliiK lights of the collier, even when
she was only sixty feet away, and
that the oflicers on both vessels fail¬
ed to hear whistled signals blown Just
before the crash.

Oflicers of the Kmprens contradicted
those of the collier In regard to the
speed of the ships. The first officer
of the Storstad, Alfred Tuteness, said
the Kmpress was making at least ten
miles an hour when the Storstad hit
her, while his vessel had a headway of
but one mile an hour. Captain Ander-
sen, of the Storstad, stated that the
fact that the collier's nose penetrated
the hull of the Kmpress but twelve
feet proved that the Storstad was not
speeding.

TO PROTECT "DRY" STATES
Constitutional Amendment Introduced

In Semite lij- Dllllnehnni.
Washington. June 17..A constitu¬

tional amendment designed to protect
"dry" States was Introduced in the
Senate to-day by Senator Dillingham,
of Vermont. Instead of prohibiting the
sale for beverage purposes of intoxi¬
cating liquor in the United States, as
the ilohson-Shcppard constitutional
amendment does, the Dillingham
amendment merely prohibits the trans¬
portation Into any .State for sale, or
use for any purpose contrary to the
laws of such State. Its purpose is
Icimilar to the recently-enacted Kenyon
law, but it would remove all question
as to the validity of the legislation
embraced in these measures. »

No One on Board Injured.

Southampton. June 17..The North
German Lloyd steamer Kaiser Wilhelm
If., which left Southampton shortly af¬
ter noon to-day for York, with
1,000 passengers, Is anchored to-night
off Netley, three miles to the southeast,
with a big hole in her side amidships,
canned l>y a collision with the Liver¬
pool grain steamer Incemore. from a

Black Pea port for Antwerp.
The Incemore, a smaller craft than

the German steamer, In In <look here
with her bows hadly smashed.
The collision ocotrred in the Eng¬

lish Channel in a fog. .lust how It
occurred and which vessel was respon¬
sible could not be ascertained to-nlgh«.
Officers of the Kaiser Willielm II., re-

fuse to give out any information. Scant
details came from the Incemorc. That
vessel, those on board said, virtually
had stopped because of the danger of
continuing under way in a thick fog.
when suddenly there loomed up Just
ahead of her the Kaiser Willielm If.

Both captains did their best to avoid
a collision, but the Incetnore struck
the liner on the starboard side, ainld-
nhips. The impact crumpled up her
own bows and tore a big gap In the
Kaiser Wilhelm's side. Those aboard
the Incetnore believed the hole was
entirely above the water line.
The two steamers stood by each other

until it was ascertained neither need-
ed Immediate assistance; then both
started slowly for Southampton.
The torepeak of the Incemore rapid¬

ly tilled with water, but the bulkhead
confined it there, and she managed to
crawl Into port. There It was found
the damage to the bows extended fori
a length of twelve feet and a width
of ten feet.

boats were got rekdy for swinging out,but were not swung out. There was
n > excitement.

the necessary repairs done at South-
amptmi, so that the Kaiser Wilhelm
can return to IJretnerhaven."

A message to Lloyds from Southamp-
ton describes the damage sustained by
the Kaiser Wilhelm, II., as "serious."

Expressions of Regi-et Amounting to
Ajtology in Conventioii Bryan De¬
clares Is a Heritage From the
Last Administration.

Washington, .June 17.."There are

throe reasons why I want this treaty
with Colombia ratified.
"First, it will produce amity between

the United States and Colombia.
"Second, it will restore friendly re¬

lations between Colombia and the
Panama republic.
Third, it will create a good impres¬

sion throughout Central and South
America and remove much of the prej¬
udice that now exists against tho
United States."
These were the statements made by

Secretary of State Bryan before the
Senate Committee 011 Foreign Rela¬
tions to-day when he appeared to
urge the ratification of tho Colombian
treaty with regard to the Panama
Canal, and wliioii he, for the first time,
laid before the committee.
Mr. Bryan was accompanied by his

personal friend. Charles A. Douglas,
who admitted, on questions by the
committee, that, among his oilier ac¬
tivities. he was counsel for the Xica-
raguan governmervt and for the Con¬
stitutionalists in Mexico. Judge Doug¬
las went to the Capitol to support the
arguments of the Secretary of State
In behalf of the *Xicaraguari treaty.
According to all reports from the com¬
mittee, the hearing being secret, both
Bryan and Douglas were closely ques¬
tioned 011 all points involved. Mr.
Douglas will be heard again to-mor¬
row.

DESPERATE EFFORTS
TO PATCH UP TROUBLE

Tensoness in Atmosphere Plulnly
Shows Grave Situation Is

Considered.

