Aside from tho exaggerated and hys¬
terical charges frequently made by out-
and-out an t ivlviuccttonists, thcro are
doubts which sometimes arise in the
mind of the purely disinterested In-
divldual.tho father of children, let us
say, lor example.

Couldn't tho lower animals be spared
tho pain of experiments? Couldn't
doctors net along as well without sub¬
jecting living animals to experimental
operations and drug tests?

'I'llere Are Only Tliree Cournen.
There are three possible courses the

medical profession might follow. First,
to refuse to try any new remedy or
operative procedure or dlaguotic test
on man, because It would lie "experl-
menting," and as such unjustifiable,
Second, to lest new ideas, suggestions
and methods at once on helpless or
defenseless human being.tItc poor In
public institutions, for instance, or
prisoners in penal institutions. Or,
ihird, to make preliminary tests of new
ideas on lower animals, and If the re¬
sults seem promising, or tho procedure
proves comparatively safe, then apply
the remedy to actual cases In practice.

If the first course were followed, all
progress In medicine and surgery would
obviously come to a permanent stand¬
still. We should never advance beyond
our present ability to heal. There
would be no possible hope of cures for
diseases at present Incurable.

If the second course were followed,
the medical profession would indeed
become brutalized and cruel. Despite
the slurs < .ist upon regular medicine
l>y tho.s*» Interested In various fads and
freak culls of healing, there are jmighty few doctors who would have
the courage to try an unknown remedy
on an unwilling human being. A dog
or a cat or a gulnenpig or .1 rat is
different from a human being,'even
In the estimation of a vivlsector.
Tho third course, that which med¬

icine follows at present. Is the only
one logically open to the profession.
It lias made medicine what it Is to-
day. It enables us to save lives with jserums, antitoxins, vaccines and newly-
discovered drugs. If you coll Id decide
which course ihe medicine profession
must pursue In future, which would
it be? Remember, > on must have chil-
drcn of your own, or a love for chil¬
dren, in order to qualify as a judge.

in the life of Richard Henry Wilde, the
American lyric poet, and tell me where
a pretty full story may be found.

Wilde was the son of an Irish im-
migrant who .settled in P.altlmore and
died in 1 SOI.

became attorney-general and in 1S16 |Congressman for one term. Again in

tho third time and served till 1 >.;tr». jKrom that time for five years lie was
abroad, and In 1842 lie published the
two volumes of his most considerable jwork, his "Tasso Researches." Wilde
resumed the practice of law in New |
Orleans, and was professor of law In
Louisiana I'niversity from 184.1 to his
death, September 10, 1S-17. He was
born in Dublin September y2, 17S1'. Any
general encyclopaedia will gi\e full
particulars of his career.

To prepare salmon stenk.Put In a

deep plate a tnblespoonful of oil, a
little bit of salt, some pepper and
paprika, the Juice of half a lemon or
some very pood vinegar. If liked, a
*.11 d onion may also be added or
:<ome very young onions chopped line.
Turn the steaks in tills beforo broiling
them, or, better yet, leave tlum In it
for an hour to marinate, turnlnc from
time t--> time. Hub the gridiron with
s:ilt and then with oil or butter.
Serve, when broiled, with cold butter
into which a considerable quantity of
chopped parsley has been rubbed.
Hollandnlse .sauce in fine, but not so
wliob .«omo ah the butter, which may
be seasoned with anchovy.

Shrimps, anchovy, and other such
sea foods are combined with salmon,
but the preference for such combina¬
tions seems a little perverted. Koiled
t-alnion In particular Is best served as
plainly as possible. Few families use
a whole .salmon or have the kettle for
hoilins it, but one who really wants
to know how moist and delicious sal-
man can be when boiled, tho cooking
stopping at Just the ri^ht minute, needs
to have a piece from a iish cooked
whole.
To boll salmon.The whole fish, first

well cleaned. Is put on tho drainer of
the tish kettle, covered with cold water
and lightly salted. It Is brought to a
boll, tho liquid l.s skimmed, and then
the whole Is allowed to cook till done
below the boiling temperature- If
plunged Into boiling water tho albu¬
men which holds tho flesh together
would contract, thus causing a shrlnk-
Ing which would cause the fish to
break or hurst. On the oilier hand, lu
hollitig slices of salmon it Is desirable
that this albumen should contract In
order that as little as possible of tho
Juices of the fish be lost. Therefore,
slices of salmon are plunged Into
salted boiling water which lowers Its
temperature, and It should be cooked
till done below the boiling point.
The slices of salmon arc in many

co;.kbooks called "dames." "Damn of
s.ilmon means no more than salmon
cooked In slices. The most wholesome
sauces for salmon are those made from
the seasoned liquid in which it is
boiled. And this i:i true of other fish.
