Manager Dunu, of Baltimore Inter¬
national Tjeague Club, Ready to
Transfer Operations to Richmond
Within Forty-Kiglit Hours.

Representative business men of

{ Richmond will gather this afternoon 1r.i the business Men's Club for the pur-
poso of hearing plana to bring the Bal¬
timore baseball club, of the Intcrna-
tlonal Class AA League to Richmond,
Secretary Wicks, of the Baltimore! Oltil). has been here several days con-
ferrinir with those Interested, and Man-
azer Dunn, of the Orioles will bo at
»ho meeting this afternoon. Roth Mnn-
ae«r Dunn and Secretary Wicks havo
announced that tho Baltimore club, to -

gether with such physical effects as
may be needed, now at Oriole Park, In
Baltimore, can be moved hero within
forty-eight hours.

Tt Is clearly tip to Richmond's busl-
ness men. If tho people of Richmond,j who havo boon clamoring for better
baseball for years, really mean busl-
ness Manager Dunn means business.
If thoy are prepared to shoulder part
of the burden. Manager Dunn is pre¬
pared to shoulder his part. If they
want tho Baltimore baseball club,
J62,500 must be procured. If half that
amount is raised at once. Manager
Dunn Is prepared to move his club here
to play baseball.
The owners of tho Richmond club Ini the Virginia League are prepared to

co-operate in every way and will lend
their influence toward having the
change effected. As regards the Vir¬
ginia League, thoso best posted be¬
lieve that the contest of the league
can bo secured when it is pointed out
that tho league will be taken care of
and be paid a proper price for releas¬
ing Richmond rlpht now. The. Ititer-
national League is on record as want-
Ing Richmond. If the Virginia I.eague
refuses to accept the very liberal of-| for that will be made.a contingencyI not looked for.then the Virginia
League w-ill be loser, for, at tho end
of the season, tho International
League will draft this territorv, and
tho Virginia League, under such cir¬
cumstances, will have to be content
with tho draft price, 12,500, whereas
the offer to be made Is far more lib¬
eral thnn that.
Unquestionably "better baseball" Is

clearly up to Richmond. Those who
would have tho impression go forth
that Dunn was merely bltifllng will
have all that set asido when they meet
him and hear what his plans are.
Those who would have the further Im¬
pression go forth that J62.300 Is a tre¬
mendous price, or an unheard of sum,
must be convinced when they are
shown offers to Dunn aggresatlng$70,000 for five of his ball players.None of these players will be sold,should tho club bo moved here, until
after the season Is over or until Man¬
ager Dunn is satisfied that his club has
the pennant cinched.

Is now leading the InternationalLeague by a comfortable margin; hasadmittedly one of the greatest minorleague aggregations of ball playersover assembled and a club that stacks
up with more than half the majorleague clubs. Tt should be a matter ofInfinite pride for Richmond to gain ateam that stands ahead of such cities
as Rochester, Montreal, Toronto, Uuf-falo, Providence, Newark and JerseyCity, all cities of size and prestige,Just give an Idea of what it will
mean, tho actual population of eachof the cities composing the Interna¬tional League is given:

This gives a circuit with an aggre-gate population, including Richmond,of 2,4;'i6,0$4. The advertising advant¬

ages of Richmond's being linked withsuch cities are obvious. Richmond's
Jliatne will appear hi every newspaperIn every city In the United States and[Canada every day throughout the base-ball season. All of the New Yorkjpapers carry box scores o» the Inter-
national League games; so do all of' the papers In the league, very natural¬ly. Thus Richmond becomes one of
the really prominent baseball centres
overnight. In addition, it is highlyprobable that the National Commission
will raise the draft on players in tho
Tnternatlon, which will, for all practl-cal purposes, make that a major league.However, whether the draft is final¬
ly raised or not. Richmond will be in
one of the three class A A leagues til
this country. It Is hardly conceivable
that the business men of Hichmond
will let pass this opportunity. In all
other lines of endeavor Richmond has
progressed. The fans have been
clamoring for better baseball. These
fans are entitled to better baseball,but heretofore there was no oppor-tunlty offered to improve conditions, jNow the opportunity is literally knock¬
ing nt our door. It Is up to Hichmond
whether It will be received kindly or
whother the. door will be slammed In jIts face. The final decision will come
this afternoon in the Business Men's
Club.
