Justice Crutchfield yesterday morningappeared in Police Court with a limpand a cast In his eye for automobile

speeders, which would have meant dire
penalty for any violaters of the auto¬
mobile law who might have had the
misfortune to be brought before him.
Ducky for the machine owners, none
was oil the docket for the day.The Justice's condition was the re¬
sult of the mishap on the PetersburgTurnpike the night before, when a car
In which he was riding was struck byanother machine driven by T. M. Car-rlngton. Jr.. son of the well-known to¬
bacconist. Justice Crutchfield suiTered
a badly w. niched knee, as did Mrs.Vincent Orsir »er. of Pennsylvania, who
was a membe of the party. Others in
the car were: Mrs. George B. Wright,Justice Crutchfleld's daughter, and J.H Stoner, neltl er of whom was injured.The accident occurred about four¬
teen miles from the city. The justicenoticed a car approaching the one in
which he was riding, and, fearing an
accident, directed Stoner to draw up be¬
side the road and wait until it passed.Stoner drew up. but the other car
swerved as it approached and crashed
into the waiting machine. Both cars
were so badly damaged that thoy were
left on the roadside, while their oc¬
cupants returned to the city on the
trolley and i» cars which passed the
spot after the accident.

'The Governor can appoint a successor
to Judge Staples, however, only for
a term limited to thirty days after the
opening of the next General Assembly.
The Legislature then takes action, sup¬plying the vacancy.

CONDITION IS CRITICAL
John T. Went, lilt by HnNehall, Re¬

lapses Into I'ncoiisclouNnrss.
After regaining consciousness for afew minutes and rocognlzlng his

mother, who has been constantly at
his bedside, John T. West, the youngclerk of tho Chesapeake and Ohio
Railway offices, whose skull was frac¬
tured by a pitched ball during a base¬
ball game Monday afternoon, last
night lapsed Into unconsciousness
again. Early this morning it was
stated at. the. hospital that his condi¬
tion had not improved, and that it
was thought he had small chance for
recovery.

It was Intimated that his death might
occur at almost any moment, and al¬
though surgeons have made every ef¬
fort to save his life, it Is feared their
endeavors will prove unavailing. West
has been operated upon, but Id para-lized on one side.
Ho-was knocked unconscious by the

pitched ball, but recovered sufficientlyto return and finish the game. He
made his way home by himself, and
that night appeared none the worst
from the blow. Early the next morn¬ing, however, he became upconscious,and surgeons immediately hurried him
to St. Elizabeth's Hospital, where the
operation took place.

CHURCH PICNIC TRAIN
AND BEER CAR COLLIDE

Four Children fiend. Trro Dying anil
Forty Horn mid tilrln Injured u»

Henult of Colllnlon.
[Special to The Times-Dispatch.]Bridgeport, Conn., July 22..Four

children are dead, two are dying and
forty girls and boys lie in the Bridge-
port and Norwalk hospitals more or jless seriously injured, as a result of
the head-on collision of a church nils-
felon picnic car with a "beer car" on
the Connecticut Company's trolley line
six miles out of this city to-night. The
dead are:
George R. Fuller, thirteen, Bridge-

port.
Fred Fisher, eleven. Bridgeport.Frank Nagray, eight, Kast Bridge-

port.
Unidentified girl. aged nineteen,

stout, with auburn hair.
Harold Navin, motorman of the ex-

cursion car, is believed to be dyingIn the Norwalk hospital, and Clark
Smith, a boy of twelve, is sufferingfrom a fractured skull.
The cars came together at 6:46

o'clock to-night at Nash Curve, three
miles out of Norwalk. There were fiftychildren and their parents aboard the
excursion car, returning home from a
day's outing given by the Point Union
Mission, of Bridgeport.

Navin, the motorman of the car,rounded the curve at higli speed be-
cause a second car, also filled with ex-
cursionists, was close behind him. As jthe car reached the sharp twist at its
lower end. a freight trolley car hove
In sight, also running rapidly. This
car was filled with a cargo or" beer.

Before either motorman could clampdown brakes, the two cars had crashed
head-on. The heavy beer car flung it-
self seven feet through the splinter-ing wooden framework of the excur-
sion car. hurling children twenty feet
away, or grinding them beneath its
wheels. It happened that a half-dozen
automobile parties were within sight
or hearing of the wreck. Hurrying to
the scene, tho men and women leaped
from the automobiles, caught up tho
dead or injured, and placing them
aboard their machines, rushed therru to
the hospitals at Bridgeport and Nor-
walk.
The identified dead were later taken

to their homes. Most of the injured
are now in the Bridgeport hospitals.

Norfolk, Va., July 22..The body of
delegates rose enrnasso this afternoon,
when President Jnrne.s J. riegan, of
thu Ancient Order of Hibernians, be¬
gan to deliver his annual address and
report, and cheered him to the echo.
