joilicers in this propaganda, repudiating
any further interference with Atistro-
Hungarian interests, and warning all
Servians that rigorous proceedings will ,
be taken in the future against any per-ysons guilty of such machinations.
Second. Servia agrees to communicate

this declaration to the army in the form
.of an order of the day.

Third. It promises to dissolve those
societies which made considerable trou¬
ble over conducting intrigues against
Aust rla.

Fourth. Revision of the laws govern¬
ing the press.

Fifth. Dismissal from the army and
navy of otlieeiH and the removal also
of civilian oilleials whoso participation
in anti-Austrian propaganda may be
proved. The Servian government, how-*
ever, protests against Austrian ottlclals
'taking part in the inquiry.

Sixth. The Servian government asksfor an explanation as to just what part
the Austrian ofllcials are to bo called
upon to take in the inquiry into the
Sarajevo plot, and it is announced thatServia can only admit such partlcipa-lion as would bo in accordance withinternational law and good neighborlyrelations.
Seventh. To stun up. Servia acceptsall conditions and demands of Austriaand makes reservations only regard¬ing Use participation of Austrian ofll¬

cials in the inqr/y. It does not giveUs formal refi'yl to this point, butcomities itself j. asking explanations.Finally. If / Austrian governmentrinds this rep / inadequate, Servia ap¬peals to The'Hague tribunal and tothe powers fvluch signed the declara-
