If I. who have the highest ministry
of peace, do not protect the safety of
so many young lives, who will do so?"
To the continued urgings of his doc-

tors that he be tranquil, the Pontiff an-
Rwered:

"I cannot help it; 1 suffer for all
those who will die on the fleld of
battle."

WASHINGTON". August 21..Owing to

the belief In olficial clrclcs that the
German government will avail Itself of
the last minute before replying to the
Japanese ultimatum, demanding the
evacuation of Kiauchaii and with¬
drawal of the German tleet from the
Orient, the exact moment when this
ultimatum expires has bccoifte a matter,
of special interest.

In tii- Japanese note Germany was
Kiven until noon August 23 to answer.
Hut noon In Tokyo and noon in Berlin
of August 23 an separated bv many
hours.

If the answer is made throuch the
German embassy at Tokyo, then the
Merlin government must address itself
to Japan by the devious method of
cable communication, passim.- through
the hands of its enemies, (he British,
and must start the message from Ber¬
lin to-morrow if it is to reach Tokyo
by noon Sunday.
On the other hand, if Germany takes

the ground that the terms of the ulti¬
matum may lie met by a response de¬
livered to the Japanese embassy in
Merlin, the reply may be delayed until
a few moments before noon Sunday,
Berlin time.
