11ungarlan battleship Zrlnyi was one
of tlie wonder warships of the world.

If she was famous for one thing more
than another, as 'her hull<lers pro¬
claimed, It was for the adequacy of her
armor protection against shell Are.
Now, at the second shell flrei^ by a

ship of the French Meet, which pene¬
trated her magazine, this good ship
lias gone to the bottom, presumably
with h'T crew of 810 ofllcers and men.

Till; message gives no news of these
men. AVhat are a few hundred, morn
or less, when a war is in progress, in
which 1*1,000,000 men are engaged, and
wo shall be recelvlnK from a single
strategical Held casualty lists running
into tens of thousands?
Every one Is asking the question:

"Will the German licet come out?"
I have stated more tiian once my be¬

lief that it will, eventually-.that is,
when It lias done Its best by torpedo
tactics to reduce our superiorly.
More than this, the public mind must

be prepared to receive with befitting
fortitude the heavy casualties and
severe loss of material which must ;il-
most inevitably result when cur ships
do come in contact with th-j Germs*!!
IiiI sea fleet.

II C. Hywater, who for many years
lias lived In Germany anil made a studyof the Uerman fleet. Is of the satno
opinion. It Is his view that such a
collision Is certain.
"In the first place,"- he writes, "we

must refer back to th. guiding prin¬
ciples of the German naval defense,
which were expounded with such aston¬
ishing candor In the preamble to the
ifavy act of IS'iO.
"These principles have been Con¬

stantly enunciated by the leaders of the
naval movement In Germany. It Is
laid down that Germany needs a fleet
to protect her coasts, h« r maritime
trade and her colonies. German writers
never have ceased to impress upon their
countrymen that the pront mercantile jmarine headquarters at Hamburg anil!
Hr< men owe their existence, their pros-
perity and their future development tot
the power of the German fleet, without,
whose protection they would he an-
tiihilaied by Jealous rivals.
"The situation thus pictured has ac-!

tuallv come to pass.
"Girmany's sea-Morne trade has been!

brought absoluti-ly to a standstill.
"I lei p .ople probably do not yet real-

i/.e thin nrim fact, but the effect of this
stoppage must even now be making
Itself felt. When the whole truth be-
comes known, as It must very ?oon,
and It Is also learned that the German
colonies are lout, an Irresistible de-
mand will be made for Instant action
by the fleet.

"Finally," Mr Bywater adds, "we
may be n^jrc that all the powerful In¬
fluence of the military element will de-
mand prompt and bold measures from
the fleet."

GREAT SERVIAN VICTORY
OVKR AUSTRIAN FOIICLS

NISH, SERVIA, August 23 (via Lon¬
don)..The following official communi¬
cation was made public hero to-day:
"After tiio great Servian victory, tho

Austrian? Rod In complete disorder be¬
fore the Servian pursuit.

"Tlie Ninety-first, the One Hundred
and Second, the Kleventh and the
Twenty-eighth Austrian regiments
liavo been completely routed. The
eommai;der-in-chief of the Twenty-
first division of Austrian Infantry was
killed, as was tho commander of the
Twenty-eighth regItnent.

"Seventeen Austrian era ft have been
sunk by the Servian artillery.

"Details of the great battle of Au¬
gust L10, are onl> now becoming known.
The Austrian forces com prised nine di¬
visions and numbered nearly I'OO.OoO
men. The Servians were much inferior
In numbers, but showed greater hero-
Ism. Their handling of their artillery,
their superior marching and endurance,
their discipline and the accuracy of
their tire Insured them the victory.
"During the flight, the enemy com¬

mitted atrocities in the villages of
Bobritch, Hogossavaz and Arashatz,1 slaying women and children."

OF BRUSSELS GUARANTEED

DON DON, August "3.. -.\ Times dis¬

patch from Brussels says the German
commander, General Saxtus von Arnlrn,
yesterday caused the following pro-
clamation to be placarded in Brussels:

".tcrman troops will pass through
Brussels to-day and on following days,
and are obliged by circumstances to
demand from the city lodging, food and
supplies. All these matters will be
regularly arranged through the muni¬
cipal authorities.

"I expect the population to conform
itself without resistance to these ne¬
cessities- of war, and particularly to
commit no act of aggression against
the safety of the troops, and promptly1
to furnish the supplies demanded. In
this case, 1 give every guarantee for
the preservation of the city and the
safety of the inhabitants. If, however,'
tnero should be. as unfortunately there
has been elsewhere, any act of ag¬
gression against the soldiers, the burn¬
ing of buildings or explosions of any
kind, I shall l>e compelled to take the
severest measures."
An Interview yesterday between the

burgomaster of Brussels and General
von Arnlm had the following results:

"I'lrst, the. German troops were to
have free passage through Brussels:
second, a garrison of 3,000 men was to
ho quartered In the Dailly and Schae-
been barracks^ third, requisitions were
to bo paid for In cash; fourth, them
was to be respect for the inhabitants
and public and private property: fifth,
tho management of public affairs by(the municipal administration was to be
free from German control."
The Germans have re-established

OF THE HAGUE AGREEMENT

DONDON, August 23..Degal experts

quoted by the London Dally News in its
Issue of to-day (Monday), agreo that
Germany's demand for $40,000,000 from
Brussels and $10,000,000 from Diego
constitute a violation of Tho Hague
conference agreement of 1SU9.

