Congressional Appropriation for His-
torical and Industrial Assocla-
tion's Celebration.

DESIGNATE LOCAL DEPOSITORY

Matter Rests in Hands of Governor
Stuart—Fiftieth Auniversary of
Emancipation Will Be Observed
at Fort Lee,

The appropriation of 355000 mada by
the last Congress for the Negro BEx-
position, to be held next year at Fort
Lea in celohration of the fiftloth an-
"niversary of the emancipation Is now
avallabie. Tha monay will be at the
disposal of tho Negro Historleal and
Indusirial Assoclation as soon as Gov-
ernor Stuart deslgnates a depositary
in Richmond for the cash.

The news was recelved hera yester-
day and cnused jubllation among the
promoters of the exposition and the
officers and managers of the projected
enterprise.

The officlal announcement was made
by Acting Comptroller of the Unlted
States Treasury Warwick, who directed
that the money be turned over to what-
aver depositary the {Governor may
nameo. Immediately the money s de-
pesited it becomes avallable for the
uses to which the associatlon desire to
apply It The fund must be drawn
upon the treapsurer of the associntion,
but then oniy with the approval
Govearnor Stuart It will he necessary
for the trecasurer to submit vouchers
for the expenditures Lo the Governor.

FPreparations for the Negro Emnancl-
pation Exposition have been long
prozress, but actunl construction has
bean delayed becuuse the 356,000 ap-
proprinted by Congress was not avail-
able, Nevertheless o great deal of
prellminary work has been rushed for-
whrd,

It was learned last night that Gov-
ernor Stunrt does not contemplate des-
ignating the depositury for the expo-
sition money untll the treasurer of tha
Negro Historfcal und Industrial Asso-
clation has glven tho bond required
of him. This bond is Intended te pro-
teet the amount deposited to the as-
soclation's ecredit.
