-fnr un this country Ib concerned. Kor- |eipu interest hns temporarily shifted
to Canada, for the reason that Canadian
wheat for export is now cheaper than
the American grain. As onn local au-l
thorltv puts it.Canada "hns perhaps90,000,000 bushels of wheat for foreignsali, of which a considerable part must!
go out before the close of navigation. I
India is expected to sell more freely
now that her new crop is progressingfavorably ajid taken all in all, it seems I
that the United states will meet com-Jpetition by ho means unimportant.
There was much unloading of wheat 1

by holders who were disgusted with
the action of the market. Startinn!
out, firmer prices suffered severe re¬
actions, and resting spots for the day]were 1 3-8fr.i l :i-4 cents lower thtin pre-jvious closing figures. There was a lit-I
tie scattered buying for foreign ac-j
count, but support generally was poor. I
Kxport sales of 150,000 bushels were
reported, but it was thought that the. |total business of to-day amounted to
considerably more than this figure.Liverpool future wheat closed
\'p 1 l-4d. lower, while spot wheat there
was unchanged to l-2d lower. Broom-,
hall cabled that severe damage to the!
wheat crop in Northern France is con-
firmed, and that it is expected that this
country will continue to take wheat
f reely.

Speculation was at an exceedingly!low ebb ni corn, and the market was
governed by the action in the wheat
pit Closing prices showed losses of!
7-S cents, as compared with previousresting spots. Tradinn in <::»«h corn 1
was equally unimportant, and sales of
only 115,000 bushels were reported,Country offerings of corn were againllplit.

Action in the other pits were dupli¬cated in the oats market, there beingsimilar liquidation by longs and pen-ernl speculative lassitude. Resting spots
were :>-S'(i3-4c. lower than the pravlousclose. There was buying of futures,by an export house, which gave rise to
the belief that there had been sales for
direct export, but nothing to go abroad
was reported from here.

BAWRENCEV1BBE. VA.. September
.The most enthusiastic boosting jevent that Bawreneeville and Bruits- jwick County have ever known, took

place yesterday, when the "Get-
Acquainted Party," numbering 122, in
twenty-six automobiles, swung round
the county in a great effort to bring
the town and county closer together,
for their mutual benefit.
The principal object of the trip was jto acquaint the farmers with the facts

concerning the new tobacco market, to
be opened in Bawreneeville October l.
A band of twelve pieces, from the St.
Paul's Normal and Industrial School,
furnished music, and the cars were all
enveloped in great banners, setting
forth the advantages of the town and
county.

Eleven villages and post-ofllces were
visited, a thirty-minute stop being
made at each place. At a number of
the stopping points a demonstration
tobacco mile was given, a few pounds !
being sold under the management of
the regular Li&wrencevllle market force.
A number of speakers took turns

making addresses at the varioua points, jtwo or three at each place. J. A.
Kersey, manager of the Co-Operative
Warehouse, spoke most frequently,
urging farmers to bring their tobacco
to Bawreneeville, and especially to jstart the tlrtt day, October 1. lie
promised as good prices at the Law
rcneeville market as would be given
at any of the markets. jThe other speakers were J. J. I lay ley,
Marvin Sinithev, Rev. A. P. Gray, Jr.,
Rev. J. \V. Stiff, George T. I.angsdel,
auctioneer for the La wrenceville
market; Hon. G. E. Spatig, D. I*.
Size.r. farm demonstrator for Brans-
wick; B. B. Chambers, superintendent jof schools; W. II. Hill. Professor 15. c.
Elliott, Dr. C.,B. Palmer. B. A. Bewls,
