CADETS WORK TO CORRECT
DEFECTS IN FIRST GAME

RKXIXGTON, VA. October 1.To¬
day, for the llrst time since meet¬
ing the 1 lampden-Sldney eleven on Sat¬
urday last, the football squad of the
Virginia Military Institute was put
through a hard scrimmage. Much of
the time on Monday was devoted t.>
running, in order to relieve the-men of
any soreness contracted during the
Maine, the rest of the time heliiK giv.n
over to the correction of defects
brought out In Saturday's battle, prin¬
cipal among them being improper form
and Inability to handle the Ii«ill. These
defects, however, are not as evident
as they have been In past seasons at
this stage of tlio game, and the out¬
look along these lines is very en¬
couraging to the coaches and hangers-
on.
When the men reported on Tuesday

afternoon they were put through a
test in handling and running back
punts. A few minutes of this work
and Captain I^eech divided them in sec¬
tions, under the other assistant coaches,
and for a half hour they were drilled
in bloc kin it. After a snappy signal
drill the men were put through a light
scrimmage.
So far us the defensive work of the

team Is concerned, Saturday's game re¬
vealed -a development unlooked for.
< >n all sides there were expressions of
satisfaction at the way the cadet line
held. So satisfactory was the defensive
work that some fear of a too early
high-water mark was expressed by a
few of tiie coaches. There can be no
doubt but that the team is far in ad¬
vance of what It was last season at
this time*.
