
RECORD-BREAKING SALE
OF CARS IN GRAIN BELT
Crop in Year* Coupled Willi

War-Time 1'rli'M Itesults In
Motor Cur I'amlnr.

A record breaking sale of motor cars
following the harvesting of the blg-
Kcat crops In years In the grain belt
.Slates Is rcportod by C. II. Hurst, dls-
irlct representative for Dodge Brothers,
at Onioha. Mr. Hurst has just arrived
in Detroit, after an automobile trip of
several thousand tnlles through the
.Stales of Iowa, Nebraska and Soutjt
I laltota.
"The West has never seen conditions

<jf|ual to the prosperity of the present
season," says Mr. Murst. "Since the
war. wheat has advanced 18 to 20^
cents per bushel. Corn and oats have
nIioI up 10 and 11 cents per bushel, and
this advance comes In the face of the
biggest crops In the past five years.

"Naturally, the farmers are Jubilant
and are making: thu mosl of the oppor¬
tunity. If the high prices asked for
urn in are not forthcoming;, they hold
tliclr crops until the buyera from the
big mills decido to meet them at their
own tlgurc. Ovei $00,(jou,000 will he
uald to Nebraska fanners alone, ibis
year, for the bumper crops of that
State.
"The prosperous conditions of the

farmers' exchequer Is reflected in the
sale of motor curs in that section
1-2very dealer with whom I talked on
my trip has sold his entire allotment of
cars'. Several dealers who have re¬
cently taken on Dodge Brothers' line
have received" deposits on cats, al-.
thouuh the purchasers, of course, know
nothing of the car's appearance or
price. It is freely predicted by West¬
ern automobile men that n shortage
in motar cars will result from the nn-
'precedented demand."
Although traveling through his ter¬

ritory for only a short period. .Mr.
Murst quickly disposed of every car
assigned by Dodge Brothers to his
district. His trip to Detroit was made
to solicit additional cars, and he has
secured the promise of Cieneral Sales
Manager Phllp to Increase his allot¬
ment of the new cars, which Dodge
lb-others will bring out next month.
"Along about the first of August,

General Sales Manager Phllp made the
prediction that J0,000 dealers would
have made application for Dodge
Brothers' sales rights by October 1."
said fieorge C. Ilubbn. of Dodge
lirothers. "Just how close lie came to
hitting the ^nark is shown by the total
count for the tlrst day of October. On
that date 10,201 separate dealers from
the L'nlt'-d States and Canada had writ¬
ten in to the factory about the new
cur. Hequests are still coining in at
an average of 100 pei day. with no sign
of let-up "

Mr. Hubbs relates an in^dent con¬
cerning T. ,1. Doyle, Detroit dealer for
Dodge Brothers, which exhibits some¬
thing of the Interest shown by pros¬
pects In the new cat. Through some
unknown source, the * impression pre¬
vailed In Detroit, that Doyle was to
receive his demonstration car on Oc¬
tober 1. When Doyle reported at ills
ofTl. c that morning, he found his sales-
tootn crowded with prospects, nil want¬
ing to looked at the new car. The
Detroit man was compelled to explain
that as yet he had received no car, bui
was In hopes of getting the first one
by Miother thirty dn^-s. As over 300
ncople visited his salesrooms during
the course of the day, Doyle reports
putting in the busiest ten hours' work
in some j ears.

"SAFETY FIRST CAR" MAKES
EXCELLENT RUN IN WEST

rjicrnl week after week touring the
country in an automobile, addressing
meetings of citizens, noddies, mu-
nlclpai officials. etc.. until one's throat

raw and voice painfully hoarse: to
tic forced to eat at banquet after ban-
quel. while at the same time longing
for simple home cooking and simple
rest. That is what General Secretary
Frederick H. Elliott, of the Safety First
Society of New York, who Ik out on
the road with the "Safety First car,"
is having lo do these days. As yet he
has seen very little snow and not much
rain, but plenty of rough roads, and
he is tired, although enthusiastic over
his remark,able success In stirring up
interest in the safety first movement.

It is now practically certain that a
national safety first federation will be
established in the near future, and
will have affiliated with It practically
all of the local safety first organiza¬
tions throughout the country. This is
one of the plans of President Ogden
L. Mills, of the Safety First Society
of Now York, and It was largely with
the idea of accomplishing this that Mr.
IClllott was sent on the road. The car
which he Is driving Is, equipped with
various modern devices which tend to
promote safety, such as antiskid chains,
bumper, fire extinguisher, electric sig¬
nalling device, lamps which eat\ be
dimmed on unllghtod roads when pass¬
ing another vehicle, an<l wire wheels
which arc considered especially safe
for automobiles, e/llclent brakes, etc.,
together with other devices.

