rounding the world's breaistuifs situation
are certainly bullish. Prices will sell higher,
and In case the war should continue any
length of time the advance would lie greater
than Is generally looked for,
A report that wan issued by the Agricul¬

tural Department of Canada, If correct,
makes the wheat In farmers' hands of that
country reduced to 1 per cent. This state¬
ment Is a most sensational one, and. If
correct, the farmers or the L'nlted States
now hold a tighter grip on Ihe world's
markets than is generally bleieved. The
clearances from the soaboard to-day were
].CNS.rt» bushels, which Included some Hour
as well as some bonded wheat'.
A feature of the wheat market was the

heavy purchases by l.ogan Mryan. who
arc reported to have bought from 3,{00.<W
to O.OeO.OM bushels. The fact that cash
wheat lias gained on the futures, but that
the l>e,eml»;r has not gained much on the
May. was noticeable. There Is new specu¬
lative buying ami much covering by the
