Those, with several islands'
owned by tho Netherlands, constitute
the Erlslan group.
The strategic value of the Dorkum

Island, which Is six miles In lengthand two miles wide, lies In the fact
that it commands tho cBtuary *of the
Ems, and might, perhaps, be used us n
submarine base, and also In the dofenso
of East Frlcsland, tho district of Prus¬
sia tlmt forms the northwesternmost
corner of Hanover, and^of *he Gcrnmn
empire.
German submarines are known to bo

2 (! P. M.)..Between fi.000,000 and
7.000,000 Belginns have little or noth¬
ing to call "homo." They tire a people
almost without o country. ^Foodstuffs, for?{re, horses, cattle and
automobiles not cotmnandcered by the
Belgian army have boon seized by the
Germans. Practically evory acre is
now swept of everything valuable.

It Is estimated that the(ro are now
200,000 Belgians in England, and 800,-000 in Holland. The-.lowest estimatejnade hero places the number of Bel¬gian homes destroyed or uninhablt-nble at J,000,000. Mallncs, Louvain,Liege, Xamur, Charlarol, Mons. Dlnnntand a score of smaller places have l»e©nso shattered by the artillery lire thatless that half of the normal population
are decently sheltered.
A report from Llmburg says thatthe supplies for tho bread line haveboon exhausted, and the feeding can boresumed onl>' when American foodarrives.
