the subject of a trial of five apparaius’
there being two parties in the field, one
in favor of the Smith engive and the
other-making itsclt the champion of the
Jeffers machine, 1heenthusio<m among
the firemen in the matter was very
greut, and ll“(‘l'.lllll' deliberation and 0
number of meetings, it was decided to
have a trial of the respective machines
at Flushing on yesterday.,  Extensive
arrangements were perfected to make
the oceasion an cxecedingly plowsant one
to all concerned,

Arnaong the fiveinen it was do bheda:
cial holidag, while the people of Flush-
ing anticipated a rich freatin the dis-

lay promised them by the “laddies,”

Nor were more dangerous weapons
wanting, The reports of pistols, the
clashingof bowie knives, and groans of
fallen men mingled with the shrieks of
women and the general clamor, render-
ing the scene one of intense and  tragic
horror.  There was  danger of being
canoht out under that shower of missiles
and bullets,  Women and children hid
themselves from the tempest in base-

Phisstate of things lasted for about

-Suicide of Tdmund Ruffin.

The Richmond Zepublic of Tuesday
contains the following ;-

On Maturday Iast Mr, Edmund Ruftin,
avery distingoished agriculturist of Vir-
ginia, committed snicideat hisresidence
near Mattaox depot, on the Richmond
and Danville Railroad, He retired to
hiz chamber at an ecarly hour in the
maorning, and taking a seat in a chair,
took a cun, loaded with shot and slugs,
vl placing e muzzle to his mouth,

Cecharaed  che pieee by pushing  the |

cieccr with a stick,  I'he upper portien
of hi= head was entirely blown off.  In
A diary of bis was found a memorandum
tntine that he could never live under
the United Sstates Government, and took
death i preference, In the sume memo-
randtim he said he would have commit-
fed the decd on the 9th of April (the day
Gencral Lee surrendered) but was pre-
coented by the presence of visitors in his
hovee, Mr, Baflin was well known in
Virginie by his elivets in bhehalf of agri-
cobinre in the State, and was once editor,
we beliove, of the Southoran  Planter,
e was well Known  throughout the
country duiing the thest of the war from
the ardor with which hie emibraced the
Conlederate eause, and particularly from
the taet that he was the man who flred
the fivst gun at Fort Sumter when Gen,
Beauregard bombarded that work in
561, He was over seyenty yoars of age.,

e Whig eives the following account
of the aftair:

L is now said that Mre, Ruftin’s mind
had been very perceptibly aflected since
the evacuation of Richmond and the
saveender of the Confederate armies,—
Fora week previous to terminating  his
lite, Mr. Rultin kept his chamber busily
cmployed in writing what subsequently
tarned out to be a history of his political
life.  He also wrote letters, and in one
of ther he Yeft divections as to the dis-
po=al of i hody.  He bathed himself,
put on clean ander and outer clothing,
and direeted that his body should be
buried in the habiliments he had put
o, without shwoud or coftin,  He then
scated himself in o chair, put a loaded
musket to his mouth, and, leaning back,

struck the trigger with his  hickory
stick. "T'he fivst eap did not explode,

and he replaced it by another, which
dischavged the musket, the charge of
badl and buek blowing off' the ¢rown of
the venerable old gentleman’s head and
scattering his braing and snowy hair

against the ceiling of the room. When
the *family, alarmed by. the report,
teached  Mr. Ruffin’s room, he was

found Iving baek in his chair, the gun
leaning against i, and life gone, A
paragraph in the letter left for the peru-
sal of tamily and triends explained the
