A HINT FROM THE PRESIDENT.

The other day a delegation waited on
President Johnson, and set before him,
in glowing colors, the wrongs and suf-
ferings of the colored people of the
South.

The President heard them patiently,
and theh remarked: “Gentlemen, did
Yyou ever think of the wrongs and suf-
ferings' of the poor white people of the
South ?”’

In that brief question Mr. Johnson
struck the key note of his policy, and
gave a hint to politicians as well as to
philanthropists that it were well to
heed.

The question of negro suffrage cannot
be settled, at least, until the next Con-
gress assembles. The expectation enter-
tained in many quarters that the Presi-

THE MILLION DOLLAR MAN.
Gale, the author of an advertisement
offering a reward for the assassination of
the President, arrived in Washington
Wednesday morning per steamer from
New Orleans, in custody of Capt. Me-’

dent would give the black man the bal-
lot, isseen to be fallacious. He could
not, if he would-—and we doubt whether
he would, if he could. He has set in
motion the machinery for the reorgani-
zation of the rebellious States, by giv-
ing each of them a provisional Gover-
nor, and authorizing them' to hold an
election, under the old laws of each
Btate, for State and county officers, and
for members of Congress. Nothing is
altered in these States; save the status

b—"""of the' colored people. Formerly they

were slaves; now, they are free people
of color, and no more. They cannot
vote,under the Constitutions of theslave
States—but they own themselves.

Now, when the representatives of
these States present themselves at
‘Washington next December, it will be |
competent for Congress to refuse them
seats in the capital, on the ground that
the States they represent have not a re-
publfcan form of government, inasmuch
as a large portion of their citizens are
deprived of the right of citizenship on
account of the color of their skins.—
Then the real contest on the issue
of mnegro suffrage will take place at
‘Washington—and not in Virginia or
Tennessee. For if the States are refused
representatives in Congress on this
ground, the people will change theii
State Constitutions so aseto admit all in-
telligent and worthy citizens to the bal-
lot box—and the bone of contention will
be taken away.

But this, as every one sees, isto be a
slow and long afthir. The first point
cannot be decided until next winter—
and then it will be decided—not by us—
but by the representatives in Congress
of the East, North and West.

But in the meantime we can take the
hint of President Johnson, and think a
little of the wrongs and sufferings of the
poor whites of the South. We believe
it to be true that a white man is as good
as & negro, so long as he behaves him-
self—and if the Republican party in the
North were only wise, they could build
up for themselves, among the poo1
whites of the South, such a body of ad-
herents and sympathizers as would se-
cure them a balance of power, perma-
vent and reliable. The next President
of the United States will not be the man
“who obtains the negro vote, but he will
be the man who obtains the vote of the
poor whites of the South.

THE ULTRA MEN,

The ultra men of the present day are
properly described by the National In-
telligencer, when it says the late lament-
ed President successfully encountered
and suppressed such mischievous party
combinations as now crop out again in
the shape of furious agitators, some of
whom are merely fanatical, while the
only object of others is power and plun-
der, under the guise of an excessive loy-
alty, whose magnificent proportions
quite oppress the faithful and undazzling
patriotism of every-day men. And in
such people (if there is anything at all)
there is only mischief, and that continu-
ally. If these had their way, they
would drive the Administration into
copflict with everything that -is Ameri-
cam, constitutional, rational and conser-
vative. JContent with nothing but ex-
tremes here and extremes there, they
would rack our entire fabric to pieces,
unjoint it, and tumble it down, a help-
less ruin. Instead of regarding the fixed

and guiding stars as‘the guardians of

safety, these cannot get out of the nar-
row circle of prejugdices, or utterly selfish
objects. And herein lies the great diffi-
ulty in the evay of our progress in the
restoration of the country. What if the
rebellion is crushed; what if the leading

rebels are vagrants or prisoners; what if

the assassins of the late President are
handed over to military justice; what if
the entire sentiment of the North would
sustain the Government in the execu-
tion (if done) of Jefferson Davis; what
if all fair men of all shades of opinion
come forward, as they do, in support of
the President, (and this for patriotic and
unpurchased reasons) what if all is go-
ing on towardsunion and harmony and
prosperity with more celerity and pro-
mise than could have been anticipated
under the moderate, statesmanlike and
- firm rule of the head of the nation;
‘what if the Administration, in all that
it does, is upheld, applauded, and shield-
ed by a nearly unanimous sentiment,
notwithstanding all these glorious and

