News from New Orleans.
NEW 0aLeANs, June 18 1865,

Major General Weitzel and stafl’ ar-
rived here at five o’clock P. M, on Fri-
day, on the steamer Crescent, from
Fortress Monraoce, and left for Brazos
Santiago at ten o’clock the following
morning.

General Custer and staff arrived here
yesterday. They will leave to-day for
Alexandria, whenee they will march
with the cavalry corps which has heen
concentrated at “that point into kgxas.
Gien. Granger has assumed command of
all the troops in Texas and issued the
following order :(—

Phe London papers contain amusing
details of the quarrel in France. One
letter says:—'* As Prince Napolcon is of
a vory violent character, you will have
no difficulty in believing that he flew
tion a perfect fury on receiving the Xm-
peror’s fetter. 13ut as his Highness pos-
sesses the wariness, not to say cunning,
of the Italian race to which he belongs,
he soon perceived that it would be moxe
polite to attempt to soften his Majesty
than to oppose him. So he went off at
once to his Majesty’s representative, the
Empress Regent, and on being admitted
to ﬁer presence said, with a laugh,
*Which of the Ministers is to cut otl'my
head? He knew well thatin France
the moment you can get a laugh out of
anything, all bad feeling disappears—il
rit, done il est desarime. But his attempt
to raise a laugh failed completely—the
Empress looked as grim as Juno when
in a bad humor with Jupiter, and used
language to this effect: ‘Prince, this is
not a matter to make merry about. You
have deeply offended and wronged the
Emperor. Your speech is 4 condemna-
tion of the cardinal points of his poliey.
You set yourself up against him, and
called on the public to condemn him.
You have done worse than that,—though
he sent you to Corsica as his representa-
tive you said nothing about him-—noth-
ing about me—nothing about his son}!’
Perhaps these are not the very words
employed, but I have good reason for
believing that they give the substance of
w_l\%&her Majesty said. The Prince was

alled to the quick, but by a great effort

e controlled himself. He afterwards
wrote the letter announcing his resign-
ation of the posts of Vice President of
the Privy Council and of President of
the Commission of the Exhibition of
1867, ”

A writer ina New York musical pa-

r takes exception to the practice in
?:;shlonable circles, of members of the
choir leaving their places before the ser-
mon is over. The writer says: In Epis-
copal churches particularly, where, at
at the morning service no hymn is sung
after the sermon, it is almost the rule for
the members of the choir to sneak out,
one after another, as soon as the text is
glgen out. The roprano will first gather

up her skirts, perhaps bend her head a
little so as to avoid the notice of the
congregation, and step gingerly out of
the organ-loft, not unfrequently, how-
ever, sweeping down a few books, or up-
setting a chair, spite of all her carve.
The basso, having no skirts to impede
his progress, darts out a few minutes
after, and makes no noise till he gets on
the stairs where, unless he takes the
precaution to slide down on the banis-
ters, his heavy boots are heard tramping
down like the rumble of distant thun-
der. The alto dnd tenor foliow, unless,
indeed, they prefer to remain and have
a quiet little flirtatipn together, during
sermon time. The organist, having to
lay the concluding voluntary, groans
nwardly, because he is thus debarred
the privilege of flight, but consoles him-
self and supports the tedium of ‘preach-
ed word’ by stealing out to a neighbor-
ing bar-room—there are plenty of these
accessible on Sundays by back doors
known to the initiated—where he can
snatch asherry-cobbler or a glass of lager,
and be back in time to play the congre-
gation out.,,

It is currently believed that the late
Marshal Magnan received a large sum of
money, a million franes (£40,000,) for
hig participation in the events of 1851,
but for many years he was in dreadfully
embarrassed circumstances, so much so
thafsgwo or.three months back he was
under the necessity of pleading poverty
before one of the law courts in stay of
execution of a judgment against him for
debt. And yetthe Emperor, in addition
to the £40,000, rewarded him well, hav-
ing made him marshal, commander-in-
chief of the army of Paris, and a senator,
appointments which brought him a
largerevenue; having given him a house
in Paris and another in the country rent
free; and having, on dit, made him oe-
casional donations of large sums in cash.
He had besides, like all the other coup
d'etat men, the opportunity of enriching
himself by speculaticns on the Bourse
and by the other means which his offi-
cial position facilitated.

