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. ting to sea until the 22d.

At 3.40 A. M.,
the 30th of May, during the second of-
flcer’s wateh, while the ship was suppo-
sed to be on her regular course, which
would be about twenty miles from Ron-
eador. and during avery heavy rain, she
struck on a rock and stuck fast. Owing
to the thickness of the atmosphere no
land could be discovered, and al day-
light the firstofficer, witha picked crew,
started in a boat for Old Providence.
Toward the afternoon land was discov-
ered about three miles from the wreck,
which proved to be Roncador,

The passengers, five hundred and
thirty in numbicr, were then all safely
landed on the island, and tents erected
to protect them from the weather. Pro-
visions sufficient for twenty days were
also landed, and a plentiful supply of
water could be obtained by catchingrain
in the sails, Beyond this nothing was
gaved from the ship, except such picces ot
baggage as the passengers could conve-
niently carry in their hands, The is-
land is sufficiently elevated to be dry at
all times; it is about fiftecn acres in ex-
tent and almost barren, the only vegeta-
tion being a sort of stinted parsley, but
a cool breeze is blowing constantly over
it at this scason. Purser Rogers left the
island at 1} p. m. on the sccond of June,
in one of the ship's quarter-boats in
charge of David Reid, second officer,
and manned by three of the crew and
two steerage passengers who volunteer-
ed to assist; they arrived safely at As-

inwall in ninely-seveu hours, A boat
1ad algo been despatehed for Greytown
at the same time. When Mr., Rogers
left the island the ship was full of water,
and rolling so heavily that it was thought
she could not hold together long. 'The
passengers were all weoll provided for as
possible, and the steerage portion of
them were busily engaged in building
stone huts, The passengers were distri-
buted in the ship as follows:

SQUHERN VERSION OF THE CAP-
TURE OF DAVIS.

[From the HHouston Telegraph.]

Lieut. Elsan, of company I, Twenty-
fourth 'l'exas cavaly, was with Mr,
Davis when he was captured, and has
kindly recounted to us the details of the
affair, From his narrative we derive
the following:

Mr. Davis, Judge Reagan, Colonel
Lubbuck and Colonel Johnson, were en
route to Texas, expecting to continue
the struggle heve.  Mrs, Davis and fami-
ly were travelling towavds Florida with
a view of running the bloekade from the
Florida coast. It was Murs, Davis’ in-
tention to take the children to Kngland
and then to rejoin hier hushand in Tex-
as, where they hoped to protract the
struggle.

Lieut. Klsan was one of the guard of
Mrs, Davis’ party. They were in Wil-
cox county, (eorgia, May 7, when the
President joined them. 'They travelied
together that day. On the morning of
the 8th he parted from them for 'Fexas,
on horseback. After travelling twenty
miles helearned that a bandofjayhawkers
had been organized to plunder the party
left behind of their train. Anxiety for
the safety of his family induced him to re-
muin till they came up, which they did
on the evening of the 8th,

They travelled in company on the 9th,
and all ecamped together that night.—
Meanwhile the Fourth Michigan cavalry
had been on their track. On the night
of the 9th this regiment surpised two
scouts who haq been left in the rear to
watch for pursuit, but who had been
overcome by fatigue and fallen asleep,
The pursuers rode all night, and at day-
break on the morning of the 10th sur-
prised the encampment and captured
the whole party without firsng a gun.

On the surprise Mr. Davis threw a
cloak ovwer his shoulders and started for
his horse, about forty steps from his tent.
As he set out Mrs, Davis threw a veil
over his hat, He had got but a few steps
when a cavalryman rode up. and pre-
senting his gun to him, cried out, *1
know you, you old scoundrel; T have
seen you before; surrender.” (It seems
that he had lived in Richmond sincethe
war began.) As he stopped Mr. Davis,
Mrs. Davis ran to him, andthrowing her
arms around his neck, begged them to
gpare his life. Colonel Pritchard, the
commander of the pursuing cavalry, now
rode up, and assured her he should not
be hurt.

From this time the party was treated
with marked politeness. They were
taken to Macon, Mrs. Davisbeing allow-
ed all her transportation except an am-
bulance, which was taken for some of
the wounded,

Lieut. Elsan gays theentire amount of
ppecie the party had with them was
about eleven thousand dollars, Of this.
Mrs, Davis had two thousand dollars,
her own private funds, My, Davis about
fourteen hundred, which he earried in
his holsters, and the halance belonged to
Judge Reagan and the balance of the
party.

Junius Brutus Booth was released from the old Capitol
on Friday. There was uo more evidence to retain him on
the first day of his incarceration than there has Leen
sinco. He was unconditionally released, nothing being
developed to rest any suspicion upon that he had any
previous knowledge of the tervible crime which his
brother committel. Mr. Booth,is beiieved, is the last
of those arrested on charge of compliclty in the conspi
racy who have been released from *prison without being
placed on trial.

The death of the English writer, Siv Frederick Charles
Wraxall, 18 aunounced. He served in the Turkish Con
tingent during the Crimean war. Ilc is, however, hetter
known by his contributions to the light and periodica)
literature of the day, the bulk of which he has swelled Ly
the publication of works on a vast variely of suhjects as
well as by numerous translations from the French and
German. He had recently taken up his abode at Vienna,
where he was speedily attacked by illness, which term
inated fatally. He was only 37 years of age.

The funeral of Mrs. W. H. Seward, on Saturday, was
attended by a iarge assemblage of citizens of Auburn
and vicinity. The church was crowded to its utmost ca
pacity.
