The Conspiracy Trial was continued

onTuesday, the twenty-seventhinstant,
fcjanford Conovcr, aliusWallace, was re-
called hv the Government, and testified
that after he left Washington, which
tra3 ou tno sain \u25a0 day mat he testified
there he revisited Montreal, where he
met Tucker. Sanders, Carroll, eaOin,
Wescott, and a numberof others. Tuck-
er, while speaiuiig of the trial,denounc-
ed Secretary Stanton, President John-
son and JudgeHolt, and added that the
day of reckoning would conic, and a
heavy account would have to be settled,;
\u25a0übsequently, when it became known
that witness had testified, his life was
menaced, and on several occasions pis-
tols were drawn and threats made to
shoothim if he did not subscribeto an
affidavit to the effect that lie had not
testifiedbefore the Commission, andthat
the Conoverrepresentinghim (Wallace)
had testified to a tissue of falsehoods.
This, the witness reported, was sworn
to by him under duress, with pistols
presented in his face. He did it to save
his life. A witness corroborated the
above testimony in part. John Oant-
ley, and Watkins D. Graves, printers
from Selma, Alabama, testified to the
handwriting of G. W. Galeof Cahawba,
whoHad procured the publication of an
advertisement in The Selma Dispatch,
advertising for one million of dollars, in
order to procure the deathof Lincoln,
Johnsonand Seward. Assistant Judge
AdvocateBingham thenread an elabor-
ateargument in reply to that of Rever-
dy Johnson on the jurisdiction of the
Court.
