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FOURTH OF JULY,

It is hardly necessary that we should
remind the people of Norfolk that this is
the anniversary of American Indepen_
dence, although some of them may have
forgotten or lost sight of the important
fact. It is a day, the commemoration of
which is ag important to one portion of
the country as to another, for its glorious
memories belong to no section, party or
creed., Whatrecollectionscluster around
the day! What school-boy or girl
throughout the length and breadth of
this great land does not know its mean-
ing and history? They ean each and
all tell us that on this day eighty-nine
years ago, therepresentatives of the Thir-
teen United Colonies of America assem-
bled in the old State House in Philadel-
phia, signed the immortal Declaration
which proclaimed that these Colonies
should henceforth and forever be United
States, whose connection and sympa-
thies no power on earth should ever be
permitted to sunder, The war between
Great Britain and the Colonies had been
waged with varying success for more
than a year, and up to this time it had
been avowedly and truly a contest on
the part of the Colonies, for their consti-
tutional rights, many of which had been
totally abrogated by the mother country
andothersinfringed. The mostimportant
question involved, was the right claimed
by the Crown to tax the Colonies for the
benefit of the former, without conceding
to them the right of representation in
Parliament, which is one of the great
principles of the English Constitution,
and which the King detergrined to en-
tirely ignore. At the outbreak of the
war, independence was thought of by
few, but the persistence of the King
and his ministers in their determi-
nation to carry on the war for the
purpose of subjugation, induced the
wise men of the nation to declare
to the world the wrongs they had suf-
fered, and to insist- that henceforth
the war should be carried on for the in-
dependeinaent the Colonies, A committee
was accordingly appormted, prominent
among whose members were Thomas

efferson and Benjamin Franklin,which
committee drafted a bill of grievances,
setting forth their wrongs and proclaim-
ing their future determination. Such
was the origin of the celebrated Decla-
ration of Independence, which declared
to the rest of mankind sthat all men
were born free, and endowed by their
Creator with certain inalienable rights,
among which, were life, liberty and the
pursuit of happiness.  This paper is
justly looked wupon: throughout the
world as a composition perfect in all its
parts, and defying criticism—it reflects
immortal honor upon its authors, and
in very deed is a matchless epic poem.”
It was the battle ery of’ freedom, and as
such, is endeared to every lover of liber-
1y, in every nation and clime.

After a thorough discussion in Con-
gress, it was finally adopted  on the 4th
of July, 1776, and .signed by all the
members. The loyal American people,
throughout the country, received it with
glad shouts and rejoicings, and at once
accepted it astheir creed, and an ulti-
matum to the British Crown. We need
not got through thesix sad yearsof doubt-
ful ‘strife which followed, in whigh our
goldiers were tried as no oldiers have
ever been in the stern ordeal of war;
and our statesmen in council prov-

ed _themselves as no statesmen ever |
have before or since done. Finally, |

through the alliance of friendly powers
the sympathies of their English,
friends, and their prowessand fortitude,
by a great victory, won almost within
sight of this old town,they wrung an un-
willinig and slow acknowledgment from
Great Britain of their rights.

These scven years of terrible war
had destroyed the wealth and prosperi-
ty of the country,but the energies of the
people were untouched, and bravely
breasting the tide of poverty, they went
to work amd laid the foundation of that
power, greatness and grandeur,of which
we, their descendants, have been long
reaping the benefits, ‘Up to the prescnt
time we have passed through many
wars, and our national .existence has
encountered many dangers, but by
the aid of Providence,” and our own
stout arms and stouter Jearts, we have
been able to overcome them all. The
.1ast and most terrible,and which threat-
ened our existence as a nation,~has just
been defeated—and this, the eighty-
ninth recurring anniversary of our
birth, finds us a hale, hearty,united and
prospering = nation—the ‘envy of the
world, the hope of the oppressed, and
wmore truly free and independent than
-ever,

