1HE HeALLH OF NORFOLK.

For several days back a report has
galned body here and in Portsmouth, to
the effect that the Yellow Fever had
made its appearance in the two cities,—
Indeed, rumor went so far as to give the
exact number of persons who had been
stricken, and asserted her story with
such plausibility as to lead many per-
sons to fearthat the sorrows of 1855 were
10 be again visited upon us.

AN EPIDEMIC INVITED.
If our authorities were to invite Dr.
Blackburn, or some other miscreant, to
import yellow fever from the tropics, or
the plague from Russia, they could not
more surely bringdisaster upon us in the
shape of disease and death, than they
are now doing by their criminal inaction
and willful neglectin attending to the
sanitary condition and cleanliness of the
city. Go where you may in the hidden
reoesses of dark lanes and by-ways; pen-
etrate, whereverthe fouleffluvia permits
you, into the ‘‘homes’” (God save the
mark!) of the miserable—the haunts of
squalid poverty or of vice—the same ob-
ject meets your eyes, and makesits pres-
ence tangible to almost every sense—
filth, filth, filth, everywhere filth; and
no apparent remedy for it. The city of
Norfolk is a whited sepulchre; Main

street may be taken as an example—all is
fair and beautiful uponthe surface, while
all within is corruption and dead men’s

bones.

Medical sclence, as well as the experi-
ence of all men, tells us that these fes-

tering plague spots that fnfect the ‘at-
mosphere with deadly malaria, stirred
to action by the summer sun’s warm
rays, and wafted by the winds over the
land, are the fruitful causes of disease
and epidemie.

origin has been traced to the poore:t and
filthiest portions, and the most wretched
class of the community. Born amid
scenes of filth and misery, nourished by
festering corruption, it is perforce the
child of its parents and does full credit
to its nursing. There is no instan e re-
oorded where an epidemic has commenc-
ed among the better classes of a com-
munity,or made its appearance in the
cleansed quarters, where domestic as
well s public cleanliness is preserved.—
Plagues always begin their ravages in
the filthy districts, and their first victims
are the poor and néglected inhabitants
of theselocalities. But they do notlong
confine their deadly influences within
these limits; for, breaking through the
weak barriers that divide the poor from
the rich, they soon strike where wealth,
nor skill, nor power can save even the
prince, but levels him with the beggar,
As a speck of rottenness in an apple, if
left therein, will soon rot the wholeapple
and thatapple spread corruptlon through
an entire heap, 8o will one of these fes-
tering cess-pools of corruption, these
breeders of disease and rottenness ina
city, infect an entire community, if not
removed in time. Therefore, if our citi-

zens would avoid the dangers of epidem-

ie, or disease, and its attending horrors,

lot them at once apply the remedy. If
they would escape the eﬁ‘ecps they must

remove the causes,

‘We call upon our authorities, whoever
they may be, military or civil, or civico-
military, to come to the rescue at once,
There is no time to be lost, and no half-
way measures will answer the purpose.

After we retire at night,
they will lazily spread their wings, as if *just aronsecs
from & deep slumber, and slowly fly down within a fow
inches of our devoted head, and then timidly, like a ner
vous school-boy in the awful presence of & country peda
gogue, as he trembles for the conseq of a frightfu
crime committed against the peace and dignity of the
aforesnid master of the bLirchen sceptre,~timidly, we
say, our mosquito whispers “c-o-u-s-l-n” * Well, what do
you want?” at which off the fellow flies with the utmost
trepidation, affrighted at the sound of our tertible and
terrifying voice, even as a contumacious citizen is wont
to fly affrighted at the terrible voice of n Whiskered Pro-
vost Marshal, or militla General of our all-conquering
army. Mosquito eousin does not renew the attack till he
hears us begin to snore gently, and then, reinforced, per.
haps, by a coupla of his comrades, he noiselessly approaches,
and geutly sings, as he fans our half-unconscions ear with
his soft winge; but still fears to mako an attack, . PFinally,
assured by our heavy breathing—for wo play * possum "
little to lead him on—he alights gently on the tip of our
ear, while one of his companions, of the feminine gen
der-~for hier voice is more melodious—~gently hums her
soft notes around our sacred nose. Thus we lie, for half
&n hour, enjoying the most agreeable sensations—the
bills of the little darlings tickling our ears and nose in
so delightfully deliclousa manner that we would not
have them leave for the world. They turn and twist and
bore and gouge, and push most Industriously; but so
blunted are their bills, andso weak, consumptive and
emaciated their forms, that never a dropfof blood do
they draw, be their intentions ever so blood-thirsty. At
length,disgusted with-their imbecility, we raise our strong
arm, and down it comes. We have committed an awful
crime! Slain a creature In a moment of anger, that was
perfectly harmless, and, besides, guiltless of human
blood. Frightened by this summary evecution, the com-
panion of the unfortunate little insect flies away in the
greatost fright, and our loudest snoring does not lure
her torenewsthe attack. We despise and hold in utter
contempt, such feeble Insects as these, and wo respectful-
1y suggest to the people of Norfolk, that if they can't get
A better breed of musquitoes, they had better have none
at all—abolish the institution at once.

Now, we have seen mosquitoes and felt them, too, that
were worthy of the name and entitled to bear off full
honors. They dwelt upon the shores of Pontchartrain and
Borgne. They were as large as full grown flies, and their
bills were as-sharp as needles ; they attaoked vigorously
andin swarme; and whenever their sharp and polsoned
lances struck, the blood flowed worse than from the
wounds of Cesar in the senate house, while the virus on
their poisoned darts raised huge meuntains on our flesh
Fearles us Bayard and dexterous Heenan they assailed with
valor, and evaded the hand npraised for their punishment
with equal skill and cunning. These-were glorious mos-
quitoes; mosquitoes after ouir own heart—foemen worthy of |-
our steel—with whose relationship we thought ourselves
honored, when in full, round and sonorous tones they
boldly sang, “ Cousln, cousin” in our waking esr.
