The radical politicians of Massachu-

setts, speaking the sentiments of the
party they represent?and perhaps of
all the dominant parties of the New
England States-rhave issued their pro-
clamation of principles, and declared
the basis upon which they will accept
a reconstruction of the Union. They
address themselves "tothepeople of the
United States" under dateof the 21st of
June. We have perused the address
with greatcare and the deepest interest.
The toneof thepaper is calm, mildand
considerate; but firm on the important
points ofdifferencewith Avhat isknown
as the conservativeparty. There is no-
thing?not oneword?that can give of-
fence to any man, be lie ever so South-
ern or ever so conservative. It reviews
in a liberalspirit the great differencesof
opinionthat have always existed and
which it holds must everexist between
the slavcholding and non-slaveholding
communities, as to what constitutes the
highest civilization, and asserts that
as they who hold to the Northern
idea have now the power to enforce
their opinions, and accomplish the
objects for which they have been con-
tending since the question was first
raised, itis their dutyto see thatthey do
notallowtheopportunitytoescape them.
Their object in thus proclaiming their
platform, theydo notpretendto conceal,
is to operate upon the masses of the
people, in order that they mayoperate
upon their members in the incoming
Congress, to induce them to oppose the
admission of any Southern State to
fellowship in the Union until it pre-
sents itselfwith a Constitution which
shall admit that slaveryis wrong, that
denial of politicalrights to the negro is
wrong, that the doctrine of secession
and States rights is wrong; and ac-
knowledge theentire supremacy of the
Central Government, in all things.
They also demand, aasecurity for the fu-
ture, that the negro shallbe admitted to
the full rights of citizenship, according
to hisintelligence. That if he be able
to write his own ballot, he must
be permitted to vote it, and that
he should be allowed to sweai
to an affidavit that he can read. In a
word, theirpolicy is this: theywill op-
pose and bring all the power they can
wield tobear in opposition to the ad-
mission of the representatives of any
State which does not allow universal
suffrage, or rather equal suffrage. The
negromust bepermittedto vote,saythey,
or we willkeep you in the position of
territories, under quasimilitary control
asyou are now, until you come intoour
terms.

These questions of the supremacy of
the governmentand the politicalrights
of the colored race they consider para-
mount, and hold thatfor thefuture secu-
rity of the nation, theymust be settled
before the States areagain admitted; for
once admitted to an equality on the
floorof Congress, theyadmit that then
theState is beyond thereach of the gov-
ernmentto control its internal policy.
Theyacknowledgethat thisordealpassed
the State can be molested no further.
But under the present state of affairs,
holding the Southern States as con-
quered territory,they contendthey have
the right to exact security from them,
for their future good behavior and im-
pose conditions upon them inconsidera-
tion offorgivenessfor the past.

The people throughout the country
are counselled* to work faithfully for th c
accomplishment of these ends. It i 8
thought that howeverinconvenient and
expensiveitmaybe to hold these States
in abeyance?perhaps for years, till they
shall be finally forced by necessity, or
change of opinion,to accede to the de-
mands of the Fanuel Hall committee?
still the delay and expense willbe fully
justifiedby the immense benefit that
will be derived from havingmadethe
negro a thinking and voting being,
and raised him thus far in the scaleof
humanity. It matters not, though the
people of their own race be disfranchis-
ed and theirrights taken from them, if
only an alien and different race can be
clothed with a very doubtful privilege.
In regard to social equality, the address
uses the following language: "Appeals
may be made to taste or pride on the
subject of the social equality of the
people of color. We must not permit
ouropinions to be warped by such con-
siderations. Tbe present question is
strictly one of political justiceand safe-
ty, and not of social equality. When
the free man ofcolor, educated in the
common schools,depositsavotewhichhe
can write himself gives a deposition
which he can read and sign, and pays a
atax on the homestead he has bought,
the lawforces no comparison between
his intellectual,moral, physicalor social
condition, and thatof the whitecitizen,
OS whateverrace or nation, who lives,
votes or testifies by his side." But the
substance of what they intend to do,
provided the President and Congress
second their views, is contained in the
followingfour propositions:

First. The principle must be put be-
yond all question, thatthe Republichas
» direct claim upon the allegiance of
every citizen, from which no Statecan
_____ye him and to his obedience to
thi laws of the Republic, "any-
thh-Kin the constitution or lawsofan£
State to the contrary notwlthstancfang.''S%inl Tb* public Mshlepledge *>J

every person ofcolor iv tberebel States,
to secure to themand theirposterity for-
ever, a complete and veritablefreedom.Havingpromised themthis freedom,re-
ceived their aid on the faith of this
promise, and by a successful war and ac-
tual military occupation of the country,
having obtainedthepowerto secure theresult, we are dishonored if we fail tomakeit goodto them.

