LAWS OF THE UNITED STATES.
PASSED AT THE SECOND SESSION OF THE THIR-
TY-FOURTH CONGRESS.

AN Acr to amend an Act entitled “ An Act to aid in the
Construction of a Railroad and Telegraph Line from
the Missouri River to the Pacific Ocean, and to secure
to the Government the Use of the same for postal,
military, and other Purposes,” nprrnvcd July first,
eighteen hundred and sixty-two, and to amend an Act
amendatory thereof, approved July second, eighteen
hundred and sixty-four,

Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representatives
the United Slates of America in Congress assembled,

t section ten of said act of July second, eighteen hun-

dred aud sixty-four, be so modified and amended as to al-
low the Central Pacific Railroad Company and the West-
ern Paeific Railroad Company, of California, the Union
Pacific Railroad Company, the Union Facific Railroad
CQompany, eastern division, and all other companies pro-
vided for in the said act of the second of July, eighteen
hundred and sixty-fonr, to issue their six per centum
thirty years’ bonds, interest payablein any lawful money
of the United States, u}mn their separate roads. Ani
the saill companies are hereby authorized to issue, re-
spectively, their bonds to the extent of one hundred miles
in ad of u i I line of construc-
tion.

B8R0, 2. And be it further enacted, That thegssignment
made by the Central Pacific Railroad Compiny of Cali-
fornia to tto Western 1 acific Railroad Company of said
8 of the right to construct all that portion of said

and telegraph from the city of é:m Jose to the

city of Sacramento is hereby ratified and confirmed to the
Western Pacific Railroad Company, with all the
rivileges and benefits of the several acts of congress re-
ng thereto, and subject to all the conditions thereof:
Provided, That the time within which the said Western
Pacific Railrond Company shall be required to construct
the firat twenty miles of their said road, shall be one year
from the first day of July, eighteen hundred and sixty-
five, and that the entire road shall be completedfrom Sin
Jose to Sacramento, connecting at the Iatter point with
the said Central Pacific Railroad, witlin four years there-

after.

AN Act relating to the Postal Laws.

Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representatives
mln United States of America in Cimgress assom'ed,
t all domestic letters, except letters lawfully franked,
end duly certified letters of soldiers and mariners
fn the service of the United States, which ure
deposited for mailing in any post-office of the
United States, on which the postage is unpaid,
shall be sent by the postmaster to the dead-letter
office in Washington; and all letters deposited for mail-
ing, paid only in part, shall be forwarded to destination,
charged with the unpaid rate, to be collected on de-
very.
SEC, 2. And be it further encled, That the provisions
of the act entitled *An act for the relief of postmasters
who have been robbed by confederate forces or rebel
mﬂllln@," approved April twenty-uine, eighteen hun-
and sixty-four, be, and the same are hereby, extended
to cases of loyal postmasters where, by reason of the pre-
sence of armed forces, n post-office is destroyed and the
postmaster loses the fixtures and furniture or postage
stamps, and gtamped envelopes; and also to cases where
such losses are occasioned by avmed forces other than
those of the so-called Confedcrate States,
8eC. 8. And be it further enacted, That, in addition
to the items of rent, fuel, light, and clerks ennmerated in
the fifth section of the act upproved July first, eighteen
hundred and sixty-four, the Postmaster-Geneial be, and
he is hereby, authorized to allow, at_lis discretion, out of
the revenues of the office at New York, and of offices of
the first, second, third, and fourth classes, a just and rea-
sonable sum for the necessary cost, in whole or in part, as
well of the foregoing items, as of furniture, stationery,
printing, and other items of expenditure required at offi-
ces of those classes, to be adjusted upon a satisfactory ex-
hibit of the facts; and that he be nuthorized to pay, out
of the proceeds of the money-order business, the cost of
stationery, and such other incidental expenses as are ne-
cegsary for the transaction of that business. >
8x0. 4. Andbeit further enacted, That the seventh sec-
tion of the act entitled “ An act to amend the laws relat-
ing to the Post-Office Department,” approved March
three, eighteen hundred and sixty-three, be,and the same
1s hereby, amended 8o as to authorize the Postmaster-
@General to allow for the publication, in newspapers, of
the list of non-delivered letters at any post-office, com-
pensation at a rate not to exceed two cents for each letter
80 advertised.
8EC. 5. And be it further enacted, That the seventeenth
section of the act entitled “An act to cstablish salaries
for postmasters, and for other purposes,” approved July
one, eighteen hundred and sixty-four, be, and the same is
by, amended 8o as to restore, from the date of its pas-
sage, to the special agent of the Post-Office Department
in the Pacific 8tates and Territories, his regular salary of
two thousand five hundred dollars per annum, under the
act of March two, eighteen hundred and sixty-one, with
an allowance, in addition thereto, of a sum not exceed-
ing five dollars per diem, to provide for his actual travel-
ling and incidental expenses while actively employed in
the service. And the Postmaster-General is hereby an-
thorized to appoint an additional special agent for the
Pacific States and Territories, and two additional special
agents to uuferintend postal matters connected with the
railway mail service of the United States, who shall re-
ceive the same salary and per diem allowance for travel-
ling and incidental expenses, to be paid out of the ap-
Ppropriation for mail transportation.
Bx0. 6. And be it further enacted,

