INCREASE 07 CRIME
Crime seems to be rapidly increasing

throughout the country, and no where
is it so prevalentasIn NewYork,though
occasionally we hear of some horrible
outrage committed in sanctified New
England. We do not pick up a paper
without finding its columns filled with
the details of horrible murders, com-
mitted from motives ofgain, or for pur-
poses of a more fiendish nature stll-*
Bobberies and burglariesand felonies of
lesser degreeare so common as to chal-
lenge neither surprise nor remark.
Thesebeing the facts we would suggest
that our philosophers and philanthro-
pists should hold a convention for the
purpose of inquiring into the causes of
t lieseevils,andendeavortodiscoversome
remedy for them, or at least some alle-
viation of this burden of crime. The
only way to prevent crime is by visiting
criminals withprompt and severe pun-
ishment. But, we regret to say, there
has oflateyears,a morbidand dangerous
sentimentalitypervaded the Courts and
Legislatures and even executive man-
sions, which is sustained by a false pub-
lic sympathywith criminals that is op-
\u25a0gosedjto jhepunishment ofgreat rascals
with proper severity. The people and
theirpublic servants shudderat the idea
ofhanging a man even thoughhe may
have murderedhis own mother, and if
they donotaskhis unconditionalpardon,
they think be oughtat least'to be sent to
some placeofsolitary confinement, there
to be left for repentance, with the hope
of someday, when his crime shall have
been forgotten, being turned loose upon
society, perhaps to commit some new
crimeof greateratrocity. Thus we see
bo many tender-hearted Governors of
States either commuting sentences, or
refusing to sign death warrants, for the
executionof most noted criminals. We
must reform thisaltogether. Criminals
must be terrified from tbecommissionof
foul deeds, by thecertainty of detection
and arrest, speedy trialandprompt pun-
ishment. Theymust be madeto under-
stand that no lawof the land can bevio-
lated with irilpunity, be theconditionor
stationof the criminalwhat itmay. Al
thoughwe are noadmirer ofLynch law
in the shapeof Vigilance Committees
for such bodies generallydegenerateint<;
engines of private revenge, yet they af-
ford us an example of how promptly
crime can be checked in a community,
by the summarypunishment of offend-
ers. After the brief reign ofone ofthese
-self-constituted, unpitying, and inflexi-
ble bodies, the moral atmosphere ap-
pears to be completely purified?evil
doers, whoescape thegallows, areeither
terrified into being quiet and peacefu
beings, or flee the country and trouble
that quarter of the worldno more. The
people have a long respite from crime
for therecollection of the speedy justic
that followed murder, and wherein the
law's delaydid not interfere to prevent
the executionof the people'swrath, has
apowerful effect upon the actionsof the
cowardly wrong-doer?cowardly wesay_

The people, too,must cease to havemore
sympathyfor thecriminal whenbrought
to the bar, than for his poor victim.
They must aid the ends of justice, if
they, themselves,would be safe in their
rights tolife and property.
