Department.

Re Headed hi/the Senate and House of Representatives
of the Uiaiid Slates of America in t\mgreu auc-mbled,
That, during the continuance of the present rebellion,
the Secretary of War may, when in his judgmentit is
noceesary, assign to each geographical military division,
toeach s'l-paiate army in the field consistingof more than
one army corps, to each military department, and to
Md. principal subsistence depot, not exceeding ter in
number, ID ofiictr of the subsistence department to act
as chief commissary of such military division, army,
military department,or depot,anf also an officer of the
subsistence department as assistant in the offico of tlie
commissary-general of subsistence, each of whom, while
h,assigned and acting, shall have the rank, pay, and
emoluments of a colouel of the suhsiitence department;
nnd, in like manner, may assign for purpose* of inspec-
tionor other special duty in the subsistence department,
comniissarins'ifsub-istence, not exceeding Bix in num-
ber, each of whom, while so assigned and acting, shall
have the rank, pay, nnd emoluments of a lieutenant-colo-
nel of the subsistence department; aud to each army
corps an olliier of theBubsistenco department to be chief
commissary of the corps, with the like rank of lieuten-
ant colonel; and, in like mnnnei, niayassign to each di-
vision of two or more brigades a commissary, who, while
so assigned and acting, shall havo the rank, pay, and
oiwolutn.-.i.-. uf v major of the subsistence department:

Be it enacted by iheSenate and HomeofRepresentative
of the United Stales ofAmerica in Oongreu auemblea
That tho Attorney-General be, and he Is hereby, authoi
lied to contract on behalf of the United State* with i
suitable book-publisher for the printingand publishin
of tho unpublishedopinion* of the attorneys-general c
the United State*, delivered since the fourth of March
eighteen liundred nnd fifty-seven, on the terms followinj
to wit: Thesaid opinions to be published in a* many To.
uuies asmay be necessary, which ahall be, as to the qua
ity of paper, printingand binding,ofuniform style an
appearance with the eighthvolume of laid opinions, pul
liihod by Robert Farnhain, In the yeareighteen hundre
aud flfty-oiiiht, and, as nearlyaa possible, of uniform sii
with said eighth volume, and which shall be nuinbere
in regularorder after the said eighthvolume; the copy
right thereof tobe taken out by,and be for the use o
thepublisher, who shall deliver to tbo Attorney Genera
for tbo useofthe United States, within one month aft c
thapublication thereof, three hundred let* of said vol
time*, at the prices of three dollar*per volume, payabli
after they are bo delivered. And the Attorney-GeneralItherebyauthorized to employacompetentperson toeditan.
prepnr 1 the laid opinions for publication, aaa£ reaaid, will
proper head-notes, and a full and complete index, and tt
supervise the said publication. When tbe aaid three
hundredsols shall havejieendelivered for the use of the
United Statei, the Attorney-General shall cause them to
be distributed aa follows:For tbePretideut of the United
States, two sets; for theDepartment of State, ten lets;
for the Sepnrtment of the Treasury and the heads of the
bureaus thereof, twenty-fivolets; for the Department ol
War and the heads of the bureaua thereof, twenty-five sets:
for the Departmentof the Navyand the heads of bureaus
thereof, fifteen sets; for theDepartmeutof tho Interiorund
the heads of hurrauis thereof, twentysets; for the Depart-
ment of tbePost-OHtc.-, ten lets; for the Attorney-General's
office, tensets; for the judge*of the supreme court of the
United States, oneset each; for the library of said court,
threo sets; for the Judgos of the court of claims, the so-
licitor and assistant and deputy solicitors of said court,
oneset each; for the libraryof congress, fifty sets, for the
useof both house* of congress; the residue of tbe said
three hundred set* toremain in charge of the librarian of
congress, at the future disposal ef congress. And the
sum ofseven thousand dollars Is hereby appropriated, out
of any money in the treasury not otherwise appropriated,
to pay for the editingof said opinions and tbe price of
the said three hundred volumes, which money shall bo
disbursed on vouchers approved by the Attorney-General.
