Sin: Referring to the special despatch

to the NewYork Tribune, from Wash-
ington, of the 16th inst, published in the
iß sue of that journalofthe 17th,relating
to the circumstances attending the issue
ofa pass to the Rev. Mr. Walter, to at-
tendMrs. Surratt, I beg tostate that the
facts in thecase are asfollows:

On the 6th instant the Rev. Mr. Wal-
ter called at the War Department and
asked for a pass to visit Mrs. Surratt in
the militaryprison, saying, if Iam not
mistaken thatshehadexpresseda desire
to see him. I submitted therequest to
the Secretaryof War, who at once said
that apassmightbe given. NeithertheRev. Mr. Walternor myself then knew Iof the approval of the sentence of the 'MilitaryCommission forthecase ofMrs.Surratt. I sent Mr. Walter a pass, but Iafterwards fearing that the pass signed ihy myselfmight not, under the circum- 11
stances, be accepted by the officer in ccharge of theprison, in order that there I cmight be no possibility of disappoint- oment in the admission of a clergyman sto afford the necessaryspiritual servicesI sent Mr. Barry, aclerk in my office' Ito see the Rev. Mr. Walter, and to tellhim that it would bebetter not to go onthepass sent, but thatI wouldagain seethe Secretary of War, and as he had as-sented to thevisit of the clergyman totheprisoner, wouldgetapass signedby \u25a0himself, as otherwisetherewas a possi- cbillty of his being put to the troubleof tgoing to theprison without being ena-1bled to secure admission. It was also al'
part ofmy design that Mr. Barry should 11impress upon Rev. Mr. Walter the ne- i
cessity ofgood faith in the useof thepass
when replaced.

After thus sendingMr. Barry toFather
Walter, Iwent to the Secretary of War
and asked his own signature to a pass,
as referred to above; upon his signing
which I said to him that I wasconfident
thepas would beused solelyfor the pur-
posefor which itwasasked?a profession-
al visit, to administer the sacrament,
and to prepare the person to be visited
for death. Upon Mr. Barry's (my mes-
senger to Rev. Mr. W-Iter) return he
informed meof theviolent and excited
language of Father Walter with regard
to the trial and its result, which he
(Mr. Walter), it appears, had heard af-
ter leaving the War Department.

On this I went myself to see the Rev.
Mr. Walter, to caution him, as his well
\u25a0wisher, and as a frieud of the church,
and in my private capacity entirely,
\u25a0with regard to the use of languageso in-
flammatory as thathehad Indulged in at
this, a timeofgreat public excitement.
I introduced the conversation by stating
that whathe hadsaid had made an Im-
pression upon themindof my messen-
fer whohad repeated his remarkstome.

explainedto him as Ihave said above,
that theremight be a possibilityof his
jiot getting into the prison upon mypass, and that thereforeasked the Secre-tary ofWar for apass signed by himself,
upon giviugwhich I had said that I wasconfident that it would not bo used for iany other purpose thanthat forwhich itwas asked, and I wantedhim, Mr. Wal-
ter, to be so governed as that I would be ?safe in the assertion I had made. .

Mr. Walterhad displayedso much ex- 1citement and terhper, that it was a duty ,
of charity on my part, in viewof all tho \u25a0circumstances, to endeavor to induce
aimto pursuea more discreet course, and ((
\u25a0o counsel him to t. »il<.nt,as becamehis jfi

place on these topics. - asked him in a
friendlyand kindly way to promise me
that he* would desist from talking about
this matter. Mr. Walter's convictions
as to the innocence ofthe prisoner, or
the use of any properefforts, believing
her to be in*foeent, to avert her exeeu?
tion, werenot madematters of objection.
It was to the Inflammatory characterand effect of his observation's at this pe-riod, when the public mind was agita-
ted, that my attention was directed.?Unnecessary idle and angry discussionsaud haranguescouldnotluiibe mischiev-
ous justat this moment, and since itappeared that Mr. Walter could not ap-proach the subject with discretion,it wasbetter he should lot it alone.

This was a confidential conversationbetweenmyselfand Mr. Walter; as bussbeen seen,"the visit was not at all olll-
cial, but entirely that of a private indi-
vidual. My motives were laudable: they
were to restrain Imprudent and mis-
chievous discussions, and to insure the
use ofthepass to be given in thefaith in-
tended when it wassigued, and then to
makemy assurance good. The visit was
not suggested by the Secretary of War,
or evenknown "to him until the present
time. '

On thispoint, after what 1 had said, 1
do not see how Mr. Walter could have
understood me as prompted by lnetruc
tions in my conversation.

ln replying to me. the Rev. Mr. Wal-
ter was very violent, and generally dc-
nuneiatorv. The range of his conversa-
tion was" quite wide. He harangued
upon the Administrationand the rebel-
lion, and dweltwith bitterness on what
he calledmilitary tyranny, to. He said
probably all he is represented in the 4th
paragraph ofthe article in question as
having said, and very much more that a
prudentpriest, a loyal citizen, or a man
of cotnmou sense would not have said.

