Be it enacted by the Senate and Howe of Representa-

tiers of Vie United States ofAmericain Congressassembled,
That all deeds heretoforerecorded in the land records of
the District of Columbia, which havebeen executed and
acknowledged by femmes covert (their husbands having
signed aud sealed the same) for conveyinganyreal estute,
or inturest therein, situated in said district; and all ac-
knowledgements of deeds heretofore recorded, as afore-
said, which havebeen made by femmes covert (whether
thoy haveexecuted the deed or not) for the purpose of
releasing their claims to dower in the lands desci ibedtherein, situated as aforesaid, in which acknowledgements
the form prescribed by law has notbeeu followed; and
all deeds heretofore recorded, as aforesaid, which have
been executed and acknowledged by an attorney-in-fact,
duly appointed for conveying real estate situated in said
district; and ull deeds heretofore recorded, as aforesaid,
executed and acknowledged, or only acknowledged by
such attorney-in-fact, for conveying real estate situateJ
in said district, as to which the acknowledgomeutwas |
made before officers different from those beiore whom
proof of the power of attorney was made, and as to 'which the power ofattorneywss proved before only one
justice ofthe pence; and all deeds heretofore executed
and recorded us iifinssaM for the purpose of conveying

AM Act regulating Proceedings in criminal Cn*e*, aud
for otherPurposes.

Re i. enacted by the Senate and House of Repretentativet
ofthe United States of America in Congress assembled,
That every grand jury impanelled before any district orcircuit courtof the United States to inquire into and pre-
sentment make of public otfenceß agaiuut the United
States, committed or triable within the district for which
the court is holden, shall consist of not less than sixteenand not exceeding twouty-th.ee persons. If of the per-
sona summoned less than sixteen attend, they shall be
placed ou the grand jury, and tlio court shall order tbo
marshal to summon, either immediately or for aday fixed,
from the body of the district, aud not from the bystand-
ers, asufficient number of persons tocomplete the grand
jury. And wbeuev.ra challengo to un individual grand
juroris allowed, and there are not other jurors ivattend-
ance suuVieut to complete the griiiulJury, the court shall
makea like order lo tlie marshal to summona sufficientnumber of persons for thutpurpose. No indictment shallbo found, nor any presentment be made, without tho con-currence of at least twelve grand juror*. From the per-
sonssummoned and accepted as grand jurors, the courtshall appoint the foreman, who shall have the power to
administer oaths and alllrmation* to witnesses appmriugbefore the grand jury.

Ssc. 2. And be itfurther enacted. Thatwhen the offence

An Act relating to tlie Postal Law*.
Be it enacted by the Senateand Beam ofRepresentatives

of tlie United States uf America in Congress assembled,
That all domestic letters, except letters lawfully franked,aud duly (.? titled letters of soldier* and marinersiv the aorvico of tho United Slates, which aro
deposited for mailing in uuy post-office of thoUnited States, on which the postage is unpaid,
shall be sent by the postmaster to the dend-letter
ofllce in Wadiington; and all letters deposited for mail-
ing, paid only In part, shall be forwarded to destination,
charged with the unpaid rate, to be collected ou de-
livery.

of thu act entitled "An act for the relief ol postmasters
who have bee-i robbed by confederate forces or rebelguerrillas," approved April twenty-nine,cigbtoen hiin-drodand eixty-lour, be,and the same are hereby,extended
