VIRGINIA'S INGRATITUDE.

At the time when Grant, Meade and
Sheridan had completely surrounded
and cut off all hope of battle, or success-
full _retreat, fromm Robert E. Lee, and
Grant, instead of opening his artillery
and pouring in death and destruction
upon the demoralized forces of the Con-
federacy, kindly received an offer of ca-
pitulation, and accepted the surrender
of the boasted army of Northern Vir-
ginia, there was not a voice raised

e ‘Haghanimity of the " gréat
QGeneral. He then gave them such terms
a8 no other conqueror, who had a foe in
his grasp as he then held Lee, would
have given. Indeed, it furnished a new
precedent in history, for hitherto the
maxim of ve wvictis——wo to the conquer-
ed—had been the rule. But Grant,
actuated by those fraternal feel-
ings, with which every bosom in
the North is filled, said : * These are our
brothers; they are of the same race
from which we sprung; have attended
the same schools, learned their alphabet
from the same spelling-book; played
the same plays of youth and childhood;
have the same feelings, thoughts, aspi-
rations and faults that we have;—there-
fore, why should I press them sorely?”

they please,speak their sentiments with-
out fear, and travel to and fro without
restraint. No one has interfered with
them. The President pardoned, instead
of hanging them, as he had therigh®and
powerto do, and the ofticers and soldiers
of the army havebeen obsequiousin pro-
tecting and favoring them. What has
been the effect of all this greatness ofsoul
exhibited towards a fallen enemy ? It
has only served to render them more and
more impudent, till finally they began
to think that they not only had some
rights still, but that they were entitled
to rule. An election is ordered in Rich-
mond, and unmindful of the deep debt
of gratitude they owe the people and the
President, they nominateand elect their
own leaders in treason and crime to the
highest offices in the municipality, pro-
claiming that they do so because these
men had been more guilty than they in
conspiring against and attempting the
overthrow of the Government. Had
Payne not been hung, but amnestied
and sent to Richmond, his chances
for election to Congress would have been
most favorable. Booth, had he escaped
the bullet of Sergeant Corbett, would
have been made Governor of Virginia,
and Mrs. Surratt would have received an
ovation and been feted by the ladies of
Richmond. Shame upon all of this,
Haxe. Yirginians forgotten thelr man:
most sacred obligations?

In view of thisstate of affairs, we ap-
plaud the actof Gen. Turnerinnullify"
ing the election in Richmond,and boldly
assert it as an opinion that nothing like
civil rule can be established here, nor
would it be just to the American people
to establish it, until the people have
learned to have some respect for the
Union and the government; until they
can listen to the Star ‘Spangled Banner’-
without feeling a sickly sensation at the
stomach; or look with something like
complacency upon the American flag.
We hold that the bayonet is the only in-
strument of governiment they are enti-
tled to, and they should be made to pay
for that form of government alone. In-

There, upon that field of surrender, he
forgave them everything, and taught his
soldiers ‘to receive them back, and wel-
come them as they would have welcom-
ed a long absent friend or brother.
These were the kindly views and senti-~
ments that governed General Grant,
and the same feelings pervaded the army
commanded by General Sherman, when
Johnson surrendered to him the last
hope and stay of the Confederacy.
‘Were these feelings reciprocated? We
answer they were not; and events that
have since transpired prove that the
‘surrender made at that time was not
an honest one. The rebels gave up only
because they were driven to the wall, and
had not the courage or the fortitude to
endure further trials of war, hardship
and destitution. 'They might, had they
been made of clay tough as that of which
the men of the North and the West are
moulded, have fought on for years; but
they yielded at the first misfortune that
overtook them, and cried peccavi even
before they were hurt. These men now
return to the city of Richmond, a place
to which, but a few days before, they
had applied the incendiary torch, and
destroyed the fairest portions of the

recovering the property stolen from Freeman's Jewelry
store on Tuesday night last, the 26th instant, and the are

Captain Hoffman, the morning after the robbery, visited
the store of Mr. Freoman, and, after taking his departure,
from tho information gained by a view of thepremises, he
immediately set to work with his detectives to work out
the case. Nothing indicated any positive information or
clew to the mystery of the affair, until a suspicioned par-
ty was traced on Friday night to a pointon the Lambert’s
Point Road under very pecullar and mysterions circum-
stances, Nothing daunted, the Captain renewed his ef-
forts and vigilance, until, on Saturday morning, his plans
culminated to perfection, which resulted in the recovery
of the lost property and the arrest of the parties implica-
ted. The movement was made simultaneously, iu order
to preclude any possibility of a fuflure. The goods of
Alr. Freeman were found contained in one of the store-
drawers, carefully covered with a blanket, and secveted
under a pile of brush in the woods, on the Lambert's
Point Road, near Mix’s house. The parties fmplicated
were all arvested, as Lefore stated, simultaneously at their
vespective residences, and give their names ss Philip
thchm;\n, John Champion, Johun Suilivan and Robert
Patterson. We ave fuformed by Captain Hoffman, the
Chief of the Military Police, that he is in possession of
strong and positive evidence which leads him fully to be-

