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The Horfolk Lost,

THURSDAY, AUGUST 3, 1865.

Speech of Hon. John Cochrane.

Brief allusion has been made in our
columns to the speech delivered at Wash-
ington by Hon. John Cochrane on Satur-
day night.  Mr. Cochrane, it will be re-
meinbered, was the candidate for Vice
President on the Fremont ticket, and as
he touched upon the question of negro
suffrage his remarks will be read with
interest. He said:

Fellow-citizens :~Though thankful to
you beyond expression for this kind evi-
dence of your regard, I am neither so
unmindful of your comfort nor so incon-
siderate of your patience as to attempt
the infliction of a speech. The mid-
summer heats of a Washington night ad-
monish of forbearance, would we survive
to future trials. [Laughter and ap-
plause.] Still 1 cannot, without dis-
courtesy to you, and a want ot respect (o
myself, refuse to speak on some of the
themes which occupy the public mind.
These shall beso far compressed that
while fitting to the occasion, they shail
not oppose those slumbers to which the
late hourinvites. I may say, then, that
among the accepted fruits of the late war
which has but just now terminated in a
restored Union, are the equality of the
negro among mankind, and the full
recognition of allthe rights in him which
appertain to universal manhood. [Ap-
plause.] He who marshalled freedom’s
arms to this grand consummation fell as
it was achievedand accepted. The as-
sassin’g’ arm reached beyond the life of
the martyr Lincoln, andstruck at the
life of the republic,

“Then, you and I, and all of us fall down,
While blovdy treason flourished over us.”

[Applause.]

Repentant Rebels in the Union Servige,

Theregiment organized at Point T.ook-
out, Maryland, and made up of rebel
prisoners, is now stationed at Fort Rice,
Dacotah Territory. The regiment is
called the 19th United States Infantry,
and, if we are to judge by action and
declaration, are as proud of their title
and the Oid Flag as any of the ‘“boys in
blue.”” They publish weekly a little
newspaper appropriately named the
Frontier Scout, which thus gives the
history of the organization of the com-
mand : . :

‘‘Before each man was enlisted, he
was geparately questioned, and had
these four alternatives: either to be ex-
changed, paroled, to go North and work
on Government fortifications, or enlist
in the service of the United States as a
soldier. There was no compulsion in
any shape used.

Our Two VETERANS.—Veterans are
no longer a novelty in this country.—
