Mr. Tracey, one of the editors of the
Washington Republic, ashorttimesince
came down the bay in company with
President Johnson and his staff, and
paid a briefvisit to our city. He gives
the following as his impressions ofNor-
folk in theRt-pitblic onhis return home:

NORFOLK.
The approaching view to Norfolk is

much nua-eattractive than we had sup-
posed. During the rebellion we have
heard so much said in disparagement of
this line old town thatwe wereprepared
to find it a "disagreeable hole." But
when once we have passed the outskirt
of docks and wharves,which present the
most disagreeable features ofevery sea-
port, ami fairly entered the place, wef find Norfolk a very comfortable town.'The business streets have a business like
air, and a stroll amongthe residences of
tlte F. F. V.'s reveals many faeilitiesfor
enjoyment. It is true, that many ofthe
houses and fences arein need of a fresh
coat ofpaint, but our cynic suggested a,reason, viz: that theplace had been ina
state of war, and while the owners did
not wish toadopta "neutral tint," they
did'nt know for a long time what the
"prevailingcolors"would be.

The trees and flowering shrubsofNor-
folk are abundant and luxuriant. The
crape myrtle here growsup to a lofty
tree, covered with the richest bloomery
Imaginable. The magnolia?as, for in-
stance, that tinespecimeninthe grounds
ofthe residence formerly occupied byf..
P, 11. James, the two horseman-power
novelist?attains the richest perfection
here.

Passing along one of the streets, we
brushed against the branches of a fig-
tree,well loaded with good sized fruit,
which leaned overthe sidewalk. The
truth is that the climate and soil of
Norfolk is semi-tropical While it is
only four degreessouth of Washington,
its vegetablesare four weeksearlier. li-
thevegetables wereregulated by degrees
in that ratio it is easy to perceive from
a mathematicalcalculationthat cucum-
bers wouldgrowaround the globe ahead
of time.

We found in Norfolk some good
hotels, although our stay was too brief
to "do them" (justice.) Norfolk has
also a live newspaper, the Font, conduc-
tedby a gentleman of the loyal persua-
sion, whose tact and abilityin that line,
together with a pretty thorough experi-
ence, render him hard to beat. Captain
Clark, may your Post be firmly set, and
may all the people in your bailiwick
who have been politically demoralized
by secessionism soon come up to and
rally aroundyour standard.. _.?a
