flcentlyerratic. It ie not Without cause,
then, thatgreatexcitement isfelt in Eu-
rope, andthat it is fast extendingtothis
country : for weknownot the day nor
thehour when its terriblepresence may
bring death in our midst, and strike tec-, ror to theboldest hearts. We have had. sufficient experience heretoforeof the

Whether cleanliness, and the use ofdis-
infecting, agentswilljhaveany poweror
effect in divertingits course, or keeping
it away entirely,we are not preparedto
say, as the subject is one that has been
more studied by physiciansthaneditors;

they are disposed to listlessly fold their
arms and await, his-coming with that
calmness aud serenity of aspect whichdistinguishedthf venerable Senators of
Rome, who patientlyand silentlyrettiin-I ed their seats in the market place till
ihe cerulean-eyedsoldiers of BrennusI pulled their beards to ascertain if they

f werestatuesor living men. We can an-
swer this question forNorfolk. We are
not prepared; and unless a little more
energy or a little more fear oi personal
consequences can be infused into the
body politic, now in chargeof our city
affairs, we fear that we must meet the
choleraifit comes, even as the Senators
met theirfate.

Measures should at once be taken to
cleanßc and purify the city in all iv
parts, aud especially in the neighbor-
hood of the dock- This should be done
regardless oi' expense, for what is the
value of any amount, ofmoneycompared
to the lives of our wives andchildren?
the desolation of our hearths?the de-
struction of ourhousehold gods ? Let
us be awakened, then, at once, to the
importance of the work before us?for
Mils direful disease is no respecterofsea-
sons. It comes in thedeadof winter the
same as in the heatofsummer, amidthe
flowers of spring, and while we are
Rathering the goldenfruits of autumn ;
and its march is more fearful than the
march of an army with banners. The
mourning aud sorrow of the four years
of war through which we have just
passed wouldbe as nothing comparedto
a singlemonth'svisitationofcholera?forwar takes only our strong and healthy
men, whose duty and whose glory it is
to fall amid the roar and carnageof bat-
tle, but pestilence respects no age, norsex, nor condition; but in every house-
hold there is weeping and wailing forthe loved ones?for the fair child, the
beauteous maiden, the loved wife, thenoble husband, the reverend father andtheveneratedmother. Sadand mournfulis the march of thepestilence!

Then letus prepare for it at once; and
not onlywe of Norfolk, but every city
in the neighborhood or on theAtlanticcoastshould put its house in order. We
donot desireto create a panic,but mere-
ly to point out the impending danger
and invoke our_tuthorities to exert their
utmost efforts tosaveus from the scourge.

Anhour's strollin Norfolk would bring
this hidividual up to aboutLittle Water
street, oneof the mostclassic, ancient,
beautiful andrefined thoroughfares that

is notparticular about the truth. It is
some four feet wide, and is built up on
each side with very tall, gloomy, dirty
and dilapidatedbrick houses, in most of
which singing schools, camp meetings,
prayer meetings, champagne suppers,
and fancy dress balls, are given every
night, except Saturday night, whe
themonotony is varied by fancy dies
balls, prayermeetings, camp meetings
and other religious observances too nu
merous to mention. It is a magnificent
place, and if the pedestriancan manage
to wade through the throngs of ugly
half-clad and filthy negro children, ant
oilierrubbish, in the dark, withoutbreak-
ing his neck, he will be most fortunate.

I Now it was from theappearanceof this
j magnificentstreet, tbatthewriterformed

hisidea of Norfolk, as wellas from the
other filthy streets, lanes and docks in
the nameneighborhood. Had he gonea
little further up town, to Main street for
instance, he would have got beyond the
limitsof the "aristocratic" quarter,and
would therehave reached the beautiful
abodesof the democracy; and thus he

ing about and avoided giving thecity
such a lampooning.

