The
“Aid,” “ United,” and the Steam Engiue “Gen. B. F. But-
ler,” all took suction at the dock, foot of Roanoke
Square, and played as follows: The *“‘United” sucked
and threw through fifty feet of hose, with an inch noz-
zle, hoth horizontal and perpendicular. The “Aid’
sucked and threw through fifty feet of hose, with a three
quarter inch nozzle, The Stemin Engine “Butler,” sucked
and threw two streams through one hundred and fi ty feet
ofhose, through one and a quarter inch nozzle,and a three
quarter inch nozzle carvying sixty pounds of steam. Se-
veral sections of hose burst belonging to the ‘ ‘Butler.”
The whole affair wound np by a grand and friendly wash-
ing match, in which, in our opinion, “bone and sinew” of
the “Aid” and “United” were too much for the steam
squirt,even if it was twe to one. The pipeman of each
engine, during’the conflict with water, stood up to their
respective pipes manfully, and it was quite a refreshing
scene, particularly to the “great unwashed,” whenever
the stream struck them. We received the full henefit
of oneof the streams, and can fully vouch that the wa-
ter was very wet, and exceedingly briny.

We were gratified to see the familiar face of Assistant
Engineer Kevil on the ground in the midst of his old
and efficient company, the “United,” which fully sustained
Ler reputation as a throwing engine. Our old friends of
the “Aid” have lost nothing by time, and sustains her
well-earned reputation as an efficient company. As to the

during our absence; but her Captain, the portly and well
shaped Gwion still maintains his well established ability
a¢ an efficient officer in the fire department. We noticed
one peculiarity of the steam engine: he is not fixed either
to drink whiskey or throw brickbats, therefore, the “hone
and sinew” in that respect has the advantage over her.

The Board met pursuant to the above
Order,
Present—all the members.
The Board then proceeded to investi-
%ate the shooting of Private John Bray,
0. 'D,” 1st U. 8. Artillery, by Capt.
Martin McCanna, 104th Pa. Vols.
Captain W. H. Rankin, 104th Pa.
Vols., being duly sworn, says: ‘‘Capt.
MeCanna, two (2) sergeants and myself
went into the prison tosee after the pris-
oners, as the sergeant reported there
was a noise inside. We found a number
of men with their balls and chains off.
John Bray was sitting in thedoor-way,
which was against orders. Capt McCan-
na asked him what he was doing there?
He replied, ‘nothing.’ Capt. MecCan-
nasaid ‘gu back to bed.” The man, John
Bray, said he ‘be damned if he would,’
and jumped up and drew a club, and
was in a threatening attitude, The
Captain then shot him. I think the man
would have struck Capt. MeCanna if he
had not have shot him when he did.”
Thomas Rhun, Co. “K,” 104th Pa.
Vols., Sergeant of the guard, being duly
sworn, says: “I was sergeantof the
guard, and sentry, post No.9, called for
me. I answered the call, to see what
was the matter. I asked the gnard what
was wanted, and he said the prisoners
were making a noise. I examined the
prison, and found a numberof the pris-
oners up. I then came down and visited
the guard on the Parapet, and he told me
there was anoisein the prison, as if some
one was trying to dig out. I then re-
orted the fact to Capt. McCanna. Capt.
TcCanna, Capt. Rankin and Sergeant
Beanlon went along and searched the
lower jail. We then proceeded to the
new prison; the Captain stopped and
gave the guard some instructions. I
stopped to see what instructions the
Captain gave the guard, while Captain
Rankin and Sergeant Scanlon went
ahead into the prison. The instructions
given by the Captain were, not to allow
any prisoner to sit in the door. @aptain
McCanna and I went oninto the prison.
As we went into the door this man,
John Bray, was sitting at the door.—
The Captain asked him ‘* what he was
doing there?” He then said he *‘pre-
ferred sitting there;” and the Captain
told him he did not care what he pre-
ferred, and ordered him to his bunk.
He then said he guessed he would sit
where he was, The Captain drew his
revolver and cocked it, and told him to
%et off to his bed as soon as he could.
he prisoner then produced a club, and
remarked, ‘I be God damned if T don’t
show you better than to draw a revolver
on me,” He then drew his club in a
striking position, and was about to
strike the Captain. The Captain then
shot him, killing him instantly.
Sergeant Anthony Scanlon, Jailor,
being duly sworn, says:—* While on

duty in the prison with the Captain, we
found this man, John Bray,

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EXCITING SCENE—GREAT STAMPEDE
oF Horses AT RicuMoND.—The Re-
public of yesterday relates the following
exciting stampede among the Govern-
ment horses in that city :

