Terrible R;cord of Barbarities.

CONSPIRACY T0 DESTROY AND MURDER,

GEN, B. E. LEF IMPLICATED.

Wasmverox, August 21,1865,

The speeial Military C‘ommission con-
vened this afternoon in the Court of
Claims room, at the Capitol, Major Gien-
cral Wallace President and Col. Chiip-
man Judge Advocate, ‘

At half past one o’clock Captain Wirz,
the prisoner tobe tried, was brought into
the room, guarded on each side by a sol-
dier, The prisoner was requested io
rise, when Colonel Chipman said:—

‘‘Captain Wirz, you are to be tried by
this Military ' Commission. Have you
any personal objeetion to any of its mem-
bers ?”

Judge Hughes, one of the counsel,
said he proposed to make no oljection of
a personal character. They would, how-
ever, at a subseguent stage of the pro-
ceedings, ask to be heard on the plea of
general jurisdiction, especially objecting
tothe mode of constituting the court.—
But if the prisoner was to be tried by a
military commission he would as soon
be tried by this one as any other,

The members of the commission were
thensworn.

The Judge Advocate informed the
prisoner that he was arraigned for trial
under the name of Henry Wirz, Was
that the name?

The prisoner replied that it was.

Judge Hughes desired to say that the
charges and specifications were not. de-
livered to the prisoner until yesterda
afternoon, and were not seen by his
counsel till
