Should
the rains fail us, Henvenhelp the jieople,
for we know not what would become
of them. Their "how not to do it"
policy has entered into thevery marrow
of their bones, and become therule antl
guide of all their actions. They have
been talking about supplying their city
with water for the last century, and are
farther now from the adoption ofany
feasible plan than when the question
was first raised. They arefully impressed
with the urgent necessity of having a
constant and abundant supply of good
ami wholesome water, but are appalled
at the immensity of the undertaking, at
the exertion, labor and money it will
require; and so theypostpone action In
the matter year afteryear, relying upon
theirstagnant cisterns, tilledwith dead
verminand the filth of thegutters. They
procrastinate from day to day, foolishly
delaying to a more convenient season a
\u25a0work which they should long since
have had completed, and which might
havebeen asource of revenue to thecity
a quarterof acentury ago. This lethargy,is most shameful in the peopleof a large
commercial town, and should be no
further indulged. It is contrary to the
spirit ofthe age, and must be shaken ott'
at once. It is a grievous sin?a burden
that wecan no longeruftbi'd tobear, and,
with manyother dead weights, we must
cast it into the sea of the past, if we
would lido safely in the harbor of the
future.

I.very citizen of Norfolk sees and feels
the necessity of an abundant supply of
good water'forall thepurposes oflife; it
is essential to the safety, theprosperity
and the cleanliness of the city,?facts
thataresowell known, and so apparent,
that it seems like a, waste of words to
call the attention of the public to them.

Inone
of my despatches of some days since i
will be remembered, says the corre-
spondent, thatI stated thatsome of tin
hankers and brokers ofRichmond, and
all those at Lynchburg, were charging
the soldiers who had been paid off in
theseseven-thirties a discount on them
of four and eight dollars per hundred
dollars. Hereupon a strong complaint
was made to the PaymasterGeneral ot
the United States Armyat Washington,
who directed an immediate investiga-
tion, which resulted in the instant trans-
fer of Colonel Binney to the national
lapilal for examination.

Senator Sumner on the Basis oi
Representation.?lt appears by the
following record that the recent propo-
sitionof (.Jen. JSchenckofOhioto amend
the Constitution so that representation
shall be apportioned according to the
number ofvoters, and not according to
population, was anticipated by Hon.
Charles Sumner severalmonths ago :

"ln the Senate, Feb. 0, 1686, Mr. Sum-
ner submitted the followingamendmeiil
to the Constitution, which, ou his mo
tion, wasreferred lo the Committee otthe Judiciary :

Amendmenttothe domination,appor
tioniny representatives in Oonffrem aocordiny to thenumber of actual electors.
"Repivseiilatives nhall be apportioneU
aniong the several States which may beiiiiaiiideilwithin the I'liiim uccordiuyte
the numberof male citizensof aye hue
iiuj in each State the qualifications re-
(juixitejor elector,of tbe meet numcrou*branch of the State Legislature. Tht
actualenumerationof such citizensshallbe made by the census of the UnitedStates."In submitting this amendment Mr.Sumner remarkedthat one of two alter-natives was open : The suffrage must btsecured to the new-made freedmtiit,which was the just course, or the uiiiii-
berof representativesmust be apportion-
edaccording lo theactual electors,whichwould make it for the Interest ofa State
to extend the franchise. Without oneof these measures the political power ofthe oldslave masters would be enlarged
by theProclamation of Emancipation."
