Aud lie it furOierenacted, That a printed copy
of everylaiok, pamphlet,map, chart, musical composition,
print, engraving, or photoKraph, for which a copyright
shall be act'lircd uuder said acts, shall be trunsmitttsl flee
of poßtagc or other expeuae by tlio autlini- or proprii-tor
thereof, wlthiu one moutli of the dateof publication, to
the libraryof Congressat Washingtonfor the v.v of said
library; aud tlie librarian of Congress is hereby required
to itive a receipt ill writiug for the same.

Sec. 3. Ami be it further enacted, That if any propri-
etor of a book, pamphlet,map, chart, musical composi-tion, print, engraving, ur photograph, for which a copy-
right shall ho secured aa aloreaaid, ahall neglectto doliv ti-the saute pursuant to therequirement of this act, it ahull
tin Iheduty ol the librarian of Congress.te make demandthereof iv writing, ut any lime within twelve monthsalter the publication thereof; ami in default of the dehvety thereof within one month after the demand shallhave been wade, ihe right of exclusive imblicatiou se-cured p.. such proprietor under tho acts of Congress re-specting copyright ahull be forfeited.

S-C. 4. Andbe it further enacted, That in tlio construc-
tion of this act tho word "book" shall be construed himeaneveryvolume and part of a volume, together wl_iall iniips,priuts or other engravings belonging thereto;aud ahall include vcipy'.of any secundor aiil.sequei.t edi-tion which shall be publishedwith any additions, whethertlie first edition of such book shall have been publishedbefore or after tho passingtif thia act: Provided, »«_\u25a0-
e?r, That it shall not ho requisite to deliver to titosaid library tiny copy nf the second or any subsequent
edition of anyboric, unless the same ahall contain luhh-.tioua as aforesaid, nur of any book which ia not tho aub-joct of copyright.
