BUTLER IN NEW ORLEANS.

The New Orleans Picayune, under the
heading of ‘“Just Restitution,’” pub-
lishes a leading article, which we give
below, in reference to the favors granted
by the President to Mrs. Ida Cora Slo-
comb, in the return of her property and
the restoration of her civil rights,

disgraced the calendar of Newgate. Per-
haps the ladies the Picayune refers to
could find their effects by applying to
Banks, Flanders and their satellites.

The following is the article from the
Picayune alluded to :

Our respected fellow-townswoman,
Mrs. Cora Slocomb, it is stated in the
fapers, has been restored to her property
n this city, through the intercession of
Gen. Butler. It is said the General de-
manded this act of pardon and restitu-
tion as due to Mrs. Slocomb in conse-
quence of his pledge and promise to that
lady, made whllstgxe was the command-
ing General of this Department. We
need hardly say that, in: common with
our whole community, we rejoice in this
act of grace and favor extended to so
estimable a ladi' as Mrs. 8., and we give
Gen. Butler full credit for the discharge
?:i t%n obligation of honor and good

‘We trust that his sensibility to appea}s
of the character of Mrs. Slocomb s will
not be satisfled with this act. There
are a great many other claims on his
honor and faith, quite as strong as Mrs.
8.’s—to which, it is hoped, he will give
his early and earnest attention.

On occupying this city, General But-
ler issued a_ proclamation, under date of
the 1st of May, 1862, which ccntained
this clause : **All the rights of proper-
ty, of whatever kind, will be held in-
violable, subject only to the laws of the
United States.”” This was the pledge
Gen. Butler made, not as his promise

through the iutervention of General
Butler, and upcen his disinterested rep-
resentation. But the Picayune goes on
to make some very unfair statements re-
garding other matters, twisting facts to
suit its purposes and the purposes of the
General’s enemies ; and by wilful sup-
presgion of the truth, and devilish inu-
endo, leaves much to be inferred, when
it might have made all as plain as day,
bhad its object been to do justice. But,
like many otbers, who have not the
courage to boldly face a depraved publi¢
taste for dealing in unjust detraction
whenever the name of this statesman
is mentioned-*although it knows the
utter falsity of the thousand vile fabri-
eations touching his fair fame—the
Picayune, which is also’ much indebted
to his forbearance and kindness, must
negds, under cover of hypocritical praise,
join with the balance of the hungry
pack in asort of Blanch Sweetheart, and
Tray in his persecution,

The facts of this case, as we recollect

to Mrs. Slocomb was, in a private letter,
but in a solemn public act, issued by
him as a high officer of the Govern-
m?i“}t' 1 fided in this promi
le e confided in this hise
and act’:;loﬁ n it, resuming their busi-
ness avocations and conforming to the
orders of the Federal authorities. What
followed is known to the world. ‘‘The
rights of property’”’ were not only vio-
lated, by a thousand acts, not autho-
rized by the laws of the United States,
but millions of dollars of personal ef-
fects, of more than even their apparent
value, were seized and apgroprimd by
persons assuming to act under the autho-
rity of Gen. Butler. There is scarcely a
family in town, many of them as good
Union people as those who depredated
upon them, which has notsuffered in this
way ; hardly alady who has not contrib-
uted to the splendid stock of jewelry of
famil memorlaln,(})ictures and furniture,
which disappeared from this city during
the summer and autumn of 1862. A
reat deal of other pro’pertly; vanished in
ike ummner—’)ropcrty which was not
needed for military purposes, and which
was not claimed or used or appropriated
by the United States. If this property
was liable to confiscation, it belonged to
the United States. It would be a fraud

them, are these : Mrs. Slocomb, a very
wealthy lady of New Orleans, remained
there after the city was captured, and
conducted herself in a becoming and
very lady-like manner, scorning to de-
scend to the vulgar practices of those
who thronged the streets, and improved
every opportunity to insult the Federal
officers and the flag. She had a gallant
son in the rebel army, young Cuthbert

-Slocomb, who was a Captain in the

Washington Artillery, and as courteous
in bearing, and liberal in feeling, as he
was gallant in action. Now, although,
Cuthbert, was perbaps the head of the
family, still the property actually be-

Not the Government, for it did not ap-
prove orsanction such acts, Individuals
not acting under the orders of superior
officers would certainly be amenable to
the laws, civilly and criminally, for
such acts; and in they acted under
orders, the parties issuing such orders
would be amenable therefor.

THE LONDON TSMES ON - SHERMAN’S
MODESTY, BOLDNESS AND SAGACITY.—
Whatever may have been the character
of General Sherman’s audience at St.
Louis, there is no mistaking the modes-
tg with which he told them the story of
the campaign of the Miscissippi; nor
can any one fail to appreciate the feeling
which prompted him to stop at a point
where the narrative must have been a
mere history of his own successes, It
is no easy trial to a victorious General
to stand before an- audience already ex-
cited in his favor, He must neither be
cold nor vainglorious.  The first would
be a rebuke to his hearers, the second an
injury to himself. General Sherman
deserves the %reatet credit for having

assed through the ordeal with sucecess.

e took up the narrative of the war at
a time when he was almost unknown,
and he dropped it before he became the
:‘ingle object of attention and specula-

on.

There is a homely plainness about the
speech of Geperal Sherman at St. Louis,
which will, perhaps, be regarded in this
country as its mest admirable character-
istic. The successful soldier addresses
the nation of the world most given to
rhetorical oratory in words blunt and
rude as ever Othello could have used.
Of himself he says little, and he never
speaks of his soldiers or colleagues ex-
cept by way of praise. It is thus that
he disarms all criticism on the occasion
of his speech. At the first blush no-
thing can be more opposed to our mno-
tions than that a General should be
called upon to address a mixed audience
upon the campaign in which he took a
leading part. Once, indeed, an Admi-
ral announced the victories, he-was go-
ing to achieve, but he was excused ﬁe
cause he came from a demonstrative
race, and his exploits, possibly from no
fault of his, bore but a slight proportion
to his promises. We are accustomed,
however, to look with more favor upon
the older commander, whose despatch
to the Admiralty was confined to the
sentence, ‘‘I have destroyed all the
Spanish vessels on this ‘coast, their
names and rating as per margin.”’—
General Sherman’s speech twas longer,
but it was as plain and direct, and it
must be said of him that he was as
modest in victory as he was bold and
sagacious in battle,
