A REMARKABLE LETTER.
What General Sherman Said to a Southern

Friend in 1864.

[From the Hums, ill,. Advocate,August .11.)
Mr. D. M. Martin lias handed us the

following letterfrom General Sherman
to himself, whish we beg ourreaders to
read carefully. It shows the animusof
thecountry in lighting for the Union,
and the stupendous, insane folly of se-
cession, by which fatal act the Southhas lost so much :

My Dkab Old Friend : When in

Larkinsville last winter 1 inquired afteryou and could get no positive answer.?I wish you had sent me your letter ofIJanuary!&?which f have justreceived?for I couldhave madeyou feel at easoat once. IndeeddoI well rememberourold timesabout Bellefonte, and the ride
we took to the corn mill, and the little
farm where I admired the handsome
colt, and triedto buy it. Timehas worn
on, and you are now an old man, iv want
aud suffering, and I also, no longer
young, but leading an hostile army on
the very road I came when I left Belle-
toiite.aiidat this moment pouring into
Atlanta the dread missilesofwar?seek-ing the lives of its people. And yet I
am the same William Tenuinseh Slier
man youknew in 1844, with as warm a
heart as ever, and anxious that peaceand plenty shall prevail in this Intnl.and to prove it, I defy Jefferson Davis,
General Lee or General Hood to make
the sacrifice for peace that Iwillperson-
ally and officially. I will to-day lay
down mypowerand my honor?already
won?will strip myself naked, and my
child and wile?stark naked in the 'world as wo came, and begin lifeanew,if the peopleof the South will but cease
the wur, elect their members of Con-
gress, and let them settle by argument
and reason the questions growing out of
slavery, insteadof trying to divideour
country into two angry halves, to quar-
rel and to fight to the end of time. Our? country cannot be dividedby an Eastand West line, and must be one, aud ifwe must fight letus fight it out now, and
not bequeath It to our children. I was
nevera politician,butresigned from the,army and lived in California till 185",
when I came back with my wife aud
threechildren, whowantedto be near
home?Mr. Ewing's, not Mr. Corwin's?
but I had theold army so ground in my
composition thatcivilpursuits were too
tame,and I acceptedan offer as presi-
dentoftheLouisiana Military Academy.
Therefore, at the timeof Lincoln's elec-
tion I wasat Alexandria,on Red river.
I saw. and you must have seen, that the
Southern politicians wanted to bring
aboutsecession, separation. Theycould
have elected Mr. Douglas, but they so
managed that Lincoln's election was
morecertain, and after they had accom-
plished this, was it honest and fair for
them to allege it as a cause of war? Did
not Mr. Breckinridge,as VicePresident,
Inhisseat,declareMr.Lincoln Unlawful-
ly electedPresidentoftheUnitedStates?
Was it ever pretended the President
was our Government? Don'tyouknow
thatCongress makes the laws, the Su-
preme Court judgesthem, and the Pres-
ident only executes them? Don't you
know that Mr. Lincoln, of himself,
couldnot takeawayyourrights? Now,
I was inLouisiana, and while theplan-
ters and mechanics and industrial peo-
ple were happy and prosperous, thepol-
iticiansand busy-bodies were scheming
and plotting,and got theLegislature to
pass an ordinance of secession, which
was submitted to the people, who voted
against it?yet the politicians voted the
State out, and proceededto take posses-
sion of the United States mint, the
forts, the arsenal?and tore down the
old flag and insulted it. That, too, be-
fore Mr. Lincoln had got to Washing-
ton. I saw these things, and begged
Bragg, and Beauregard, and Governor
Moore, and a host of personal friends,
to beware. Iv that was high treason.
But they answered the North was made
up of mean manufacturers, of traders,
if fsymers, who would not fight. The
people .Of the North never dreamed of
Interferingwith the slaves or property
nf the South. They simply voted as
they had a right to' do, and they could
not' understand why the people of the
South should begin to take posses-
sion of the United States forts and ar-
senals till our Government had done
somethingwrong-somethingoppressive.
The South began the war. You know
It. I and millions of others living at
the South know it, but thepeopleof the
North were as innocent of it as your
Little grand-children. Even after forts
bad been taken, public armsstolenfrom
our arsenals and distributed among the
angry militia, the brave and honest
freemen of the great North could not
realize the fact, and did not until Beau-
regard began to lire upon a garrison of
the United States troops in a fort built
by thecommon treasury ot the whole
jouutry. Then, as by a mighty up-
heaval, the people rose and liegan to
;hink of war, and not until then. 1 re-
ligned my post IP Louisiana in March,
801, because of the public act on th«>
jartof the State in seizing the United
\u25a0states arsenal at BatoU Rouge, and
A-ent to SaintLouis, where Ireadily got
ucrative employment, hopiDgthatsome
mange would vet avert the war. But it
'\u25a0amc, aud I and all my military educa-
tion had to choose. I repeat that then,
H now, I had as much love for the
honest people of the South as any man
living. Had they remained true to tbe
country I would have resisted, even
with arms, any attackupon their rights
?even theirslaverights. But when, as
a people, they tore downour oldflag,
and spit upon it, and called us cowards
and dared us to the contest, then I
took up arms to maintain the integ-
rity of ourcountry, andpunish the men
who challenged us to the conflict, is
this not a truo picture? Supposing the
North had patiently submitted, what
would havebeen the verdictof history
aud the world? Nothing else but the
North was craven and coward. Will
\u25bcon say theNorth is craven and coward
now? Cruel and inhuman as this wai
has been,and maystill continue to be
It was forced upon us. We had nochoice
And we have no choice yet. We mus
no on even to theend of time; evenif i
result in taking a million of lives am
desolating the whole land leavingade
vert behind. We must maintain the in
t__rity of our country. And the da;
will when the little graudchll

Mexican anarchy by theact ofSouthern
politicians, who'oaire uo more for you,
or such as you, than they care for Hot-
tentots. I have never underrated the
magnitudeof this war, for I kuow the
size of the South, and the difficulty of
operating in it. But I also know that
the Northern races have ever since the
war began had more patienceand per.

All mankind shall recogui/i
in us a brave and stubborn race, not tc
lie deterredby the magnitudcbfthedan-
ger.

Where are tin
haughty planters of Louisiana, win
compared our hard-working, intelligent
whitesof the North with their negroes'.
The defeats we have sustained havt
hardly made a phase in our, course, ami
the vaunted braves of Tennessee, Mis
sissippi, Louisiana, Missouri, &<?., in-
stead of walking roughshod over the
freemenof the North, are engaged in
stealing horses and robbing poor old
people for a living, while our armies

(w treadin every Southern State, and
