Judge Wardlaw, Alfred Huger, and
Colonel Dawkins, of South Carolina, on I
Friday afternoon had an interview with
President Johnson at the White House.
They were accompanied hy W. \V.
Tivseott, Esq., 1 .x.-outlvo Agent of that
State.

Tlio Prcnideut, after the customary
preliminaries of reception, invited them
to bo seated, when at once the coiivnisa-

tion commenced by Judge Wardlaw in-
forming him that they were adelegation
from the .State Convention of South
Carolina, sent hither Io present cartels
memorials ofthat body, Th-__ memo-
rials had beon very carefully considered
iv tlioOonvention, and he believed they
told exactly the truth.

The President Inquired the object of
the memorials.

Judge Wardlaw informed him that
one of them was in behalf of Jelleixon
Davis, A. H. Stephens, IJeorg. A. Tren-

holm, aud Governor McCrath. He Mid i
they had understood, by the kind inter-
ference of the President, Mes.rs. Ste- ,
phens and Trenholni had already been
roleased from closo confinement and per- j
milled to return to their homes. He ,
would ask for Governor Met.rath,either ,
a pardon or that ho might be released on |
his parole. They could assure the Presi- |
jdent no harm would result from euch an
act of clemency. (
! The President replied thatfillcould not. t
he pardoned fttonre. The business must
jbe proceeded with giadually, anil an ef- ,
fort made to execute the law.

;crimination was necessary as wo go ,
along.

Judge Wardlaw replied that the dele-
gation presented no such argument as ,

The President said sometimes the p«- ,
culiar locality had much to do with par-
dons. Like many other tilings in hu-
man affairs we cannot have a fixed rule.
Much depends on discretion and circum- |
stances. Ifwe know ourselves we want .
to do what is best and just, and to show |
a proper degree of humanity on the part
of the Ooverumeut.

Judge Wardlow remarked that they
had not come hither to express their
own hopes and desires, but as delegates
from the South Carolina Convention, to
presen the memorial* of that body in a
formal manner.

The Pkeside-IT.—We will, gentle-
men, extent! all the facilities and civili-
ties which the question requires. We
would pjiler topardon tivtuty men than
refuse one.

Judge Wardlaw replied that they did
not design to gay anything with refer-
ence to GovernorMcGrath, further than
that they believed much good would re-
sult by "the exercise of tho Executive
clemency toward him.

Colonel Dawton said: "Ifwe can get
Governor McGrath paroled, itwould be

'a great relief to him at the present time."
Judge Wardlaw thanked tlie Presi-

dent for having released Messrs. Ste- .
phcr.sandTrenhohn.

The President—Wo have that far an- ,
ticipated your memorial.

Mr. Huger said: "Mr. Trimholm was
one of their most useful men, and there
was no tloubt that ho would exert all his
power with a view to entire harmony
between the State and the government.

"Dear Sherman: Tlie bill reviving

tho grade of lieutenant-general in tho
army has become a law, and my name
has been sent to the Senate for tho
place. 1 now receive orders to report to
Washington immediately in person,
which indicates a continuation, or a
likelihood of confirmation.

I start iv the morning to comply with
the order.

Whilst Ihave been eminently success-
ful iv this war, in at least gaining the
confidence of the public, no ono feels

'more than 1 J|ow much of this success is
due to the energy, skill and the harmo 1

Inious putting forth of that energy and
skill, of those whome it has been thy)
good fortune to have occupying subor-
dinate positions under me.

There are many officers to whom these

You aro now Washington's legitimate
successor, and occupy a position of al-
most dangerous elevation ; but If you
can continue, as heretofore, to be your-
self, simple, honest, and unpretending,
you willenjoy through life the respect
and love offriends and ihe homage of
millions of human beings, that will
award yon a large share in securing to
them and their descendants n govern-
ment of law and stability.

Irepeat, you do General McPherson
ami myself too much honor.

My only point of doubt was, in your
knowledge of gran I strategy, and of
books of science and history ; but, I con-
fess, your common sense "aeemii to have
supplied all these.

Now,as to the future. Don't fctay inWashington. Come West. Take to your-
self the whole Mississippi Valley. Let
us make itdead sure—and I tell you the
Atlantic slopes and the Pacific'shore,
will follow its destiny, ns sure as thelimbs of a tree live or die with the main
trunk. We have done much, but Mil
much remains. Time and time

_ Influ-
ence are with do. We could almost af-
ford to sit still and let those influences
work.

Here lies the seat of the coming em-
pire ; and from tlie West, when our task
is done, we will make short work of
Charleston and Richmond, and the im-
poverished coast of the Atlantic.
