flood of the Mississippi. If General Mil.
roy finds anybody selling mischievous

ublications within the sphere of his au-
fhority, he might give him a good
thrashing, or put him in the stocks; but
he cannot reach the editors and publish-
ers; who are making money by the pub-
lication in New York, Chicago or lL.ou-
isville,

* Each military commander, subject
to me, may suppress all disorders and
immoralities in the sphere of his com-
mand as best he can; but my belief is,
the proper remedy is to punish the men
who publish the objectionable matter, if
residing in his jurisdietion ; or ifabsent,
then the party who circulates the papers.
Give a good horsewhipping toany man
‘who would dare advise a soldier to de-
sert, This is all the notice I would take
of such things at this epoch of the war.”
