SPEECH OF [SENATOR DOOLITTLE
AT

MILWAUKIE, WISCONSIN.

THE BUFFBAGE QUESTION DISCUSSED j
{From the Dailj Wisconsin^]

A largo anil crowded assembly gath-
ered in the Academy of Music to listen
tothe addressof Hon. James R. Doolit- 'tie, upon the iui)x>rthiit issues of the
day. On being introduced, Senator '.
Doolittlesaid: 1

Mr. I'residcnt and fe,Uow-cithenet: I 1
was never struck more with the jieeu- <liar charadef of President Lincoln than
upon one occasion when I called upon ?'
him at the White House, and had a very 'freeand interesting conversation on the 'subject ot' the denunciations, which at ]
one period of his administration wort! «freely indulged In by thosewhochiimcd '?
lo be his friends. It was about the time 1
that he withdrew the proclamation of ?emancipation of General Fremont jan 'act which was very much criticised, ? 'There Mere many who believed,.and
honestly believed, that Mr. Lincoln had j
made a mistate in not sustaining this 'act of General Fremont; but the truth I
is, thatMr. Lincoln, from his position,
looking over the whole field, with nil
his advantagesofobservation, saw much 'more clearly the real state of the case
than thosegentlemen tlid who wero so '\u25a0
freely denouncing him.

STOKV OF THE UNIVERSAL SOLVENT.
Under thesecircumstances it was that

he had Ibis conversation with me, 'which lam about to relate. Speaking
of those denunciations, ho said in sub-
stance: There is always a class of per-
sons in every political organization, in \every church organization, in every so-
ciety, whose natural tendencies are to
disintegration, to finding fault. It. is in
their natural disposition. Said he:?
Then is WeuUell Phillip*, for example.
He is the leader of a great school, or
ptM*, of men whose natural inclination
is always to be dissatisfiedwith being in
the majority. They seem to be perfect-ly at home when in a minority, but feel I
tin compunction when leading v mnjori-
ty into v minority. Their own pe-
culiar views can have full scope in a
minority. In all kinds ol asso-
ciations, they are a kind of "univer-
sal solvent; " ami, said he, "tliey fen
mind me of something." He then pro-
ceeded with one of those happy illustra-
tions, which he would make in his own
inimitable manner, more forcibly, I
think, than any man I ever saw, rela-
ting this anecdote: Bentd thata man
once, passing along the BOM near the

I woods,saw a littlehouse built of logs,
thai looked something like a hermit's
coll; and lie had the curiosity tolook in.There was a man at work, who had a
forgo and bellows, crucibles, retorts, and
various chemical preparations, and he
MM preparing and compounding, ami
mixing and melting, aud blowing. In
short, he had a regular laboratory. Said
the man: "What aro yon doing here,
my friend?" and lie answered: "1 am
afteruyrcat principle. I wish to dis-
cover that principle in nature, or that
property in nature,whichhastlioclicni-
ical power to dissolve everything it
touches, the instant it touches it."
"Well," said he, after a thoughtful
pause, and a doubting shake of the head,
"when you have discovered it, what
willyou'keep it in ?" [Laughter.!

Wendell Phillips reminds me of the
universal solvent. [Laughter.] Now,
there is that qualityof mind that soma
men possess?they are not to blame for
it?that no society, no church, and no
party can hold them long. They are a
kind of univernalno/vent. If, for a time,
they are in a majority, they are always
for dissolving it. They will do verywell in the minority, which has no re.sponsibility; has nothing to do but to
oppose everything aud to propose no-
thing; nothing but to find fault with
the leadersof the partyin power. Theymay be, and sometimes are, of service
to a party in power. They are active,
energetic, enterprising, ami make first-
rate scouts to be sent out In advanceofthe grand army itself, lint 1 toll you,
li'lliiw-eitizius, that an administration
party, governing a great country, in a
great crisis, lias noright to be governed
by siuh men or by any such considera-
tionsas these, Such aparty bu other
viirk todo. * * * ?

NIGRO SUFFRAGE AT THE SOUTH.
Now, my friends, let mo assure you

thai this right of suNVage, if it woiv
given to them in a mass, as they pro.
pose, would clleet no such result. If
the condition is?as you allow it lo ho-?
thai the white men in tho mass are dis
posed to oppress and crush them, If you
weiv to give this right of suttrageto the
mass of negroes as I hey now are, it
would aii'ord them no more security
than if given into the hands of chil-
dren. That right maybe finally given
to them, but it must be given by the
States themselves: first, by extending
it to those that have borne arms, ami
have shown themselves capable of dis-
charging the duty?it may be one infive, orone in ten?but to give it now to
the mass, in the present condition of
things, would be no security, anil no
protection whatever. They'have for
two hundredyears been subject to the
domination of the white race, and al-
though the war has broken the chains
of slavery, ami has set them free, yetthat freedom is comparatively a nomi-
nal freedom For if, at this day, they
went to the polls to vote, if they"did notvote to please the dominant race, they
wouldnot come t/n.re at all.