NATERA IS CAUSE OF BREAK

Many Express Opinion That Unless
llarniony Is Re-Established Re-
tween Villa and Carranza Interven-
tion l»y United States Will Result,

Laredo, June 17..Men who arrived
here- to-day from SnltiUo, Mexico, rc-

ported that deseperate efforts were
being made when they started for the
border yesterday to patch up the dif¬
ference between General Carranza and
General Villa, which resulted In tho
tender of Villa's resignation as corn-
mander of the central army of the
Const ltutlonallsts.
Men of intluence were hurried to tho

camps of both factions In an effort to
re-establish harmony, but there was a
tenseness in the atmosphere which
showed plainly how. grave all consid¬
ered the situation. jForeigners who remained at Saitillo.
and many Constitutionalists themselves,
expressed the opinion that should a
final break between Villa and Carranza
occur intervention by the United States
would result.
The theratcned break between the

two Constitutionalist leaders undoubt-
cdly had its origin, those who readied

TO ATTACK ZACATECASjNatera did not await orders to at-tack the town, and in a desperate as-sault on La Houffa, a hill which com-mauds the town, was said to have lostbetween 2,0(>0 and 3,000 men In killedand wounded, a largo percentage ofthe force, which is said to have nuni-bered 12,000 men, but which couldhardly have been so large as reported,llo asked help of Villa., and it is saidwas told to fight his own battles, andthat as he had gotten himself into ascrape by not following Instructions,he must extricato himself alone.It is said Carranza then Intervened !and ordered Villa to go to Zacatecasand aid Natera. It was inferred thatVilla understood this order to meanthat he was not to supersede N'atera incommand, ft also was said that Gen-era Is Konavldes and Ortega, whosotroops were to have formed the rein-forcements, declined to serve underNat era's command, although thev saidthey would with Villa. It was rumoredVilla agreed to go to Zacatecas If hewas In supreme command, it is knownthat there was an Interchange of mes¬sages between Villa and Carranza, andthat these were followed by Villa'sresignation.
ft was reported a representativefrom each of Villa's brigades were to-ome to Saitillo to consult with Car¬ranza about Villa's successor, but theyhad not arrived on Tuesday, and it wasreported then in Saitillo that insteadthey sent a message signed by Villaand fourteen generals saying that theyno longer recognised Carranza as firstchief of the Constitutionalist armies,

HOLD OUT FOR A NEUTRAL

Plan "Tantamount to Abetting
and Even Exacting Fraud and

Violence at Elections."

Niagara Falls. Ont., Juno 17..Tho
Itucrta delegation to tho mediation
conference issued a statement to-night
charging that the isistenco by tho

United States on a Constitutionalist
for tho provisional presidency aa op¬
posed to a "neutral" was ' tantamount
to nbettlnic and even exacting. fraud
and violence at the elections."
Thi publication of this statment \vas

unexpected by the American delegates.
When they learned of it their attltudeV
v/aii

that the Hucrta delegates were

acting entirely within their rights
when they crltcized tho American plan
for the establishment of provisional
government In a communication ad¬
dressed to the Amorlcans themselves,
hut they were greatly surprised by the
Mexican delegates' action in giving it.

Justice T.amar and Mr. Lchmann read
the statement Issued by the Moxican
delegation nnd determined to make
public their reply. This will be given
out to-morrow.
The Mexican statement outlines tne

substance of n memorandum dated Juno
12. which tho Hucrta delegates gave to
the American delegates, and to which
tho latter since have replied.
KXOH'I.KDfiK OP CRITICISM

AMIKAUV REACHED PI1KSS
The preface of the statement ex¬

plained that publication to-night was
made because knowledge of tho crit¬
icism already had reached representa¬
tives of the press. Continuing, tho
statement follows:
"There is no reason for further con-,

cea'.ment of tho differences that havo
arisen between tho American and Mex¬
ican delegation, to which the press has
already referred, over tho provisional
government for Mexico which Is at
present under consideration. The Mex¬
ican delegation, adopting a principle
advanced by tho mediating pleni¬
potentiaries, agreed to the designation
of a neutral as Provisional President.
The American delegation submitted Its
plan, based on the condition that the
Provisional President shall he a Con¬
stitutionalist, a condition which tho
Mexican delegation tlatly rejected, of
its own accord, and without even com
suiting its government. To ' put In
writing the reasons for tho rejection,
so that they might better be studied by
the American delegates, the Mexican
delegation addressed to them the mem¬
orandum mentioned, the chief consid¬
erations of which are the following:
WOULD 10XI) IX NAMING

AXOTIIEII ItEVOIjUTIOXARY
"In a cuntry unused to electoral func¬

tions, such as Mexico, and particularly
In the circumstances and conditions it
would be In, once tho revolution had
ceased, a provisional government com¬
posed of revolutionists, and with revo¬
lutionaries In authority throughout the
country would turn the elections as It
wished: the public vote would be falsi¬
fied, and the result would necessarily
be the election of another revolution¬
ary. Consequently, when the Washing¬
ton government insists to-day on tho
designation of a Constitutionalist as
Provisional President, it favors also
from to-day the Imposition of a revo¬
lutionary President at the elections,
Such an attitude Is bad for both coun-
tries, and for the chief of the revolu¬
tion (who will doubtless also be Its
candidate), because it will . create a
national sentiment of hostility in tho
Mexican people when a sympathetic
upproHchment between them and tho
United States should bo striven for¬
bad for Carranza and for his party, bo-
cause public opinion in Mexico, whoso
susceptibility In the matter Is well
known to them, would even accuse
them of having brought about tho ln-
terventIon of a foreign nation to en¬
able then) to achieve power, and of
wielding an authority submissive to a
foreign government.

stances, only a well-balanced govorn-
nieut can guarantee electoral freedom,
so that the rejection of the neutral
government proposed by the mediators
Is tantamount to abetting and even
to exacting fraud and violence at tho
flections.