Article 48 of this agreement directs
that if tho occupant collects any taxes
in the territory occupied, he shall per¬
form tho services for which those taxes
are paid.

Article 49 runs: "If, besides the taxes,
the occupant levies other money taxes
In tho ocouplcd torritory, this can only

bo fcr military necessities or the ad¬
ministration of such territory."

Article 50 prohibits genera! penalties
or fincs^-Artiele 52 apain prohibits the requi¬
sition of goods or services, save for
military necessity.

Article 53 forbids cash to be taken,
save that 'trlctly belonging to the con-
(jueref! slate.

It is obvious that these "contribu¬
tion!!," as they aru technically called,
are enormously greater than any that
;could be Justified by military necessity.
In fact, th< y are simply ransoms, and
Germany Is asking to make Brussels
pay for the huge armies necessary not
to subjugate her, but to defeat the
allies. It remains to be seen how this
extortion can bo levied.

The spirit of the troops is excellent,
i mr battle front extends for a distance
of over forty versus (about twenty-six
miles).

Every .Man and Every'Homo In Each
of Combatant Countries Will

Ho Touched.

H. (i. WELLS WHITES ARTICLE

No Kusy Triumphs or Prancing Vic¬
tories for Either Side, but Hideous
Hutchory and Dlsea.se.Mankind
Faces Awful Winter.

LONDON. August 23..II. O. Wells,

England's foremost novelist, writes as

fojlows t'or War, the illustrated new

weekly.
"What in the object of this wnr? We

cannot simply i>tit the Uormang back
over the llelgiaii border, and tell them
not to do it again.
"Wo find ourselves at wnr with that

huge military empire with which wo

have been doing our best to keep peace
since tlrst it rose up on the ruins of
Frcnch imperialism in 1S71.
"We have now either to destroy or

be destroyed. We have not sought this
reckoning. We have done our utmost
to avoid it. but, now that it has been
forced upon us. it is imperative that it
should lie a thorough reckoning.
"This is a war that touches every

man and every home in each of the
combatant countries, It is a war not
of soldiers, but of whole peoples. It is
a war thai must by fought to such a
finish that every one in each nation en¬
gaged understands what has happened.
"There can he no diplotutic settle¬

ment. That will leave German Im¬
perialism free to explain away its fail¬
ure to Its people and start new prepa¬
rations. We have to go on until we
are absolutely done for, or until the
Germans ah a people know that they
arc beaten, and are convinced that they
have had enough of war.
"We are lighting Germany, but we

are lighting without any hatred of tho
German people. We do not intend to
destroy either tluir freedom or their
unity.
"Consider what the Germans have

been and what the Cormana can be.
Here is a race which has for Its chief
fault docility and belief in teachers
ami Triors. For t!io test. it is the mo^t
amiable of peoples, naturally kindly,
comfort-loving, child-loving, musical,
artistic, . nl <ll|pei;l. In less resnects
the i ii..'.n homes and towns and coun¬
tryside are the most civilized in the
wo- Id.
"Bod by men of genius, physical and

moral brutality grown In the German
mind and spread throughout the
world. I wish it were possible to say
that the Knglish and Americans alto-
;,'":her escaped its corruption, but now
at last we shall shake ourself free
from Prussian imperialism, which will
either conquer all of us or be smashed
by all as thoroughly as Germany iji1 nT1 smashed tlie rotten imperialism of
Napoleon 111.

"This war, therefore, aims at a set¬
tlement that shall stop this sort of
thing forever. Kvery soldier who fights
against Germany now Is a crusader
against war. This greatest of all wars
is not just another war. It is tho last
war, for Kn gland, France, Italy, Bel¬
gium. Spain and all little countries of
Europe are heartily sick of war.
Tho Czar has expressed a passionate

hatred of war. Most of Asia Ih un-
warlike. The United States has no
illusions about war, and never was
war begun with so grim a resolution
in England, Franco, Belgium and ltus-
sin.
"There is no thought of glory. We

know we are facing unprecedented
slaughter and agonies. We know that
for neither side will there be easy
triumphs or prancing victories. Al-
ready there is hideous butchery, and
soon there must come disease. Can it
he otherwise? We face perhaps the
most, awful winter that mankind ever
faced."

ties. The protest points out that,
should these abuses continue, it would
be most difficult for tho Servian au-
thoritles to prevent tho Servian sol¬
diers from seeking revenge for these
violations of the usages of war. Tho
protest adds that tho Servian army
will have recourse, upon tho discovery
of the perpetrators of these outrages,
to the most rigorous measures pos¬
sible.

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"This industry has been the out-

growth of fifty years of study and de¬
velopment In Germany. It can only be
carried on economically on a large
scale. It is not probable that the Cer-
man manufacturers would wish to have
established In the United States labo¬
ratories which would practically dupli¬
cate their own, and thus after the war
entail the operation of a duplicate
plant. The prospect, therefore, for sup¬
plies of synthetic chemicals and dye-
stuffs after the consumption of the
existing stock is decidedly gloomy.
"In the matter of dyestuffs, the man¬

ufacture of which is associated w''.h
that of synthetic drugs, the world's
supply will last somewhat longer for
the reason that the largest users «>f
these dyestuffs.Gorman. France nnd
England.will use little or none dur¬
ing the"War. The United States uses

probably one-fourth of the world's
supply, and the remaining three-o.uar-
tcrM of the world's supply will be suf¬
ficient to keep our cloth, silk and print
mills busy for a year."