Mr. Elliott's efforts are by no means
confined to safety as regards motor
cars exclusively./ There are numerous
other means of promoting safety which
the society favors. Otic of these is an
ordinance prohibiting Ice wagons and
similar wagons from having a step In
ttic rear. On this sort of vehicle chil¬
dren can Jump on and ofT, and arc
liable to land in front of fast-moving
vehicles. Condemnation of this has
met with splendid response In various
cities, and Mr. Elliott believes it will
lie only a Bhort time before the owners
of these wagons In all cities and the
manufacturers of wagons will be
obliged to eliminate the . rear step.
Public officials are opposed to step
wagons being used upon the city
streets. In fact. In Utica and Syracuse
while Mr. Elliott wrs there, two chil¬
dren were' killed from riding on tho
rear of wagons*
During the past ten days the safety

first car has visitod the cities of Cleve¬
land, Akron, Elyria, Toledo, Detroit,
Jackson. Kalamazoo, South LJend, Ham¬
mond and Chicago.

Sccond Desert Classic.
November 0 is tho date set for the

start of the second San, Dlogo-Phoonlxmotorcyolo road race. Dust year'sbattle with the snnd, which became,
known as the "Desert Classic," was one
of the most severe tests of machine
and rider ever made In this country,
i tn this account the winner of the
event, Paul J. C. Derkuin, was chosen
to represent tho United States in the
international races on tho Isle of Man,and in tho 500-mile event at DodgeCity, Iowa. It Is predicted that
Dorkuin's time of fifteen hours and four
minutes will bo considerably lowered
this year. The course covers about 300
miles, a largo part of the distance be¬
ing trackless Band.

Answers Emergency Calls.
Tho valuo of the motorcyelo in

emergencies was recently demonstrated
in Kansas City, Mo., wHen a heavy rain¬
storm seriously damaged the telephone
system throughout tho city. Tho tele¬
phone company had 3,000 troublo calls
during ono day." Tt was, of course, out
of the question for the two troublo
wagons to attend to all of these calls.
Therefore, the eighteen repair men
employed by the company were dis¬
patched on motorcycles to ascertain the
extent of the damage, and In many
instances were able to make repairs
without calling tdv tho troublo wagons.

A. A. A. CLUBS PROTEST
AGAINST EXTRA TAXATION

Dr. II. .11. linnr, Marylaud llcmlirr of
legislation Committee, Given FacU

lo Senate Fluniiee Committee.
Autoinobllists throughout tho coun¬

try are thoroughly aroused at the evi¬
dent tl«*H 11-« on tho part of certain na¬
tional legislators to place upon motor
car owners a large percentage of the
amount to be derived from the war tax
measure.
Stale and local clubs of the American

Automobile Association almost unan-
imouKly Responded to tin* call of It*
special legislative committee, of which
l.if II M. kowc. of Maryluud, served as
chairman to make known to members
of Congress their positive objection to
heing seized upon anew as a source
of attack for purposes of revenue.
The protest set forth the unfairness

of any legislation which singled out
motor cars from other road vehicles.
If gasoline motor.cars were called upon
to pay, It was asserted, nil horse-drawn
vehicles should be taxed, frankly nd-
mltting that their mileage is less and
the tax should be accordingly graded.
The situation presented an oppor¬

tunity to American Automobile Asso¬
ciation clubs to empti&size to the na¬
tional legislators the Just position
which the association has taken in
contending that all road vehicles should
pay or none should pay.

In his communication to the Senate
Finance Committee, Dr. Howe set forth
tlie following:

"In many States motor car owners
now pay two and three taxes, and
furthemiore, are discriminated against
as a special class of road users in that
other vehicles go "untaxed. If It is
right to tax one class of road vehicle,
all vehicles should be similarly treated.

"This would be equally true in the
imposition of any war tax, for it must
now be apparent to all that automobiles
have an equal right with all other
vehicles to the free use of public high¬
ways, built and maintained by general
taxation. Furthermore, the self-pro¬
pelled vehicle has become of such com¬
mon use that an extra tax at this time
would he a burden anil detrimental to
the Interests of the people at large.
Moderate priced and moderate powered
tars greatly exceed the comparatively
small number of multi-powered motor
cars.

"it Is a conservative estimate to say
that over half of the 1,000,000 automo-

bile« In use have a positive commercial
value, and the larger part of the r<*-
irtainiiig GO per cent are partially em-
ployed seriously; carrying: men to
business or people to railroad stations,
and otherwise nerving: those who
abridge distance by road.
"We would call your attention to the

fact that as citizens we shall pav wltli
ull others whatever genoral taxes niaj
be imposed in any war measure adopt¬
ed. But we do vigorously piotest
against any legislation which passe.',
on to us an unfair proportion of the
burden, and also carries with it a dis¬
crimination agalnnt one class of road
vehicle."