reat results, still, to quote the eloquent
n of another age, ‘‘ the fanatics
frishma bedlamn,g and the curs of
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haffey, of the first Uited States Infan-
try, and is now imprisoned in the Old
Capitol. It will be recollected that some
time in January last, an advertisement
appeared in the Selma (Ala.) Advertiser,
which was copied in the papers of the
North, headed ‘* one million dollars want-
ed to have peace by the 1st of March”
The advertiser proposed for the sum
named, to cause the lives of Abraham
Lincoln, Wi, H. Seward and Andrew
Johnson to be taken by the 1st of March
then ensuing, and offered himself to con-
tribute $£10,000 toward this patriotic pur-
pose. Gale is a very intelligent man,
about 45 years of age, hair in part gray,
tall and athletic. He is a lawyer and
argues his case quite learnedly, takes ex-
ception in advance to his being brought
here for trial, inasmuch as the courts of
this district can have no jurisdiction of
his case.

THE VIRGINIA LEGISLATURE.

The special session of the Legislature of
Virginia was brought to a close on F'ri-
day evening. We give the closing day’s
proceedings in full, on our outer page.
The Senate, over which Lt. Gov. L. C.
P.Cowper presides, wasaddressed by him
as follows :— ;

Our duties as legislators ar» at an end.
We have had a mest important session,
We have beenfew in numivers. We have
taken upon ourselves high duties and
important trusts, We have been sum-
moned by the Executive of the State, at
an extraordinary time to aid him, as he
in his message stated, in there-establish-
ment of a civil government over a dis-
tracted State.  Our labors have been har-
monious, and we have not shrunk from
our duty, nor turned from the difficult
path. We may claim the virtue, we
have sought to promote and w-uthrm,
the best and highest interests of the
State.  Fail we may ; but"we cannot fail
in a consciousness of having performed
our duty, unheeding thescoffatour ngm-
bers. T'his is not an hour to detain you;
some willassemble here no more ; others
join withus again at the nextsession. To
thefirst and last my best wishes go with
ou for.your happiness and ;l)rospcrn_v
through ‘life. Our meeting has been
pleasant, and while I have endeavored
to cultivate the highest respect of the
h®ur, I have to humbly thank you for
your support and encouragement:

The Speaker of the House, Mr, J. Madi-
son Downey, of Loudon county, made
the following parting speech :—

“Gentlemen, T have nospeech tomake,
but 1 congrutuiate youvery much for the
manner in avhich you have ended the
term of service for which you were elect-
ed. At the time of yourelection, it was
said that the halters were preparing for
your necks, and that Jeff. Davis was