Brigadier General R. H. Jackson,com-
manding a division in the Twenty-fifth
army corps, under Major General God-
frey Weitzel, is announced as having
been promoted to the rank of brevet ma-
jor general. Major General Juckson has
risen to this exalted rank in the service
from a sergeancy in the regular army,
having served through the intervening
grades with earnest valor and fidelity,
until “he is now accounted foremost
among the finest soldiers in the Ameri-
can service, Major General Jackson is
at present on duty with his corps in
Texas.

A furious tornado, moving fromnorth-
west towards the southeast, swept over
rtions of Minnesoth and lowa on the
6th inst., covering in some part of its
route a breadth of fifty miles.

~ LAWS OF THE UNITED STATES,
PASSED AT THE SECOND SESSION OF THE THIR-
TY-FOURTH CONGRESS.

AN Act in addition to the “Act respecting Qu.n'nm.invs
and Health Laws,” approved February twenty-ifth,
one thousand seven hundred and ninety-nino, {nlnl for
the better oxecution of the third section thercof,

Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representatives
of the United States of America in (vngress assembied,
That the Seeretary of the Treasupy be, and hie is hereby,
authorized to purchase or creet suituble warchouses and
other conveniences for the storage of goods and merchan-
dise imported in any vessol subjeet to quarantine ov other
restraint, pusuant to the health laws of the State of New
York, at such convenient place or places within or near
the port of New York as the safety of the public revenne
and the observance of such health laws may vequire; and
the sum of twenty thousand dollars is hereby appropri-
ated, out of any money in the treasury not otherwise ajp-
propriated, to defray the expense thercof,

Approved, December 15, 1864,

AN Act authorizing the holding of a special session of
the United States District Court for the District of In-
diana.

Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representaiives
of the United States of America in Congress assembled,
That a special session of the United States district court
for the district of Indiana shall be holden at the usual
place of holding said court on the first Tuesday in Jan-
uary, cighteen hundred and sixty-five,

Sec. 2. And be it further enacted, That all suits and
proceedings of & civil or criminal nature, now pending in
or returnable to said court, shall be proceeded in, heard,
tried and determined by said court, at said special vession,
in the same manner as at a regular term of said court,and
the Judge thereof is hereby empowered to order the em-
panelling of a petit and grand jury for said session.

Approved, December 20, 1564,

AN Act to authorize the purchase or constructich of Rev-
enuo cuttors on the lakes.

Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representatives
of the United States of America in Congress assembled,
That the Scertary of the Treasury is authorized to con-
struct, or purchase and alter, not exceeding six steam
revenue cutters, for service on the lakes; and for that pur-
pose the sum of one million of dollars, or so much thereot
s i3 necessary, is hereby appropriated, out of any money
in the treasury not otherwise appropriated.

Approved, December 20, 1864,

AN Acr to establish tho grade of Vice-Admiral in the
United States navy.

Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representatives
of the United States of America in Congress assembled,
That the President of the United States be,and he is
hereby, authorized and empowered, by and with the ad-
vico and consent of the Sensate, to appoint one Vice-
Admiral, who shall be selected fromtho listof active Rear-
Admirals, and who shall be the ranking officor in the
navy of the United States, and whoso relative rank with
officers of the army shall be that of Licutenant-tieneral
in the army.

880, 2. And be it further enacted, That the pay of thee
Vice-Admiral of the navy shall be seven thousand dollars
when at sea, 8ix thowsand dollars when on shore duty,and
five thousand dollars when waiting orders.

8EC. 3. And be it further enacted, That the first scction
of an act, approved Docembor twenty-first, cighteen
hundred and sixty-one, entitled “An act further to pro-
mote the efficiency of the navy,” shall not be go construed
a8 to apply to any one holding a commission as Vice-
Admiral in the nav[v’.