We can draw much consolation for
the present and every hope for thefuture
by calmly reviewing the past. History
shows us that we have passed through
many bitter trials and have suffered se-
verely in times past; but our sufferings
and trials were not of long duration and
were soon forgotten in seasons of in-
creased prosperity. ILet our people
who are now mourning over the losses
of the last four years, pause for one mo-
ment in their lamentations, and think
how much greater were the sufferings
experienced by our forefathers in the
war of the revolution and that of 1812,
still in less than a generation succeeding

those events all these sufferings and |

trials had been effaced from their memo-
ries, and their children knew not of
them, only recollecting the glorious
triumphs of the past, and forgetting
what of blood and wealth those triumphs
had cost. So it will be now. In a few
years the great rebellion will only be
spoken of as a historical event by our
children, who grown in population and
power to one hundred millions; will
have paid off the national debt, healed
the wounds of fraternal war, and be the
rulers of a continent,
The future before us is bright and
glorious. The night is past and joy
cometh with the morn. Let us on
this day determine to cease all dissen-
sions, all private quarrels, bury our
mutual differences and animosities in
the great gulf of the past and make an-
other start upon the road to peaceful
prosperity ; commence again the pur-
suit of happiness, and by a liberal, hu-
mane and just course. strive-with noble
emulation to advance our national pros
perity and greatness., Itis a good time
to make a commencement, and as we
join in the mutual celebration of the day
and recollect the deeds.of our common
anecestors, who, side by side and shoulder
to shoulder, so manfully battled to make
us a nation, let us meet on the common
ground of good feeling and American
brotherhood. To those who still weep,
we say, ‘‘look not mournfully into the
past—it comes not again; wisely improve
the present—-it is thine; and go forth
‘with manly hearts and without fear to
combat the shadowy future’’—a future
full of mighty promdses. .
We do not know that we shall have
much of a celebration bere, though we
would like to see a good old-time obser-
vance of the day. No extensive prepa-

rations have been made and, doubtless,
each will commemorate it in a manner
best suited to his tastes and abilities,
We counsel all soberness and propriety,
and let all abstain from too much enthu-
siasm, as the weather is hot and the con-
sequences to their health might be very
detrimental, .

It will be observed, from the perusal of
the President’s proclamation in another
column, that South Carolina, which used
to plume herself upon the fact that she
fired the first gun of the rebellion, has
been provided with a Provisional Gov-
ernor, and accompanyingcivil machine-
ry, whereby she shall be enabled, in due
time, if she has grown wiser as well as
sadderduringthese past four moinentous
years, totake her place once more in the
Union family circle. Her new Govern-
or, Mr. Benjamin F. Perry, is said to
possess the confidence of the Union men
who are most conspicuous and desirous
of restoring the State toits ‘‘proper prac-
tical relations” to the Union. We trust
that he may have the wisdom, fidelity,
and perseverance necessary to enable
him to direct the incipient efforts of her
estranged people in such broad and
liberal channels as shall wash away for-
ever the deep-rooted and j estilent politi-
cal heresies which would seem tobe asin-
digenous to her soil as the Canada thistle

eountry.

The supposition is, that falling
asleep his hat fell off on the deck,’ and during the night
he gither walked overboard in his sleep; or tumbled over,
and so wasd drowséd. He was & quiet young man, and,
we understand, was born in 8alem, Massachusetts, but had
last worked in Boston, where he enlisted. He may not
have been drowned but his friends think such must have
been his fate. ¢

Tax Mavor's Covrr.—We attended the Mayor’s office
yesterday morning, and found a very mixed and motley
throng assembled therein: white, black, blue, and yel-
low men, women, and children. Each either had some