Third. The system ofslavery must beabolished andprohibited by paramountand irreversible hxw. Throughout therebel States there must be, in the wordsof Webster, "impressedupon the soil it-felf an inability tobear up any but freemen."
Fourth. The systems of the Statesmust be truly "republican."
Unless these points are secured, thepublic faith will be broken, and therewillbeno safety for the public peace orthe preservationof our institutions.
Such, then, in brief, is theplatformof

the New England radical party, and,
indeed, of the radical party of all sec-
tions of the country. - For example,
Messrs.WendellPhillips,Henry Wilsonand Henry Winter Davis?three gentle-
men, the most learned and eminent
members of the radical party?have
latelyput forth their ideas on the all-
absorbingtopicof the day, this question
of the admission of the Southern repre-
sentatives. The tone of Mr. Phillips'
remarks is violentlydenunciatory ofthe
President. He does not, cannot, trust
Mr. Johnson, because he is a Southern
man, and has already shown signs of
weakness in his treatmentof the South-
ern question. Mr. Johnson's Cabinet
cannot be dependedupon either,accord-
ing to Mr. Phillips, for thesimple reason
that Mr. Johnson is the President,and
his Cabinet are entirely ruled by his
policy and opinions. Mr. Phillips then
proceeds to blame Massachusetts for the
election of Mr. Johnson, and says that
but for a Massachusettspolitician, Han-
nibal Hamlin would have been Presi-
dent,and now every negroin the South
would be enjoying the same rights as
the white man. Mr, Phillips fears they
cannot trust thePresident, whowillex-
ercise his executive influence over the
clerkof theHouse, to compelhim to ad-
mit to seats at tlie organization of that
bodythe members from the Southern
States, who, once admitted, will be In
such force that the Northern members
cannotcompelthemtovacatetheirseats.
He wants such influences to be brought
to bearupon thePresidentas will divert
his presentpurposes, and induce him to
close the door of the House of Repre-
sentatives,on tlie4thof Decembernext,
until theycan rally the North. If this
benot done, then indeedall islost?" the
North has surrenderedto the South, and
we shall be governed by thewhiterace
of the SouthernStates."

In the Honorable Winter Davis, of
Maryland, we have a different sort of
person from Wendell Phillips?a man
most cordiallyhated by the South, and
whoreturns that hatred with interest.
He plainly tells thepeople inhis speech
on the4th at Chicago, that the spirit of
theSouth isnotsubduedandthattheirre-
turn to the Union isa matterofnecessity
andnotofchoice; thattheywould voteto-morrow almostunanimouslyfor South-
ern independence,were the opportunity
given them. We will not pretend to
argue thepoint with Mr. Davis; but in
all candorwe must say we differ with
him. We donotbelieve thepeopleor a
majorityof them would votefor a disso-
lutionof the Union, were the question
fairly submitted to them to-morrow,
and we have quiteas good facilities for
judging the Southern people as Mr.
Davis has had. He forms his opinion
from what he has seen among the
rebels of Maryland, of the Booth
and Harold stripe, and not from
the real people of the South. We
have no doubt that were a vote
taken among Mr. Davis' constituents
a large number of them would vote
for a dissolutionof the Union, and to
make Maryland thefrontier State of the
newcountry; but theseMarylandseces-
sionists, like the " Copperheads" every-
where, do notrepresent the sentiments
of the mass of the Southern people, Mr.
Davis, too, wants negro suffrage, in or-
der to cripple the white populationof
the South and prevent it doing future
harm to the nation. Does the nation
stand in danger from no other quarter
but the South?

But we pass from Mr. Davisto Senator'Wilson. He made a speech in Wash-
ington on the 4th of July, in which he
said he wanted the South to understand
that slavery and the black code were
abolishedforever. He said he had pre-
pared a bill forthe personal liberty of
every freedman on this continent. This
is a wide view, and includes in it-
boundaries tlie Monroe doctrine. Vir-
ginia, certainly, has no objection, but
will probablyrejoice in theadoptionand
enforcementof thisbill, and we believe
shewill asfreely and fullyacquiesceinit
as the men North or South.

We have given,in the; foregoing,with-
out comment, a full insight into the
viewsput forthby the leading radical
parties and statesmen of the North.?
Weimagine theywillattractgeneral at-
tention in Virginia and the whole
South.

Now that we have fhlly and candidly
laid before our readers the views of tbe
professed abolitionists, from Maryland
to Massachusetts?let us give audience
and hearingto a Southern man? a Vir-
ginian(not an alien)?upon the subject
of NegroSuffrage. We commend what
follows to the Northern opponents of
negro votes.