That hereafter spe-
cial agents of she Post-Office

Department, other than
those appointed for the Pacific Btates and Territories, or
those appointed under the authority of the preceding
section of this act to superintend postal matters connected
with the railway service of the United States, shall be
allowed for their necessary travelling and incidental ex-
pex: while actively employed in the service, a sum not
(3¢ ing five dollars per diem.

BeC. 7. And be it further enacted, That the Postmaster-
General be, and he is hereby, authorized to pay, out of
the appropriation for miscellaneous expenses, the sum of
ten thousand dollars, or 0 much thereof as may be ro-
quired, for defraying the necessary expense of preparing
and publishing a set of post-route maps arranged by
Btates and groups of States, and showing all the perma-
nent mail routes, distances, and post-offices thereon in
the United States, with other statistical information,

8RC. 8. And be it further enacted, That for the purpose
of assorting and distributing letters and other mail mat-
ter in railway foﬂ'fﬂt“co!, the Postmaster-General may,
from time to time, appoint clerks, who shall be paid out
of the appropriation for mail transportation: Provided,
That the salary of each head clerk so appointed and em-
ployed, shall not exceed fourteen hundred dollars per an-
num, and that the salary of other clerks shall not ex-
ceed twelve hundred dollars each per annum.

8Ec. 9. And be it further enacted, That the provisions
of the fourth section of the act entitled  An act making
appropriations for the service of the Post-Office Depart-
ment during the fiscal year ending the thirtieth of June,
eighteen hundred and sixty-one,” approved June fifteen,
eighteen hundred and sixty, be and the same are hereby
modified 50 as to authorize the Postmaster-General to
cause the mails to be transported between the United
States and any foreign port or ports, or between poits of
the United States, fouching at a foreign port, by steam-
ship, allowing and paying therefor, if by an American
vessel, any sum not exceeding the sea and United States
inland postage, and if by a foreign vessel, any sum not
exceoding the sea postage on the mails so conveyed.

BEC. 10. And be it further enacted, That no steamship
or other vessel departing from the United States for a for-
eign port or ports, shall be permitted to receive on board,
or convey any letters or letter packets originating in the
United Btates, which have not been regularly posted at,
and received from, the post-ffice at the port of depar-
ture; and it shall be the duty of the colleclog or other of-
ficer of the port empowered to grant clearances of vessels,
to require as a condition of clearance, from the master or
commander of such steamship or vessel, au oath or affir-
mation that he has not received on board his ship or ves-
sel, and has not under his care or within his control, and
wlflnot receive or convey any letters or letter packets

to a foreign country, except as hereinaiter ex-
cepted, which Xire have not been delivered to him from
the post-office at the port of departure: Provided, how-
ever, That the provisions of this section shall not apply
to any letters or letter packets which relate to the cargo
and are addressed to the owner or consignee of such
steamship or other vessel, or to any letters or packets
which are enclosed in a United States stamped envelope
of a denomination suflicient in amount to cover the
United Btates postage legally chargeable thereon, if such
letters or packets had been posted and transmitted by the
regulur mail,