During all tin's time I was endeavor-
ing to counsel moderation, remonstra-
ting against his expressions,and enjoin-
ing prudence. I do not know that I
sought to patronize theltev. Mr. Walter
at all, and the phrases which allude to
this and the indignant rejoinderof Fath-
er W. do not bring to my mind the re-
collection of thescene described.
I did not tell Father Walter that he

should not have a puss if he did not pro-
mise to say nothing of Mrs. Surratt's in-
nocence. Annoyedby what he had said
I wattabout, however, to leave theroom,
and to defer giving him the pass, re-
marking, "I- will send you word as to
thepass in two hours;"' when he said,
"1 promise."
I intendedwithin twohours to see the

Secretary of War, andto say to him that
I was convinced after what had taken
place, that Father Walter was not in theproper dispositionand frame of mind to
l_e a suitable religious attendant upon
theprisoner, and that under thecircum-
stances the services of another priest
shouldbe procured forher instead, when
Mr. Walter said that he promised. Bat-
isfietl thathe had determined to be gov-
erned by the considerationsof prudence
I had suggested, and believing that hewouldperform whathehad undertaken,
I gavehiiu thepass. Nor did I, when 1
designed lo withdraw from Father W.
without giving him tlio pass, by auy
means intend that this act should have
the effect to deprive the prisonerof the
servicesof theclergy. My view,on the
contrary, was that some other priest
should go. In fact, another priest did
gobesidesMr. Walter.
It has been myfortuneto bethemeans

,of sending the clergy to attend many
during this warin needoftheirservices,
aud Ineverthrew a straw in the way ot
auy clergyman, of any faith, visiting a
penitent, loyalor disloyal,living or dy-
ing, when liis services were called for.
I couldnot see or know ofa person of
my own creed dyingwithoutgiving any
assistance in my powerto secure theat-
tendance of a priest. With regard to
the denials of passes to Mr. Walter to
visit the prisoner when ill, referred to
in the last paragraph of the article in
question,Father W. stated to nty mes-
senger that he had been requested by
Mrs. Surratt, shortlyafter she was ar-
rested, and since, to visit her, but that
he had refused to do so, not'wishing to
have his "name connected with it until
the trialwas over."

I did not seek to meddle with Mr.
Walter's convictionsas to the innocence
of Mrs. Surratt, nor did I attemptto re-
strain himfrom the use of any proper
efforts to bring his convictions to notice
in quarters where his representations
might be ofavail. So far from this, an
hour or twoafter the conversation refer-
red to, when he called upon me at the
War Department and told me that he
could not get admittance, witli thedaughterof the prisoner, to the Execu-
tive Mansion, and asked for my assist-
ance, I gave bint a card to the Acting
Military Secretaryofthe President, ask-ing that gentlemanto see the Rev. Mr.
W., trusting this means would assist
him in getting his case before the Exe-cutive.

In "conclusion, I distinctly aver thatIthe Secretary of war expresslyand read-ily assented to the visit of a Catholic
clergymanto Mrs. Surratt. He madeno
condition as to any conviction of the
clergyman as to the guilt or innocence
of the prisoner, or to anything he might
say on the subject.

A Fortress Monroe letterto the Phila-
delphia Inquirer, dated the 18th inst.,
says:

The sentenced "conspirators," Mudd,
Arnold, O'Laughlin and Spangler, ar-
rived here at four o'clock yesterday
noon, on the steamer "Stateof Maine."
They wereiv charge of Brevet Brigadier
General Dodd, and wore irons on their
ankles. When first placed on board at
Washington they also had on manacles.
These last fetterswereremoved after the
steamer left her wharf at Washington.
On the trip down Mudd and Spangler
werevery cheerful, and employed their
timein playing backgammon. Arnold
and O'Laughlin, on the other hand,
seemed much depressed in spirits, and
weremelancholy andreserved.

On her arrival in the Roads the State
of Maine anchored and General Dodd
came on shore and communicated with
Washington by telegraph. Justatsun-
down the steam tug went alongsideof
the State of Maine, and the four conspi-
rators were placedou board ufher. The
Chowan then steamed alongside of the
UnitedStates gunboatFlorida. The four
prisoners wereput on board the Florida,
and that gunboat immediately steamed
to seaward. As the crimson twilight
bathed the broad bay, in a sheetof gold,
the Florida departed. The bright gold-
en reflection of the sunset sky faded to
dawn, and the dawn to blackness, as the
steamer stood down the bay. The pris-
oners weretaken below,the *ght fading
outof their misdirected lives,evenas the
light was fading out of sea and sky.
And in the gathering darknessour eyes
lost sight of the Florida, with her ill
omened passengers.

Credit is due to General Dodd for the
quietness with which ho performedhis
duty. Very few people at Old Point
knew of the arrivalor departure of the
notorious prisoners till to-day.

The destination of the conspirators
was not made known. The knowing
ones conjecture it to be tbe Dry Toi'to-
gas,but this isconjecttir_>nly. Theoqly
person possessing the coveted bit of in*
lormation was Captain Budd, of the
Florida, andhedid notvouchsafe to dis-
close it to any one. After the Florida
has safely delivered the conspiratorsat
their life-longprison house, its location
and name will doubtless bo madepub-
lic.