Let us have at once a ‘‘Nor-
folk Agricultural Society.” Agricultu-
ral Societies—I do not mean specious
covers for horse racing, but bona fide
Agricultural Societies--have proved ben-
eficial to communities, wherever estab-
lished, in the old World or the new, and
in the counties adjucent to Norfolk, the
advantages of such asszociation must at
this time prove incalculable.

At the meetings of such a Society
questions of vital importance to land-
owner, tenant, and would-be-purchaser
might be discussed. Northern farmers
in search of employment for their capi
tal, labor and ekill, could seek informa-
tion as to locality or management—gmall
purchases of fertilizers, seeds, &ec., might
club together, as in other places, and
furchase their supplies ata reduced cost.

mproved breeds of cattle, sheep and
hogs might be introduced in the same
way. Those who desired tosell or rent
land might find a purchaser or tenant,
Agricultural works, which are out of
the reach of mostsmall farmers, could
be cheaply furnished by subscription,
and studied at the Reading Room of the
Association, The paramount, and in
some of its aspects, novel question of
paid labor, could be l'ullﬁl canvassed ;

The reports of Assistant Commisgion-
ers in the Southern States for theFreed-
men’s Bureau continue to ‘arrive at Gen.
Howard’s headquarters, and as the sys-
tem of the bureau for the maintenance
ofthe blacks and white refugees in the
South begin to develop, these reports are
replete with statistics and valuable de-
tails of its oyomtions.

Colonel Ely, reporting from Colum-
bia, 8. C., under date of July 20, sn{s
that he finds the affairs of the bureau in
that locality progressing much better
than he had reason to expect. The mili-
tary authorities have done all in thelr

ower to settle the freedmen upon plan-
Putinns and help them in perfecting
their labor contracts. The crops were
looking promising; but little suffering
had prevailed among the blacks, and but
few plantations had been abandoned,
and these only of small value,

Colonel Srmgue, writing from St.
Louis, says that on the 10th instant, the
Refugees of the Freedmen’s Home in
that city, which wassustained jointly by
the government and the Northwestern
Sanitary Commission, and costing the
government about two thousand dollars
a mouth, has been suspended, the city
and county authorities assuming the
burden for the future. The same report
represents that during the month of
May last the government was called up-
on to issue rations in Mississippi to four
thousand four hundred and fifty-two
white refugees, and two hundred and
thirty-six freedimen. The poor whites
are reported crowding all the posts es-
tablished for the distribution of rations,
and are willing mendicants. TFrom this
fact striet orders have been issued to
stop the issueof all supplies not neces-
sary to prevent starvation. Though the
freedmen are still somewhat bewildered
with their new status as freedmen, they
are reported to be generally provident of
such jmeans and resources as are afford-
ed them, and are doing well.

Major General Augur, in hig general
order dated yesterday, says :

The civil courts in that portion of Vir-
ginia within the limits of the Depart-
ment of Washington having declined to
receive the testimony of eolored persons,
a provost court is hereby established in
Alexandria, to have execlusive jurisdic-
tion in alt cases involving the vights of
person or property of colored persons
residents of the district aforesaid, 'T'his
court will receive the testimony of col-
ored persons with no other limitations
than those'now affecting the testimony
of white persons, The Provost Marshal
General of the Defences South of the
Potomae is charged with the execution
of this order. This order will remainin
force until the Virginia courts have
brought their practice more into harmo-
ny with the existing state of aflairs.
Captain M. P. Fisher, of the Second
District of Columbia Volunteers, is ap-
pointed provost judge of said court.

The correspondent of the Philadelphia
Evening Zelegraph furnishes the fol-
lowing from Washington on the 28th :

THE FOURTH AT SAN ANTONIO.

The News says:

The Fourth of July, according to cus-
tom, was observed as a holiday by most
of our citypeople, but without anything
like a general public celebration. Some
demonstration of the kind, the point of
which was to be the raising of the flag
of the United States, was at first pro-
posed and urged by sundry citizens. A
meeting was called to take the subject
into consideration, referred it to a com-
mittee, who reported that a celebration
was deemed to be inexpedient, and the
matter wasdropped. A fewindividuals,
however, did celebrate the day by hoist-
ing Union flags, and a few others took
their celebration by hauling thein down;
the whole affair was confined to a small
number of persons, and occasioned no
tumult or excitement. The day passed
with little to distinguish it. e do not
care to inquire too curiously into the
motives of those who would have had
the flag unfurled, but we think it fortu-
nate that the purpose was discounte-
nanced by the body of our citizens.