We challengeany city in theuniverse
to produce a more pleasant, wellbuilt,
agreeable, or cleaner street than Main.
Pennsylvania avenue does not compare

enth street, in Washington wouldcom-
pare favorablywith it, were that street
in as good condition. All our streets
?those tanning parallel with, as well as
those perpendicular to the river?are
built up withresidt_»__, which, though. ancient, are beautiful, picturesque, andkheabodaa of wealth and refinement.

j Theyare lined with huge trees, planted
more than twolmndredyearsago, where
the thick foliage every where screen..| thepasserby from the burning rays ol
the sun; while the rich parterres, filled
with the rarest, most fragrant, and
many colored flowers lend a beau-

i iy and grandeur, and a charm to tht
scene unequalledelsewhere. Surround-
ed as weare almost bysalt water, fanned
by pleasant breezes on soft iiKn.iili_.lii
uights, and with the mostlovely women
that ever came forth from nature _
mould, had this detractorof our vener-
able and antiquated city, but remainee
longenough tosee the beauties we have
so hastily and imperfectly sketched, lit
wouldnever have been guiltyof so foully
'misrepresenting us.

We haveResides, a great number olI flnc Churches, With very tall steeples,/ which present, in point of architectural
beauty and finish, as respectablean ap-
pearanceas thoseof other cities double
<mr size. Our hotelsare notbehind any
of theage, in size, beautyof construction,
or good accommodation, and our public
buildings are much finer than thoseof
Richmond. Then, there is our beauteous
partner,Portsmouth, fair as a nympth of
ocean, facing her vis-a-vis in a quadrille.
Who says our city and its surroundings
are surpassed any where for beauty, ele-
ganceand comfort. None but a carping
Bohemian, who is determined to find
fault with everything and do justice to
nothing.

We dohopethat these gentlemen who
pass by us and give a hasty glance, will
in future, not be so prompt aboutform-
ing an opinion. They must not Judge
ourtown by outward appearances. Go
intothe heart of the city and you will
find it as cozy aplace, as perfect a little
paradise, as youwouldwish to dwell in?

A terriblesteamboat disaster occurredon Lake Huron about six miles fromshore on Wednesday evening, theninthinstant. The steamboats Pewabic andMeteorstruck eachother, while rnnnini.at full speed, with such force as to crushin tlieentire bow of the former, causingher to sink In four or five minutes, andcarrying down about a hundred passen-gers. It was scarcely dark when theaccident occurred and the boats saweach otherwhensix milesapart. Whenapproachingthey exchanged the usualsignals, and the Pewabic bore off to lettheMeteorpass; but for some unaccoun-tablereason thisboat turned intliesaraedirectionand struck the Pewabic in themanner stated. A numberof thepass-engerson the Pewabic were killed by
thecrushing in of her timbers. There
wciv from one hundred and fifty to twohundred passengers on the Pewabic,only seventy-fiveof whom weresaveil.

The British gunboat Sphynx, one ofthe telegraphic fleet, which "was left be-hind by theGreat Eastern on Thursday
evening, the twenty-seventhofJuly, ar-rived at Heart's Content ou Sunday thesixth instant. She brings no additionalnews in regard to the layingof the ca-ble, but reports the weather as havingbeen favorable. The commanderof theSphyn doesnot see how he could havepassed the Great Eastern without ob-
serving her. The Sphynx arrived un-Idersail, having been short of coal forseveral days. The Cora Clinton arrivedat North Sidney, on Friday, the lltliinstant, andreports that no tidings ofIhe Great Eastern had reached Port auBasque up to the evening previous. Itwas the opinion of Engineer Everettwho assisted in laying the first Atlanticfable, that the layingof thepresent oneis a failure.

The Republican State Convention ofMnine unanimouslyadopted resolutionscongratulating the country on the suc-cess of the national arms and the extir-pationofslavery, and thankingthearmyand navy theretor;expressingconfldeneein PresidentJohnson, asserting therightof the colored people to the exercise oftlieelective franchise, maintainingthatthe Southern people should be kept un-derprovisional governments until it haabeen proved safe to trust them for loy-
alty, and that they should not be adnn.-Icd to representation in Congress untilthey have prohibited slavery in theirState Constitutions and removed colordisabilities, and urging the speedy trialand punishmentof Jeff. Davis.

By the arrival of the Saladin from Biode Janeirowe have later news from thewar on the river Plato. An important
naval engagement had taken place be-tween the Brazilian and Paraguayanfleets at Riachuelo, on the Parano", inwhich the Paraguayans weretotally de-feated, losingfoursteamers and six float-
ing batteries. On the other h&nd, theParaguayans had captured the town ofSan Borjy, In the Brazilian province ofBio Grande.

Communication with the ad-jacent islands has been suspended, butthesteamersstill continue torun betweenEngland and Malta, thus giving thedreaded disease a chance to spread be-yond the Mediterranean.