On Thursday night, about midnight,
there was a most mysterious uprising of
the Government horses confined in the
lot, near Bacon’s Quarter Branch, for-
merly used by the late Confederate
Government for the same purpose—
numbering about 800, They commenced
a sudden stampede, which awoke their
negro attendants, who endeavored in
vain to arrest them. The guard, too,
fired in the air, with the hope that it
would stop them, but not so. owever
as they moved on, regardless of all
efforts to stop them, fifty were precipi-
tated headlong into the deep ravine run-
ning from Baker street to ‘‘ the Branch”
before the remainder could be checked.
All of these were killed or hopelessly
wounded by the fall, and up to Satur-
day persons were engaged in moving
their dead bodies outside the city limits,
The negroes who witnessed the stam-
pede say that the horses drew up in line
of battle, and moved off at a furious rate,
as if in a charge. While we believe
that such was not actually the case, yet
an officer who heard them relate the
circumstance in their highly-colored
strains, stated that, having received, in
1863, a wound in battle, which tempo-
rarily disabled him, he was placed in
charge of one thousand cavaly horses,
and that suddenly one night they stam-
peded under circumstances similar to
those already described, and that it
seemed to him that they did actually
form a line, as if preparing for a cavalry
charge. A Confederate wagon-master
also gave an account of a stampede of
three hundred horses, which he wit-
nessed during the war, a number of
which were Killed in their headlon
fright. He said that nothing unusua
occurred calculated to frighten them on
the night which the stampede occurred,
but that all, as if by common agreement
ran of pell-mell, as if the devil and all
of his imps were after them., An old
negro, more superstitious than his com-
rades who attended the horses alluded
to, aseribes the Bacon’s Quarter Branch
stampede to the sudden appearance of
‘ speerits,” the sight of which was too
much even for horseflesh,

RETUNING To THE PATHS oF PEACE.
The Richmond folks are getting so
peaceful that they have had a series of
prize-fights, The Republic says :

Nearly a week ago we alluded toa
prize-fight which was to have taken
place at the Fairfleld Race Course for
$1,000 aside, between Alick Ross and
Billy Kendrick. It came, however, to
an abrupt termination by Bob Allen go-
ing to the ‘' Clipper Shades,”” Main
street, Ross’ headquarters, and paying
$500 forfeit for his man Kendrick, whom
he said was unable to go through the or-
deal of training. Quite a number of the
“fancy,” who had not been made ac-
quainted with the fact that there would
be no fight between Ross and Kendrick,
were at Fairfield ahead of time, anxious
and ready to witness the milling en-
counter. When they learned the state
of the case, although much disappoint-
ed, they managed to get up an im-

romptu fight between two novices,
K[cClennan and Charles Steiner, known
as ‘*Dutch Charlie,”” for a purse of $80.
The fight was well contested, but Stein-
erlost. A few days afterwards a fight
came off near the defences of the city
between two athletic soldiers, named
Johnson and Carter. The stake was$200
aside, and was won by Carter after a
hotly contested fight, which lasted one
hour and twenty minutes. The num-
ber of rounds fought were, according to
the calculation of one who witnessed
the affair, just thirty, no more nor no
less, and, lo quote a sporting expression,
‘“ the thing passed off lovely.” With
the collapse of the rebellion, ilichmond
has become civilized, and can now, like
New York or Philadelphia, proudly
boast of its prize-ring heroes.

AFFAIRSIN LYNCHBURG,—The Lynch-
burg Virginian (local column) says :
Gradually the city is 1'eturnin|f to its
accustomed status, and falling into its
whilom ways and habits. Business is
reviving, and the streets wear an ani-
mated and active appearance. Our old
merchants are resuming pursuits, and
facesas ‘‘familiar as household words”
are reappearing behind the counters,
The notes of the tobacco horn, musical

again sounding through streets and al-
leys. Theiron horse is again careering
along our railroads, and waking echoes
of hill and valley by his hoarse voice.
The telegraph is.flashing with electric
speed its messages to all parts of the
country, Gas lights are once more mak-
ing bright our howes. Packet and
fre%ght oats are gliding gracefully along
the canal, as of yore—i. e,, before Sheri-
dan ‘“‘washed the bottom out.” Civil
authority has been restored—the city fa-
thers have returned to their parental
labors—the courts have resumed their
sway, and His Honor, the Mayor, has
mounted his throne of justice. These
are some of the evidences of returning
order, progress and enterprise to the ci-
ty. They are encouraging. We are
hopeful of better timmes when the debris
of war shall have been brushed away
and the ways of ‘‘calm, delightful peace”
fully re-established.

DISTURBANCES ABOUT TowN.—There
were several serious disturbances among
the soldiers about town yesterday, in
which three or four were more or lessin-
jured. A fight occurred on Old streetin
the morning between a party of soldiers
belonging to the 4th Massachusetts Cav-
alry, and a party belonging to the 2nd
Pennsylvania Artillery, in which twoor
three of the latter were severely cut
about the head and person with picks
and otherheavy weapons. Their wounds
were properly dressed by a surgeon,
Two of the former were arreeted and
lodged in jail. Another soldier was at-
tacked and severe]ﬁ’ damaged in the
Eastern portion of the city. Other fights
of less importance occurred elsewhere in
the city—all resulting in too much
drinking. The soldiers in this depart-
ment received six months’ pay, and
many of them expended money pretty
freely for liquor. e have seldom seen
so much inebriationonthe streets as was
observable yesterday,and we understand
steps will probably be taken to shut up
the shops of such proprietors as sell too
freely to enlisted men.