CONFLICT OK RACKS.
But fellow-citizens, let me tell you

there It another thing connected with
this proposition, one far mote serious,
and which you may not fully havecon-
sidered in ail its bearings. I do not\u25a0peak or assume to sjicak upon this mo-
mentous question, involving, it may be,
the very existence of that people, upon
my own authority alone. I shall quoteto'you the authority of thosewhoknow
of what they speak, and whoso warning
voice no reasonable loan can disregard.
First of all, i quote to you theauthority
of Thomas Jefferson himself, the man
who drew the Declaration of Indepen-
dence, who gave utterance to thoseevermemorablewords, "all men arecreatedequals." The same )ien which drewthat declarationalso declared, "nothing
is more certainly written in the book of
fate than that these men are to be free ;and it is equally certain that the two
races can never live equally free upon
the samesoil, sideby side."

OPINION OF THE PRESIDENT.
Mr. Johnson, the President of the

lluited States, informed me as early an18.57, after theFremontcampaign whichoccurred in 1806?he informed me that'in the State of Tennessee therearose an
insurrection. If you remember, sever-

BwUvs i.*ii» iiiiiiiisoii w«iH i itt'ii »jovt*riioi 1there. There was then such an alarm
spread iv the Slate that a great man} Ipersonsand companies called upon him
for arms. Ho inquiredfor whatpurpose?
Theysaid to defend themselves against
insurrection. Largequantities of arms
were distributed. But when he cain<
to examine into the facts, he found the
whiteswereorganizing in considerable
numbers, with thepurposeofextermin-
ating the whole negrorace in that por-
tion of Tennessee. He was compelled
to call out themilitiaand useevery ex-
ertion to prevent it.

In conversation,with him, not long
since, he said tome thai,while hewouln
desire that those States in the formation
of theirconstitution should do as they
ditl in Louisiana,strike out all constitu-
tional restriction upon colored suffrage,
and that (he legislature should be em-
powered to extend, from time to time,
the lights nf suffrage to certain suiierioi
classes of the colored people, such as
thosewho had performed military ser-
vice,who had for a long time been heads
of families, and supported them by
their own industry, and who had de-
monstrated clearly tlieir intellectual fit-
ness to exercise this right of suffrage,
While he would be glad to see that com-
ing from the States themselves, as it
was a right which the States alone
should grunt, he was decidedlyof opin-
ion that if he, as President, in the
present condition of the people there,
in the present condition of theold pre-
judices, almost haired existing between
the two races, wert? to insist that suf-
frage should be granted to the mass of
the coloredpeople in those States as a
condition precedent to their being re-
cognized as States in the L'nion, it
would produce actual war between, the
blacks and thewhiles. Mr. Johnsonall
his life has lived there, and litis been
Governor of Tennessee before the rebel-
lion,and military Uoveinor during the
rebellion, ami he knows what be, says.

OI'INION OFUKKKiIALUHAX'r.
i'.ut i will not stop here. This is too

serious a matter for men with tlippanl
tongue to pass over, as If there wore
nothing in it. The other day, when
General < Irani was here, spending seve-
ral hours with liini in free conversation
upon this subject among others, lie ex-
pressed tome the same opinion. Said
1: "General Grant, I never quote pri-
vate conversation without express per-
mission. Am 1 permitted to state what
you now state to me? " Said be: "Cer-
tainly; there is no concealmenton my
part.' And he stated to me in the con
versation thata considerable portion of
the troubles between the whites and the
blacks, that had already occurred, was
inconsequence of this unwise attempt
to force negrosuffrage in those States.
He said, further, that if the Federal
government were to attempt to do it!

there.

Wo cau contemplate in I'residcnt
Johnson a specimen of the men l>y
which these results are worked owl. No
doubt, all tailors have not the genius of
Andrew Johnson, nor all rail-splitters
the honesty ami rare political instinct of
Abraham Lincoln; but how comes it
thai, in conducting a war and in cuti-
Oludlng a peace, the States
should have hit upon these tWosnoop*| Unliable rulers, sprung from the indus-trial ranks'.'

The answer is that when the people
govern?the whole people, and not the
privileged fravrmculs ofthe nation?tho
ablest men will, as a general rule, find
(heirway to the front, and thus iv sea-
sons ofemergency the interests (if thecountry are contided to the bare, not ofof antiipiatcd imbecility, but of genius,
of skill, and nf statesmanship. Those
institutions cannot be radically defec-tive which, in a season of trial, so rapid-
ly brought out twoSUch rulers as Lin-coln and Johnson, and twosuch soldiers
us Cruutnuil Sherman. Is it not worth
trying aftersuch an experience,whetherbur artisans and rail-splitters are tit to
give a vote '.'?