by certain degraded demagogues and political charlatans
who, in socking to excite the worst passions of this poo
people, and inaugurate a reign of terrorism, thought t
further their own political fortunes—and also wished, by
flatter and fawning sycophancy, to swindle them oug
of the littlc money they may possess. Every communit,
i cursed with just such a class of officious and meddling
rpersonl, who, under pretence of furthering local interests
or fromother motives, play upon the passions of the weal
and ignorant, and sow the seeds of disconteat and turbu_
lence, of which they sooner or later reap the harvest
They aim at political advancement, and care not wh; t
means they resort to in order to secure the end. Suci
cancers upon the body politic, should be eradicated a1
once, if peace and good order would be maintained, anc
the best way to deal with them, is to turn them over tc
the contempt and scorn of all good men and force then
into that insignificance and privacy from which it hac
been better they never bad emerged. Incited by these
bad men. and led to believe that their rights and liberties
were In danger, the negroes determined to take the law
In their own hands, and to this end, organized and mad.
extensive preparations, Their plan was first to get rid o.
the military, Which, they were_foolish enough to believes
wouldZbe an easy task. A feud had sprung up between
them and the soldiers, which had been the cause of sove,
ral rencounters at night on the street, and a few disvepu-
table dance-houses had been vvcleaned out.” Thenegroes
swore vengeance against the soldiers and prepared for the
contest.  On Friday last they went into the woods and
cut and prepared several hundred large bludgeons—sticks
of hard wood about three fect in length, and varying from
two to three inches in diameter—one blow from which
would Le sufficlent to feil an ox. At night they armed
themselves with theso, and under chosen leaders, began
to patrol different portions of the city. One party came
down Main street and made a demonstration against the
guard in front of the guard-house. One of them struck at
u soldier but the latter was too quick for him, and seizing
his club disarmed him and struck a blow which brought
him to the ground. The soldiers then made a charge upon
the rest of the party and scattered them right and left,
capturing about a dozen of the bludgeons, and six or
seven of the negroes: In another quarter of the city,
near the circus, a party of the negroés fired upon some
soldiers, one of whom was slightly wounded in the leg,
and about this time a negro ran up Main street, and in
front of the Atlantic Hotel, fired a pistol in the air. About
ten o’clock a great number of soldiers who were off duty,
formed themselves into a mob, and armed with clubs,
started on an expedition agninst the negroes. The
first row occurred mnear the circus, and several of
the colored individnals were knocked down and bad-
Iy beaten. The soldiers then started for those no-
torious Dall-rooms, where the mnegroes are in the
Labit of congregating to carry on their midnight or-
gics. Some thirty gathered arund one on Roanoke square,
but the proprietors had taken the precantion to close it
up and bar the doors, and all efforts to get in were futile
though they beat against the doors and made a groat dcul'
of noise, calling for matches and insisting upon the in*
mates coming ont.  From here they went to Union street,
where there was a slight skirmish, but \he negroes scat-
tered. In fact, wherever the soldiers appeared upon the
field the colored men fled without offering any resistance,
and soon the streets were perfectly free of them, A strong
guard was put on, and the patrols quickly restored quiet.
making a numbsr of arrests. The police did not attempt
tointerfere that we have heard of, and perhaps it isay
well they did not. The fact is, there was more noise than
snything clse, except wool, By 1 o'clock the city was as
quiet asa grave-yard—the stillness was profound.

Rumor was busy during the evening, and terrible sto-
ries were circulated of bloodshed and slaughter. Now
we would hear that two or three negroes had been killed
In one quarter of the city, and then some half a dozen

The Richmond Z%mes informs us that
the accounts from all parts of the State
represent that the growing crops never
zave greater promise. The wheat and
hay crops, in particular, are reported to
be unusually good, and the yield is ex-
pecterd to be greatly over the average. A
gentleman from Albemarlesaysthe farm-
ers there will make more wheat this
seagon than they have for many years.
We are glad to alsohearthat the negroes
are generally remaining at home work-
ing for their former masters. In some
parts of the country, remote, like Albe-
marle, from the seat of war, no change
can be observed in the relations between
master and slave, except that the negro,
who knows full well, and the master con-
cedes, that he is made free by the war,
and that henceforth he is to receive pay
for his work. The farmers are entirely
reconciled to this change, and upon some
plantations the work in the fields is pro-
gressing as quietly and smoothly as before
the war. In some casesagain the negroes
have deserted their former masters in a
body, but many of them have since re-
turned, and the others have been forcad
by hunger to go to work wherever they
could get it. . Oneof the Albemarle farm-
ersisworking now twenty-five more ne-

1 gro hands than ever before.

‘We know of no one in this section,
says the Boston Post, who wishes to
make color the test of the right of suf-
frage. The same rule should be applied
to all, black, yellow, red and white.
The Massachusetts requirements are
considered wise, but these, it is thought,
should be liberalized enough to allqw all
Federal soldiers who served faithfully
in the late war_to vote. We do not be-
lieve there is any disposition at the
North, East or West, to see the negroes
deprived of any rights the exercise of
which would be advantageous to the
country or their own welfare. The on-
ly question is, what is best for black and
white? Let cool judgment decide, un-
influenced by the heated declamation of
mere partisans who trade upon fictitious
philanthropy, and whose regard for lib-
erty consists in doing just as they please

and proseribing everybody who doesn’t
y lel(r to thefr behests.