.complaint té. make or had come *thither to answer to the

complaint of somebody else. When his Honor arrived,
and undertook to commence his day’'s duties he found
things in beautiful confusion. His first duty was to in-
form the officers and- others, that as he was compelled
each morning to attend the police station in order to hear
and dispose of the cases of prisoners there confined, he
would have to make a rule fixing the hour of ten o’clock
vach mornhig to commence his sessions at the City Hall.
Several parties were called before him, but all matters
were soon involved in such inextricable confusion, owing
to the want of knowledge on the part of officers and the
entire ahsence of system in the conduction of business
that His Honor was forced to declare his inability to tran.
sact business in that shape. A case would bo called, and
before a witness could be heard it would be found that
some of the parties were absent, or that the officers
had not well-ascertained the faots, and it would
have to be deferred. Anothor case would be called,
with likeresults; and then another, and so on, till he, at
Iast, found he had some half dozen different matters on
hand at the same time; all of which were clonded in so
much doubt and mystery, that he found bimself utterly
unequal to the task of wrriving at the facts. All this, of
ecourso, must be remedied, System must bo established,
rules adopted, the officers instructed in their duties, and
order brought out of choas generally, There are in the
first place, too many persons crowding around the Mayor's
desk. These should be excluded beyond the railing, and
whena case is called, the first thing to be ascertained iss
whether the parties and witnesSes are present. If so
gpould it be a case of arrest, the officer who made n,.'
arrest ought to be called and give his statement of al] the
fats in a clear and concise manner. Other witnesses to
corroborate his statement, if any Are necessary, may
then testify, after which the defendant or accused can
bring forward his witnesses, whom he should always have
E t, using compulsory process, if necessary. It
' might be that the defendant requires time to procurs his
witnésses, in which event, tho Judge can postpone his
case till some future day, and furnish him with subpeenas

for his witnesses.
1t ia all important that order and lh'n should rule;
and it is also important that every officer of police or con-
stable should make himself thomutzhll‘y :::;nf:g;d w‘i;h
cts regarding Any arres ) uke, the

We thyow
out these hints without any disposition to appear meddle,
some, but in the hope that they may lead %o some fm-
provement in the administration of public justie®s 3,
We made an effort to take a few notes y#st , but
found such confusion, that it was impossible toarriye ut
the real facts, the names of the parties, or the localities
Of arrest. There was one case which occurred at the cor-
ner of Little Water street and Holt’s lane. * A very largfe-
sized colored man named James Smith, was arrested on
Sunday by Constables Wyatt and Bonfanti, at the instance
of one af'his neighbors, a white man, for keeping a dis-
orderly brothel. A half dozen forlorn looking colored
irls were also captured in this den, one of them named
Fanny Smith, for fighting. The evidence showedl the
house to be of a most disorderly character, and the Mayor
lectured Smith pretty mﬁmhmg that Lo was deter-
mined so far as lay in his power to maintain the deceney,
morality, and peace of the city, and should severely pun-
ish all who were found violating the Jaw in any of these
respects. He then fined Smith ten dollars, and Fanuy
Smith five dollars, for her pugilistic display. These par-
ties paid their fines, and the other girls were discharged.
A quick-spoken, nervous, little old negro, calling him.
self Dr. Sparks, who is a sort of miscegenator, as he has
& white wife——was up for keeping a very disorderly house
on & lane leading from Church street to Metealf Lane.
His accusers were & white man and his daughter, who re-
sided Lard by. They testified that the house kept by the
sol-digsant doctor, was & very disorderly one--the resort
of all sorts of characters, and that Sparks aud a girl
named Joe—a bright and impudent looking quadroon—
had been very insulting to their family. Spatks made a
strong effort to rebut this by a statement of his quiet and
orderly ch ,and the respectability of his house;
where he pursued the calling of mixing up and vending
medicines, for the cure of various diseases: and those who
came to see him werehis patients. The Mayor, however,
thought the burden of the evidence against the sable
mixer of drugs, and fined him five dollars, with a warn-
ing that hoshould be careful how he conducted himself
in future, The saucy minx, who answered to the name
of Joa, was also admonished to keep dark, and not appear
in court again as an offender,
The Mayor has jurisdiction In i}l cases of debt wher
the amount  does not exceed one hundred dollars, and
the allegod debtors are brought before him on a warrant
issued on the oath of the claimant. Our colored popula-
tion who have never had much to do with law and know
but little of its subtleties and intricacies, crowd the court
with all manner of suits, which cannot be taken cogni-
zunce of, because their papers are so badly made out that
they canuot be legally considered. They either attempt
to make out their own bills, or get some pretended scribe,
more ignorant than themselves, to make them out. Of
course; the expl of these and the attempt
of the Mayor to instruct and enlighten them in the forms
to be gone through with, takes up muach valuable time
and is & source of great annoyance. They must be
taught either to collect their debts without resorting to
luw, or employ a lawyer to-transact their business for
them.  Other people have to fee lawyers, and they must
learn to do the same. When we are sick, we seck a phy-
sician; when we geed legal remedies we apply to a law-
yer. Such are the necessities of free soelety.
A rather interesting case, which had been brought be-
fore Mayor Belote, was called to the attention of Mayor
Tabb. During a raid in North Carolina four soldiers
made an attack on the stable of Mr. Dyer, of Currituck
county, and took by force, a horse valued at $200. Mr.
Dyer traced the horse to this city and found him at Lee’s
stable, in the posscssion of Dr. Dow. He at once took
out an injunction forbidding Mr. Lee from allowing Dr.
Dow to remove the horse until the rights of property
could be legally settled. Mayor Tabb, on hearing the
state of the case, decided that as the, horse was valued at
$200, the case was beyond his jurisdiction, and the parties
would have to seek their remedy in the County Court.
The defence then wished the Mayor to undo what his pre-