20. 11. And be it further enacted, That nothing con-
tained in the act entitled * Anact to establish a postal
money-order system,” approved May scventeen, eighteen
hundred and sixty-four, or in any other act, shall be so
construed as to prevent deput, postmasters at money-or-
der or other offices from depositing in the national banks
dosignated by the Secretary of the Treasury as public de-
positories, to their own credit as deputy postmasters,
money-orders, or other funds in their charge, under the
direction of the Postmaster<ieneral, nor to prevent their
negotiating drafts, orders, or other ovidences of debt
through these banks, as they may be instructed or re-
qnlreg by the Postmaster-General.

8c. 12. And be it further enacled, That the balance
which may remaind unexpended of the appropriation
of one hundred thousand dollars to meet any deficiencies
in the proceeds of the money-order system during the
present fiscal year, under the thirteenth section of the act
&pproved May seventeen, eighteen hundred and sixty-
four, may be used, as far as may be necessary, to ‘€upply
deficiencies in the proceeds of the aforesaid system dur-
fng the fi year commencing July first, eighteen hun-
dred and sixty-five,

8ec. 18. And be it further enacled, That if any person
or persons shall wilfully and maliciously injure, tea:
down or destroy un{ letter-box, pillar-box, or other re-
celving-boxes established by authority of the Postmaster
Qeneral of the United States for the safe doposit of matter

the mails and for delivery; or shall wilfully aid and
asslst in injuring, tearing down, or destroying any such
box or boxes, every such offender, being thereof duly
convicted, shall, for every such offence, be fined not Jess
than one hundred, nor more than one thousand dollars,
or be imprisoned not less than one year, mor more than
three years, or both, according to the cirenmstances and
aggravations of the offence. And if any clerk or other
person omploged in any of the departments of the post-
office establishment shall wilfully and unlawfully remove
from any letter posted at or received in any post-office or
braneh post-office, established by authority of the Post-
master eral of the United States, any postage-stamp
or mnv»;ﬂlxod thereto in payment of postage, every
such offender, being thereof duly convieted, shall, for
every such offence, be fined not more than one hundred
dollars, or imprisoned not more than six months, accord-
hﬁ:. the circumstances and aggravations of the offence.

delivery shall be established in every place containing a
population of fifty thousand within the delivery of the
office thereof, and at such other places as the Postmalter-
General in his |jud(;rment shall t{:rect: Adr:d vt ldu'
wrther, That the prepayment postage on drop-le
{ll places where free del’;very is not established shall be
one cent only.

Sec. 18, And be it furthler cmwledm, 'l‘hsbt“no“omn:
book, pamphlet, picture, print, or other publiaatio
valgur and indecent character, shall be aqmitted into the
mails of the United States; any person or persons who
shall deposit or canse to be deposited, in any post-office or
braneh post-office of the United States, for mailing or for
delivery, an obecene hook, znmphlet, picture, print, or
other publication, knowing the same to be of a vulgar and
indecent character, shall be deemed guilty of a misde-
meanor, and, being duly convicted thereof, shall for every
such ofience be fined not more than five hundred dollars,
or imprisoned not more than one year, or both, according
to the circumsiances and aggravations of the offence.