It would have resulted almost certain-
ly in an outhreak; and, besides, the flag
which is a national symbol of authority,
would have represented nothing of the
kind; for, although hostilities have
ceased, and we are prepared to give in
our adhesion to the United States gov-
| ernment, yet, so far, its authority has
not been extended over us; there are no
officers, civil or military, to enforce obe-
dience to itslaws, to afford protection of
rights, or redress of wrongs to the citi-
zen, and, practically, we are withouta
government, except as its attributes are
exercised by officials of the State and
city governments, which, ‘though pro-
nounced to be'‘illegitimate’” and not re-
cognized by the government of the
United States, are still, of necessity,
subsisting, actual governments to us.
We can see, then, no good sense in the
public display of a token of a power in
advance of the establishment of the
power amongst us by its appropriate of-
ficers and means. 2

This looks well from a State and peo-
ple that twenty years ago begged the
protection of the starry flag, and in
whose behalf we waged a two years’ war
with Mexico.

GENERAL SHELBY SELLS OUT TO THE
‘ MEXICANS.

Izelip the following from the San An-
tonio Herald :

Our information from Eagle Pass and
Piedras Negras is u? to July 1. Welearn
that General Shelby had reached the
first named point in a quiet and peace-
able mauner, but was informed by the
authorities iu Piedras Negras that he
would not be allowed to take his men
into Mexico with arms in their hands,
but that if he would leave his arms there
would be no objection to his entrance
into the country asemigrants with him-
self and men. We are informed that
Gieneral Shelby finally agreed to this,
and sold his arms and eannon to the lib-
erals at Piedras Negras. There were two
thousand five hundred stands of small
arms and three pieces of artillery, for
which Shelby received eleven thousand
dollars—six thousand in specie and five
thousand in bonds issued by the liberals,
The arms were immediately shipped for
Chihuahua. The Governor of the State
oflCouhullu acted as agent for the libe-
rals,

General Shelby entered Mexico with
about two hundred and fifty men.

GENERAL MERRITT'S CAVALRY COLUMN,

The ¢olumn of cavalry under the
command of Major General Merritt,
which left Shreveport on the 8th inst.,
has arrived at Marshall, Texas.

The march through the State will
probably occupy a month. Forage and
water, it is expected, will be very scarce
along certain portions of the route, but,
up to the present time, there has been
abundance of both.

The correspondent of the New Orleans
Times, writing from Shreveport on the
8th inst., in speaking of the route which
General Merritt intends to take, says:
Starting from Austin, the command
crosses Onion creek in an eight mile
march; Woody Spring is a good halting
place, thence but ten miles ; San Marco
river is distant but ten miles; the Gau-
daloupe river is ferried by a long stretch
of twenty-seven miles; thence nineteen
miles and Cibolo creek is crossed ; six-
teen miles on a home stretch and the end
of the J)resent march, San Antonio, is
reached, The above is the chart which
will guide the exfedition on the route te
San Antonfo, a distance of four hundred
and twenty-five miles, Thereare twen-
ty-eight camping spots, twenty-eight
water sources, ut which the command
will halt. It is a thirty day march.

The Herald's Brownsville correspon-
dent furnishes the following items of
interest from our extreme Southwestern
frontier:

Subsequent to the surrender of Kirby

Smith, the Rebels at this point sold to
the imperialists acrosstheriver a battery
of six pieces (which had been used at
this point), for seventeen thousand dol-
lars. This fact becoming known, their
return was demanded by General éteele,
commanding the troops on the Rio
Grande. The question was referred to
Maximilian, who directed the demand
to be complied with, and the guns were
yesterday brought over and are now
parked upon the parade ground near the
site of Fort Brown, at the southern side
of this city.
Rumors from the interior of the State
indicate that affairs are in an extremely
unsettled condition, and that the re-
turned rebel soldiers are committing the
grossest outrages upon Jriend and foe,
It is unsafe at present to travel through
the country, save with an armed party
of at least twenty-five men. The people
earnestly desire that troops should be
stationed at the various important points
in the interior, that' order and safety
may be restored.

Kirby Smith, Jack Magruder, Govern-
or Murroch, Colonel Duff and other
prominent rebels are now at Monterey.
Large numbers of rebels, formerly resi-
dents of this city and vicinity, are now
in Matamores. They are mostly con}-
posed of the cotton speculators and ‘ol-
ficials under the rebel governmentﬁwit h
others whose gross pemecutlomoff n ri?li
men during the war render t.hemdeah n
of summary punishment should they
retarn.