Whereas , by taking part in the
late rebellion against the Government of
the United States, has made himself lia-
ble to heavy pains and penalties; and
whereas the circumstances of his case
render him a proper object of Executive
clemency: Now, therefore, be it known
that I, Andrew .fohnson, President, do
hereby grant to the said —a—, afull par-
don and amnesty for all offences by him
committed, arising from participation,
direct or implied, in the said rebellion,
conditioned as foilows, viz : This pardon
to begin and take effect from the day on
which the said shall take the oath
prescribed in the Proclamation of the
' President, dated May 29, 1865, and to be
void and 'of no effect if the said
shall hereafter at any time acquire any
| roperty whatever in slaves, or make use
of slave labor.

LOCAL INTELLIGENCE.

Row 1§ MAIN STREET—MAN SHOT—GREAT EXCITEMENT.~
About half past nine o'clock oa Saturday night, a party of
citizens, who had been participating in the clection and
drinking pretty freely, went to the saloon and restaurant
kept by C. Chenoweth, corner of Main and Church streets,
where some of the party during the day, wo are informed,
had had a difficuity with the proprietors. As they enter-
od, @ shot was fired, which took effect on the body of &
young man named Robert Jacqueman, an old resident of
this city, who hes recently returned from the late Con-
federate army. The ball entered about two inches below
the eart, aud ho fell.  The wounded man was conveyed
to & place in the neigliborhood, and a surgeon called. Tt
is feared he will not recover, though the doctor thought
it probable the ball had glanced instead of penetrating
any vital part,in which case he may get over it. The
sheoting of this young man greatly enraged his friends
and an attack was made upon other persens in the house’
aud considerable fighting and a greatdeal of excitement
and noise was created in the neighborhood. The restau-
rant was finally closed up; but efforts were made to break
apen the doors, and one of the windows was mashed in

had fallen somewhere else; again that several soldicrs had
been slain outright and others wounded. Each report
gathered in horror and in.portance as it passed from mouth
to mouth. The story of tho three Mack crows wus notl.
ing in comparison, though it completely exemplifies the
true state of thecase; for, after a thoroughsifting of all the
rumors, we arrived at the fact that one negro had been
shot through the cheek, a six shooter taken from his per-
son, and he himself sent to the hospital for treatment.
The people of the city were greatly concerned during-
this excitement lest it might terminate in a general riot,
and felt a nervous anxiety during the night. They gen-
erally remained at home and abstained from taking uny
part in the disturbance, excepting that occasionally some
gentleman would kindly interpose to protect a sorely
pressed colored man, when assailed by the soldiers. Great
fears were expressed that the gathering storm would burst
upon the city with greater fury, and more disastrous re-
sults, either during the election on Saturday, or after it
was over, on Saturday night ; but, thanks to the prompt-
ness of Col. Howard, in the morning stroug guards and
patrols of soldiors were seen stationed in all parts of the
city, and confidence wasat once restored. The only ren-
counter we heard of during the day or night was at the
end of the market, near the wharf, where some negrues
knocked down a soldier who had just got off a boat,
pand one of the negroes was slightly stabbed Ly a white
man, During the night the streets wese patrolled by
strong bodies of soldiers, and there was not the least dis-
position manifested to renew the disgraceful proceed-
ings of the previous night.

As thoelection is over,and a strong and efficient police
will soon be put on, we think all apprehensions of furth-
er troubles of this nature may be dismissed. But as an
ounce of prevention is worth a pound of cure, it is the
duty of the authorities to see that no excuse or opportu-
nity for like excitement in future be permitted to oc-
cur,

Tng ErecrioN.~—The contest on Saturday for city offi-
cers was a very spirited one, but it passed off very quietly,
and good humor generally prevailed. There were a few
knock-downs at the various polls, and some parties had
their not over handsome fuces additionally ornamented—
their cyes blackeuned and noses increased in size ; but noth-
ing of a serious mature occurred. The vote was quite
large, and all parties secmed to take a deep interest in the
result, One or two obnoxious perions appeared at the
polls, and being Looted, fear grew upon them and they
fled, pursued by a crowd.  But as fear lent them "\lng\‘,
and the people were more disposed to laugh than Be an-
gry they were not overtaken.