shall guarantee to every State in the
Union a republican form of governmentt
and shall protect each of them agains
invhsion and demestic violence; nnd
whereas the President of the United
States is, by the Constitution, made
Commander-in-Chief of the army and
navy, as well as chief civil executive
officer of the United States, and is bound
by solemn oath faithfully to execute the
office of President of ‘the United States,
and to take care that the laws be faith-
fully executed; and whereas the rebel-
lion which has been waged by a portion
of the people of the United States against
the properly constituted authorities of
the Government thereof, in the most
violent and revolting form, but whose
organized and armed forces Iave now
been almost entirely overcome, has, in
its revolutionary progress, deprived the
people of the State of South Carolina of
all civil government; and whereas it be-
comes necessary and proper to carry out
and enforce the obligations of the Uni-
ted States to the people of South Caroli-
na in securing them in the enjoymentof
a lispubllcan form of government :
ow, therefore, in obedience to the

high and solemn duties imposed upon me
by the Constitution of the United States
and for the purpose of enabling the loyni
people of said State to organize a State
government, whereby justice may be es-
tablished, domestie tranquility insured,
and loyai citizens protected in all their
rights of life, liberty, and property, I
Andrew Johnson, Presidentofthe United
States, and commander-in-chief of the
army and navy of the United States, do
hereby appoint Benjamin F. Petry, of
South Carolina, provisional governor of
the State of South Carolina, whose duty
it shall be, at the earliest practicable
{)eriod, to prescribe such rules and regu-
ations as may be necessary and proper
for convening a convention, composed of
delegates to be chosen by that:-portion of
the people of said State who are loyalto
the United States, and no others, forthe
purpose of altering or amending the con-
stitution thereof; and with authority to
exercise, within the limits of said State,
all the powers necessary and proper to
enable such loyal people of the State of
South Carolina .fo restore said State
to its constitutional relations to the
Federal government, and to present such
a republican form of State government
as will entitle the State to the guarantee
of the United States therefor, and its
peoFle to protection by the United States
against invasion, insurrection, and do-
mestic violence; provided that, in any
election that may be hereafter held for
choosing delegates to any State conven-
tionas aforesaid, no personshall be quali-
fied as an elector, or shall be eligible as
a member of such convention, unless he
shall have previously taken and sub-
scribed the oath of amnesty, as set forth
in the President’s proclamation of May
20th, A, D, 1865, and is a voter qualified
as prescribed by ‘the constitution and
laws of the State of South Carolina in
force immediately before the seventeenth
(17¢h) day of November, A. D. 1860, the
date of the so-called ordinance of secess-
ion; and the said convention, when con-
vened, or the legislature that may be
thereafter assembled, will Xrescrlbe the
qualification of electors, and the eligibil-
ity of persons to hold office under the
constitution and laws of the State, a
power the people of the several States
composing the Federal Union have
rightfully exercised from the origin of
the Government to the present time.