AN AcT to establish a Bureau for the Relief of Freedmen
and Refugees. -
Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representatives
of the United States of America in ess assembled,
That there is hereby established in the War Department,
to continue during the present war of rebellion, and for
one year thereafter, a bureau of refugees, freedmen and
abandoned lands, to which shall be committed, as herein-
after provided, the supervision and management of all
abandoned lands, and the control of all subjects relating
to refugees and freedwen from rebel states, or from any
district of country within the territory embraced in the
operations of the army, under such rules and regulations
a8 mug be prescribed by the head of the bureau and ap-
proved by the President. The said burean shall be under
the management and control of a commissioner to be ap-
puinted by the President, by and with the advice and
consent of the Senate, whose compensation shall be three
thousund dollars per annum, and such number of clerks
as may be assigned to him by the Secretary of War, not
exceeding one chief clerk, two of the fourth class, two of
the third class, and five of the first class. And the com
missioner and all persons appointed uuder this act, shall
betore entering upon their duties, take the oath of office
prescribed in an act entitled “ An act to prescribe an oath
of oflice, and for ather purposes,” approved July second,
eighteen hundred and sixty-two, and the commissioner
and the chief clerk hall, before entering unpon thejr
duties, give bonds to the treasurer of the United States,
the former in the sum of fifty thousand dollars, and the
Iatter in the sum of ten thousand dollars, conditioned for
ihe fuithful discharge of their duties respectively, with
securitics to bo approved as sufficient by the Attorney-
General, which bonds shall be filed in the office of the
first comptroller of the treasury, to be by him put in suit
for the benefit of any injured party upou any breach of
the conditions thereof.
SEC. 2. And be it further enacted, That the Secretary of
War may direct such issues of provisions, clothing, and
fuel, us he may deem needful for the immediate and tem-
porary shelter and supply ef destitute and suffering
refugees and freedmen and their wives and children, under
such rules and reguiations as he may direct.
Sec. 8. And be it further énacted, That the President
may, by and with the advice and consent of the Senate,
appoint an assistant commissipner for each of the states
declared to be in insurrection, not exceeding ten in num-
ber, who shall, nuder the direction of the commissioner,
aid in the exccution of the provisions of this act; and he
shall give a bond to the treasurer of the United States, in
e sum of twemty thousand dollars, in the form and
uNuner prescribed in the first section of this act. Fach
of said commissioners shall receive an annual salary of
two thousand five hundred dollars in full compensation
for all his services. And any military officer may be de-
tailed and assigned to duty under this act without in-
crease of pay or allowances. The commissioner shall, be-
fore the commencement of each regular session of con-
gress, make full report of his proceedings with exhibits of
the state of his accounts to the President, who shall com-
municate the same to congress, and shall also make
special reports whenever required to do so by the Presi-
dent or either house of congress; and the assistant com-
missioners shall make quarterly reports of their p d

mates of this asylum shall assign thereto their pensions
during the time they shall remain therein and receive its
beg:gt& And be it further enacted, That the directors
shall make an annual report of the condition of the asy-
lum to the War Department, which shall be communi-
cated to Congress on the first Monday of every January
after the passage of this act, and it shall be the duty of
the said drmton to examine and audit the accounts of
the treasurer of this asylum quarterly, and to visit and
inepect them at least six times a year. .
£C. 10. And be it further enacted, That all inmates

of the asylum shall be, and they are hereby, made sub-
ject to the rules and articles of war, and will be gov-
erned thereby in the same manner as if they were in the
army or navy of the United States.

11, And be it further enacted, That Congress may
at any time hereafter alter, amend or repeal this act.

trustee omitting to attend the regular meetings of the
board for six months in succession, may therenpen be
considered as having vacated his place, aud a successor
may be elected to fill the same.

SEc. 8. And be it further enacted, That the business of
the corporation shall be managed and directed by the
board of trustees, who shall elect from their number a
president and two vice-presidents; and may appoint such
otherofficers as they see fit; nine of the trustees, of whom
the president or one of the vice-presidents ghall be one,
shall form a quorum for the transaction of business at
any regular or ad journed meeting of the board of trustees;
and the affirmative vote of at least seven members of the
board shall be requisite in making any order for, op
authorizing the investment of any moneys, or the sale
or transfer of any stock or securities belonging to the
corporation, or the appointment of any officer receiving
any salary therefrom.