The result, so far as known, wes the clection of Thomas
C. Tabb, Esq., by a majority of 418 votes. He was called
the consirvative candidate, and as he is a reliable man
and good citizen, will make a splendid conservator of the
peace. No idea could be formed ot the result with regard
to the balance of the candidates as the tickets were so
split up that the successful partics cannot be an-
igonnced until the last ticket is counged. We suppose
the votes will be all tallied to-day and the anx-
eties of the fortunates and the unfortunates put to rest.
We expect upon that occasion to issuc a sequel to Les

In the evening, after the polls were closed, a large
crowd considerably excited by swi glass lager, gathered
together in front of the City Hall and were boisterous
for a speoch. As the great orator of the city, our friend
Peter, was not there to propose that somebody make
a speech, somebody did actually mount the ros-
trum and pOlll‘.ful'(ll a few words of burning eloquences
which were received with “spirituous” enthusiasm, three
cheers and a hiccough. By and by his acting hionor
Mayor Belote made his appearance in a stovepipe hat, and,
bowing most affably, stood for some time in order that
the crowd might exhaust their admiration and compli-

and the contents of the window and house damaged to a
congiderable extent. Several of the police officers made
their appearance, aud the proprietor,inmatesand servants

of the house, consisting of Mr. B. Chenoweth, two white wo-

men and fivecolored servants were arrested andlocked np.

The man who fired the shot which wounded young

Jacqueman, however, escaped, and has not yet been ar-

rested. The excitement in the vicirity was kept up till a

late hour, and all day yesterday parties were congregated

on the street corners thereabouts, discussing the merits of
thelaffair. Soveral shots were fired during the melee, but

nobody else was hurt.

Since the above was written we learn that a young man
named Edwards, has been arrested on suspicion of having
shot Jacqueman but we do not know what evidence there
is against him. Mr. Charles Chenoweth, it seems, has fled,
and cannot be found ; some think he left in the boat for
New York, while others think he is still ia the city. What
agency he had in tle shooting no one offers to suggest—
and his absence may be caused by fears of personal vio.
lence. The whole affair grew out of an old grudge, and
was caused by too much whiskey on the brain. The ex.
citement and talk about it continued all day yesterday.—
The fact is, we must not succud@b to this spirit of rewdy-
ism. 1t wouldseem that no sooner do we escape from one
danger than we fall into another—in avoiding the whirl,
pool of negro riots wo run the risk of being, dashed to
picces against the rocks of rowdyism.

Tue Bracks AND THEIR BLUDGRONS—A Rior WiTHOUT
Srr10vs CoNspQUENCES—DBLOODLESS BATTLES,~The city of
Norfolk for several nights preceding the Jlate charter elec-
tion, was the scene of unusual excitement, and much riot-
ous conduct on the part' of the colored population. It
scems the idle negroes, with whom the city is filled, and
who loiter around the streets at all hours of the night and
day, stitring up dissensions among the better disposed,
had taken it into their heads that the time had arrived
when they should become masters, and that the whites
must succumb to their rule. In fact, such expressions as

e following were heard frequently on the streets, coming
from negro men and women: “Dars nuff culled people in
dis town .o put de nasty, dirty, stinking white trash, and

mentary remarks. Each had something to say, “Go it
old horse” (meaning mare), “How are you Mr. Belote,

Said his honor, “When you've got through
T'll commence.” This was the signal for another enfilad-
ing fire of compliments, which the Mayor gallantly with-
stood. Silence at length prevailed, when Mr. Belote
proceeded to say that law and order had trinumphed and
the white man was free; for Mr. Tabb was elected by a
13rge majority, and no negro had dared to vote. l‘{e only
wished he could be Mayor ninety dayslonger, and assured
them there should be a changed state of affairs in the city:
He was a Southern man and a Virginian, and although at
the commencement of this rebellion he had opposed it,
because he had no confidence in the men who wereits
instigators, still, when the war brokd out, he quietly
folded his arms and awaited the result.