And I do hereby direct—

First, That the military commander
of the department, and all officers and
persons in the military and naval ser-
vice, aid end assigfthe said Provisional
Governor in carrglng into effect this pro-
clamation, and they are enjoined to ab-
stain from, in any way, hindering, im-

ding, or discouraging the loyal people
from the organization of a State govern-

Second. That the Secretary of State

roceed to put in force all ‘laws of the
%nited States, theadministration where-
of belongs to the State Department, ap-
‘pllgable to the geographical limits afore-

said.

Third. That the Secretary of the Trea-~
sury proceed to nominate for lap int- !
ment assessors of taxes, and collectors of
customs and internal revenue, and such
other officers of the Treasury Depart-
ment as gre authorized by law, and put
in execution the revenue laws of the
United States within the geographical
limits aforesaid. In making appoint-
ments, the preference shall be given to

ualified loyal persons residing within
the districts where their respective du-
ties are to be performed. But if suita-
ble residents of the districts shall not be
found, then persons residing in other
States or digtricts shall be appointed.

Fourth, 'That the Postmaster General
proceed to establish post offices and post
routes, and gut into execution the postal
laws of the United States within the said
State, giving to loyal residents thepref-
erence of appointment; but if suitable
residents are not found, then to appoint

agents, &e., from other States, .
Fifth. That the district judge for the
judicial district in which S8outh Carolina

is included, proceed. to hold courts with-
in said State, in accordance with thepro-
visions of the act of Congress., The At-
torney General will instruct the proper
officers to libel, and bring to judgment,
confiscation and sale, property subject to
confiscation, andenforce the administra-
tion of justice within said State in all
matters within the cognizance and jurls-
diction of the Federal courts.

Sizth. That the Secretary of the Navy,
take possession of all %bl ¢ property be-
longing to the Navy Department with-
in said geographical limits, and put in
operation all acts of Congress in relation
to naval affairs having application to the
said State.

Seventh. That the Secretary of the In-
terior put in force the laws relating to
the Interior Department applicable to
the geographical limits aforesaid.

{)leted, and the party have returned to
he city, Two cemeteries were estab-
Jished—one on the Orange Court-House
road, and the other on the Orange Court-
House plank road and each properly en-
clored. 'The graves and remains of
about seven hundred soldiers were iden-
tified, and neat white headboards, with
the names, regiments, &c., were put at
all the graves but those of rebel soldiers.
The latter were all properly buried. It
is stated that an expedition will be sent
to Coal Harbor and North Anna battle-
flelds, to perform the same duties there.

A letter from Charleston of a recent
date says:—The climax illustrating the
true character of “the chivalry” istheir
treatment of the private soldiers of their
late army, now retarning to theirhomes,
These worn out youths excite the pity of
all, except those for whom they have
been fighting. They come hobbling
through the country from all points of
the compass—from Vicksburg, Point
Lookout, Hilton Head—weary and often
too sick to travel by day, hungry and
unwashed. Here is one with consump-
tion fastened upon him, his companion
is gick of a fever, but he ‘‘must go to
Barnwell District.”” They have waited
to refresh themselves in a pretentious
town, noted during the rebellion for its
fine society and ‘‘patriotism.” And how
are they received by the people? In-
credible as it may seem, they are wel-