2C. 4. And be it further enacted, That the board of trus-
tees of the corporation shall have power, from time to
time, to make and establish such by-laws and regulatious
as they shall judge proper with regard to the elections of
officers and their respective functions, and gencerally for
the management of the affairs of the corporation, pro-
vided such by-laws and regulations are not repugnant to
this act or to the constitution or laws of the United
States.

Bec. 5. And be it further enacted, That the genor:

shall be to receive on deposit such sums of money as may
be from time to time offered therefor, by, or on behalf of,
persons heretofore held in slavery in the United States,
or their descendants, and investing the same in the stocks,
bords, treasury notes, or other securities of the United

duty of the trustees of the corporation to invest, as soon

and receive such title thereto as the United States can
convey, upon paying therefor the value of the land, as
ascertained and fixed for the purpose of determining the
annual rent aforesaid.
BEC. b, And be it further enacted, That all acts and
parts of acts inconsistent with the provisions of this act,
are hereby repealed.

corporation shall be transacted, but shall not be altered

SEC. 0. And be it further enacted, That all trusts upon
which, and all purposes for which any deposit shall be
made, and which shall be indicated in the writing to
accompany such deposit, shall be faithfully performed by
the corporation, unless the performing of the same is
rendered impossible,

SEc. 10. And be it farther enacted, That when any de-
positor shall die, the funds remaining on deposit with the
corporation to his credit, and all accumulations thereof,
shall belong and be paid to the personal representatives
of such depositor, in case he shall have left a last will and

The New York Zribune states' that

oneof the prominent counsel engaged on
the late conspiracy trial, asserts positive-
ly that spiritual attendants were denied
admission to Mrs. Surratt on the day of
execution until Secretary Stanton had
received from them a promise that they
would not, on theseaffold, proclaim their
belief in hér innocence.

W ASHINGTON, Tuesday, July 11, 1865.
The Constitutional Union: of this after-
noon, publishes an affidavit of John P.
Brthy,who says he could have it prov-
ed, it time were allowed, that eich-~
man is, and always was, & coward, ac-
cording to the words of his father; that
since the trial closed he has admitted
that he was a liar; that @ short t{me be-
fore the assassination, W'eichman, {utro-
duced Atzerodt to him asa particular
friend of his, and that the same
day he and Atzerodt were riding
on Booth horses. Brophy says he can
bring other and new witné¢sses to testify
to his intimacy ‘with Atzerodt; that
since the trial Weichman told Brophy
that Mrs. SBurratt wept bitterly at the
thought of John going to Richmond,
and implored him to remain at home
and not bring trouble upon himself and
upon the family ; that once, while some
men were at the house, Mrs, Surratt
called John, her son, aside, and said to
him: “John, I arm afraid there is some-
thing going on, Why do these men
come here? Now, John,I do not feel
easy about this, and you must tell me
what you are about,” Brophy asked
Weichman if John told her, and Weich-
man replied that John did not and would
not tell her. Since the close of the trial
Weichman offered to give Brophy a let-
ter to President Johnson in xfrs.,Sur-
ratt’s favor, provided Brophy would
keep it a profound secret. Brophy ask-
ed Weichman to give him a similar let-
ter to Judge Holt, and he replied : ‘‘No,
I will not write to him, because I have
no confidence whatever in Holt,”” Bro-
ﬁhy further says that Weichman had

im summoned to testify to his charuc-
ter, and afterward, remembering, as
Brophy supposed, that his testimony
would injure him, beiged him fBroph @
for about half an hour, to leave t¥1e
court, and brought some of the sub-offi-
cers of the place todxrige him to go so
that he (Brophy) #8uld not be placed
upon the witness stand. Theseand other
things were sworn to John P, Brophy
on the 7th inst.
_The Constitutional Union further says:
Gen. Hartranft on Friday wrote in sub-
stance as follows to the President a short

time before the execution :

“The prisoner Payne has just told me
that Mrs, Surratt ig&;ntirel Jinnocent of
the assassination. of President Lincoln,
and of any knowledge thereof. He also
states that she had no knowledge what-
ever of the abduction plot; that nothing
was ever said to her about it, and that
her name was never mentioned by the
parties connected therewith,”

The Shanty Settlements of New York
and the Character of Their
Inhabitants.