Our Relations with England.
LoxpoN, Muy 25, 1865,
The “further” correspondence which
has passedsbetween your Government
and Iingland on the subject of the Ala-
tama has been published, Ttcommences
ata point where, it would have been sup-
posed, all diplomatic correspondence in
respect to thatcelebrated privateer would
have of necessity terminated, namely: at
the period of her destruetion,
Your readers have long since been
made acquainted with the protests enter-
ed by the United States Government
against the departure from Inglish ports
of vessels, which, when equipped in
neutral waters, or on the high seas, were
enable to intflict us little injury on the
mercantile marine of the United States,
and also with the replies which these
protests elicited. The English Govern-
ment endeavored to point out that every
possible effort was made to prevent the
evasion of the Foreign Enlistment act,
and stated that though they had suc-
ceeded indetaining the Alabama, such
detention would have been illegal.
The correspondence which is now pub-
lished, with the exception of a passing
allusion, by Mr. Adams, to the alleged
neutrality of Her Majesty’s Government
in permitting Confederate privateers to
leaveitsshores, is confined to the consid-
eration of the circumstances under which
the Alabama wa¢ sunk in the Xnglish
channel, and a portion of her crew res-
cued by an English yacht, and of the re-
spective rights and obligations of the
American and British Governments, as
arising out of that occurrence.
The first dispatch of the series is ad-
dressed by Mr. Aamsto Earl Russell, and
contains the official report by Captain
Winslow of the circumstances under
which the Alabama wassunk, anda por-
tion of her erew, including Captain
Semmey, rescued by the yacht Deer-
hound.
It is scarcely necessary to refer here to
the particulars of the naval encounter
which ‘took place on Sunday morning
within a few miles of Cherbourg, in
which as gallant and as successful a pri-
vateer as ever scoured theocean wassunk
in single combat with an adversary
whom she had voluntarily leftina ncu-
tral port to meet.
The result of the engagement isknown
to all. The Alabama had sunk, andthe
owner of the Deerhound, by the express
desire of Captain Winslow, bore down
on the sinking ship in order to assist in
saving her crew. The Confederate ves-
g2l disappeared beneath the waves, and
left her crew struggling ig the water
and of them a large num be? was rescued
by the Deerhound, which immediately
afterwards left for the English coast, and
landed them in safety.
It was a question mooted at the time
whether or not the crew of the Alabama,
that vessel having surrendered, werenot
prize of war, and whether, however his
conduct might have been in rescuing
them from a watery grave, the English
yachtsman was justified in bearing them
away to England, instead of surrender-

The Blockade Ended.
SECRETARY STANTON TO GENERAL DIX,
Wasmyaron, June 22—8:40 P, M.

The Navy Department has just re-
ceived official dispatches from Admiral
Thatcher, dated at Galveston, June 8th,
reporting that on the first of this month
General Brown, commanding the United
“tates forces, occupied and garrisoned
Brownsville.

On the 2d of June the rebel Generals
E. Kirby Smith and Magruder met in
the harbor of Galveston General A, J.
Smith, representing Major General Can-
by, and General K. Kirby Smith then
and there signed the terms of surrender
previously agreed upon at New Orleans.
On the 6th of June full and formal
possession of Galveston was delivered
up to the United States forces, and the
flag of the Union raised,

On the 6th of June Admiral Thatcher
went ashore and was cordially received
by the rebel naval and military authori-
ties, who requested a part of the United
States naval foree to remain there for
their protection., Galvesten is, before