DENS OF VICE, WRETCHEDNESS, MUR-
DER, THEFT AND RIOT.

[From the New York Times.]

The poverty, wretchedness and crime
of New York is by no means confined
to the over-crowded tenement-houses,
under-ground dens and seething alleys,
recently described in the columns of the

Times. In another quarter of the me-
tropolis, close to that magnificent Park,
which is the pride of our citizens, the

wonder and envy of our visitors from
rovincial towns—in a quarter which is
gestlned to become the finest built and
most fashionable part of the city—there
are a dozen or move collections of shanty-
settlements, which shelter the vilest,
most degra&ed and most turbulent pop-
ulation that ever disturbed the peace of
a city. In one police precinct alone
(the Nineteenth) there are, it is esti-
mated, not fewer than eigﬁt hundred
shanties or cabins, each one containing
from one to six prolific families, with
their household duds, and cows, goats
pigs, geese and goslings, hens an
chicken, in number limited only by
the lack of accommodations. Ten thou-
sand is sup to be a low estimate of
the population of these settlements, in-
cluding, of course, the children.
These settlements have been the
growth of years, and some of the more
antiquated cabins have quite a moss-
grown and picturesque appearance from
the passing cars. The, squatters have
evinced no little judgment and taste in
the selection of sites for building.—
Wherever the shaly gneiss crops out
above the level of the street, the inde-
pendent sons of the Emerald Tsle have
itched their shanties together,inirregu-
ar groups, forming minature villages,
in which the squatters bid deflance to
the adyance of city civilization, Were
these cabins the abodes of industrious,
sober, and order-loving workmen, no
one would have a word to say against
them, however irregular might be their
temporary tenure of the premises. But,
as we have said, this is not the case. So
far from being peaceable, industrious,
and orderloving, the people who have
thus taken unlawful p sion of pro-
perty, and hold on toit in spite of the
most strenous efforts to get rid of them,
are indolent,dissolute, boiling over with
the instinets of robbery, arson, murder
and riot; and at night they make the
neighborhood hideous by their yells,
thcfr rows, and their scenes of violence
and debauchery. If the reader wants to
know why this abominable nuisance is
tolerated for so many years,we will give
himthe answer which we got from the
police. - The squatters rule the ward,
and no man who owns property in their
neighborhood dares to make complaint
against them. If he has a house
near enough, they will burn it down, or
at least smash in the windows with
brickbats, and set on their ugly little
boys to steal his gates, tear up his shrub-
bery, deface his front door, chalk:ob-
scene words on his front steps, bedaub
his free-stone front with filth, and com-
mit a thousand other spiteful and mali-
cious acts which the devil helps them to
invent and praetice. The recordsof the
lice courts show these, statements to
be well founded. No less than ten at-
tempts have been made within a few
monrths to fire the house of a gentleman
of weaith and high social position, who
incurred the anger of an old woman b
having h er goats driven off to the pound.
These attempts have thus far happily
proved unsuccessful; but they may
prove successful to-night, and the ob)°t
of squatted - vengeance never knows
when the peace of his family may be
disturbed. As no one will buy his
house at anything like a true valuation,
heis obliged to remain in that unplea-
sant neighborhood, or sell at a great sac-
rifice, lg-le hopes, we are told, tosucceed
in inducing a sufficient number of res-
pectable property-holders to combine
against the squatters and force them to
abandon their settlement and leave the
ward in the possession of its rightful
owners. The prospect of achieving this
most, desirable consummation is, how-
ever, so dim as to appear quite Utoglan
in the estimation of the police, whose
experience with the squatters is even
more ivtimate than his has bheen,
Nothinyy but a general conflagration, or
a Providential earthquake will ever
make theny skedaddle from their com.
fortable quarters, so convenient to the
city, for which the pay norent, no tax-
es, and, above all, have the supreme
satisfaction of knowing that they make
themselves intolerable nuisances. Per-
sons who 1unerely ride in the street cars
along the outskirts of these settlements
can have no conception of the annoy-
ances which they occasion. Leaving