Srr—TIn my dispatch No, 136 written
at - Mobile, T informed the department
that the rebel commizsioners at Galves-
ton had desired transportation to New
Orleans, to meet General Canby, with a
view to arrange the terms of surrender,
and that I had directed such transporta-
tion to be furnished.
On the evening of the 28th of May I
arrived at New Orleansg, where I remain-
ed until the morning of the 5th inst.,
and during that period had several of-
ficial interviews with Col. Ashbel Smith,
the commander of the defences of Gal-
veston, who assured me that therewould
be no oppssition on the part oftheforces
under hiz command or the people, to the
occupation of Galveston by the navy.
On the morning of the 5th I left New
Orleans in the United States steamer R.
R. Cuyler, and arrived off Galveston yes-
terday at two P. M. Captain Sandsthen
informed me that on the 2d inst, Major
General E. Kirby Smith and Major Gen,
J. B. Magruder came on board the United
States steamer FortJackson, where they
were met by Brigadier General E. J.
Davis, representing I8, R.S. Canby, and
the terms of surrender heretofore agreed
upon between the representatives of
Generals Smith gnd Canby were signed
by General I, Kirby Smith,
“After the siening of the articles of
surrender, Captain Sands immediately
took the necessary steps to buoy out the
channels, and on the 15th instant pro-
ceeded inside: the bar in the Cornelia,
followed by the Preston, and landed at
Galveston, accompanied by Commander
Stevens, Commander Downs and Lieu-
tenant Commander Wilson, and had an
interview with the Mayor, C. H. Leo-
nard ; after which the flag of the United
States was raised on the Custom House,
the citizens conducting themselves in
the most orderly manner,
The flag is now floating on all the
forts in the harbor; but, as we have not
sufflcient force from the fleet to garrison

In his first, as well as subsequent dis-
patches, Mr. Adams rests his claim for
the surrender of the rescued crewson the
ground that they were, in truth, at the
time of being saved by the eaptain of the
Deerhound constructively the prisoners
of the Kearsarge, and that, as such, a
member of a neutral State was not justi-
fied in aiding them to escape. This, how-
ever, is met by Earl Russell by the ex-
pression of an opinion that Mr. Lancas-
ter of the Deerhound ‘‘had performed a
praiseworthy act of humanity,” in sav-
ing the drowning men, and ‘‘that under
all the circumstances of the case, Mr.
Lancaster was not under any obligation
to deliver to the Captain of the Kear-
sarge the officers and men whom he had
rescued from the waves.”” Irrespective,
however, of the legality or illegality of
the conduct of the owner of the Deer-
hound, the Foreign Secretary reminds
Mr. Adams that, even supposing the res-
cued men to be escaped prisoners of war,
“there is no obligation by international
law which ean bind the government of
a neutral State to deliver up toa belliger-
ent such prisoners, and that even if Her
Majesty’s Government had any power to
comply with the above-mentioned de-
mand, they could not do sowithout being
guilty of a violation of the duties of hos-
pitality.”” Not discouraged by this refu-
sal, Mr. Adams rejoins, “that Captain
Semmes and his companions, after being
saved from drowning by a British sub-
jeet, did not reach the limits of this
kingdom as a refugee claiming the right
of hospitality, so much as in the position
of a belligerent determined to make his
escape from eapture or death to a neutral
territory, useful to himself and hig cauge
by initiating further proceedings against
his enemy in the very place where
he elaimed hospitality,”

To this argument Lord Russell replies
by stating that Her Majesty's Govern-
ment have neither the inelination nor
the power to comply with' the demands
of Mr. Adams, and cloges the controversy
by reminding your Minister ‘“‘that the
municipal laws of this kingdom %ave the
Government no power or authority to
deliver up to the United States Captain
Semmes, his officers and men ; that the
‘law of nations does not impose upon the
Government of the United Kingdom the
duty of delivering uP to the U, States
ersons  in the condition of (aptain
semmes, ahdsuch ofhisofficers and men
as had taken refuge in this country.”
That such a request as this, made by
the United States, should have been se-
riously advanced, hasoceasioned consid-
erable comment here, and that it was
met by a prompt refusal by the Foreign
Secretary, is considered to have been a
natural consequence. The more impor-
tant portion of the correspondence, how-
ever, between the two Governments, in
which, as is supposed, specific demands
are mage forcompensation for the depre-
dations committed by the privateers
which left the English ports, still re-
mains to be published.

THE PRESIDENT'S PROCLAMATION.

BY THE PRESIDENT OF THE UNITED

3 STATES OF AMERICA.
Whereas, by the proclamation of the
P\l;ﬂﬂldcnt of the 25th and 27th of April
1861, a blockade of certain ports of the
United States wasset on foot ; but, where-
as, the reasons for that measure have
ceased to exist;

‘ANDREW JOHNSON, President of the
United States, do hereby declare and
proclaim the blockade aforesaid to be re-