the troops of , ragged, impudent
children out of sig t (there, unhappily,
they are always in sight) they fill' the

streets in their neighborhood with pigs,
cows and goats that tale possession of
the sidewalks with the nrost impudent
nonchalance, repose on your frontsteps,
rub open your gate and browse on your
shrubbery, and scare decent little chil-
dren half out of their wits. Remon-
strance is, of course, useless. If you
want to complain, no owner is anywhere
in sight. But attempt to drive a cow, or
ig, or goat to the pound! Twenty yell-
ng little ragamuffing will instantly con-
intelligence to the -settlement, and
before you have gone halfablock you will
besurrounded by ascore of old harridans,
from whom, if you set any value on your
hairandeyes,you will beat a hasty retreat.
Residents of the Nineteenth Precinet
have learned to treat stray animals with
a respect that would delight a Brah-

min. If they find a- cow in the
yard, they open the gate quietly
and respectfully request her to walk

out. Ablow or a kick is sure to be re-
paid with interest. To make matters
worse, the reward formerly paid for driv~
ing vagrant cattle to the pond has been
withdrawn, and no one cares to risk his
hide for nothing. The police sometimes
attempt to do their duty in this respect,
but, unless they go in such force as to
make the whole thing ridiculous, they
enerally lose their game before going
If a dozen blocks. The spectacle of
ten or twelve policemen guarding a soli-
tary cow on her way to the cattle-jail,
{n‘ovokes too much merriment even for
hose who are interested in having the
streets kept clear of four-footed nuj-
gances.

The interior of these inclosures are cut
up into irregular narrow lames, full of
holes, rocks, stumps, and other impedl-
ments to honest pedestrianism, designed.

police rarely invade these enclosures,
except in strong force, The inhabi-
tants have no respect for the Metro-
politan star, and the appearance of one
would cause a sensation to which no pen
can do justice,. Men, women and boys
would set upon the intruder, who would
be considered fortunate if he escaped
with his life. Not long since several

licemen ventured to pursue a fugitive
nto a settlement on the east side of
Third-avenue, thinking theniselves

sooner had they effected an entrance,
than they were assailed in every direc-
tion. Furious old hags rushed at them
and attacked with tooth and claw,
stones, bricks, clubs, and missiles nei-
ther pretty to name nor sweet to smell,
were hurled at them from every side by
unseen parties. On attempting to beat
a retreat, the officers found themselves

Tue NEGROES IN PETERSBURG.—The
following was issued by the military au=
thorities at Petersburg, July 6th :

“8ir: The Major-General command-
ing directs that you adopt at once the
most stringent measures to prevent the
abuse of negroes by soldiers. Many
complaints are made of their lawless-
ness and tyranny over negroes, and the
‘practice must be stopped at every haz-
ard. Youn- will also require negroes to
be respectful and orderly on the streets.
Complaints are made that they frequent-
ly do not yield any portion of the side~
walk, but crowd persons they meet, par«
ticularly ladies, into the street. Cause
those who may be detected in doing this
to be promptly arrested, and break up
the practice. It would be well to re-

uest all persons having knowledge of
these things to inform the nearest guard
'or officer, and in every way practicable
to assist the proper authorities in the
detection and prevention of such law-
less practices, Order, also, a proper &t-
tention to decency in the matter of bath~
ing in the river, and arrest all persong
violating it.”’
