HOSE REMINISCENCES OF KB. DAVIS'S

FLIGHT.
A New York correspondent of the

NewOrleans Picayune, whosigns him-
self Antelope, furnishes thatpaper with
some very pathetic, but rather doubtful,
reminiscencesof the flight of Mr. Davis
from the fallen Capital of the Confede-
racy. The correspondent alludesto the
reported capture of Davis's treasure,
and says it is well known that the fugi-
tive President was in actual penury,
and had no treasure to he captured ;
that the bullion recovered belonged to
tho banks of Richmond and New Or-
leans. We doubt not that the funds
belonged to those banks, but as Mr.
I "avis had charge of the money, he
could of course uso it, and was not, i
therefore, penniless or in want. It is

mansion Mr. Davis rested while tarry-
ing in that town, a period of some ten .

"This mostestimablefamily, previous i
to the arrival of their distinguished l
guest, had not heard of his really redu-
ced pecuniary condition; but while j
there it came to tho ears of the Major's i
wife, who,with true womanlykindness, Iset about to surprise their guest. Their istock of gold, laidaside fora'rainy day,'
was by no means exhausted, and thu
old lady from this stock counted out
$1,000, which she sewed up carefully in
a small bag. Nothing was said about it
until the eve of the guest's departure,or
rather just as he was aboutstepping into
his carriage, when the Major remarked,
'Mr. President, here is a small token
which my wife has begged I should
hand to you, in the hope that you may
rind it useful while on your journey.'?
'What is it, Major." asked Davis. The
Majorreplied, 'it is a mere trille of gold
?Uike it, and ask no further ques-
tions.' ""'lcaunot,' replied Mr. Davis, and,
bursting into tears, lie ieajted into his
carriage, witli a 'God bless you and
yours, Major!' and ordered the driverto
moveon.

"He verily took 'neither purse nor
ecrip' for his journey, yet everyfewdays
"we were regaled witli tho tidings of fur-
ther captures of his 'treasure.' That
there wus treasure in the train which I
preceded Davis, is well known, but up-
ou that treasure he held noclaimswhat-
ever, nor did he scarcely give it a
thought.

Yet, if whatI hear be
true, President Johnsonwished it had
been otherwise. At this hour lie had far 'rather that Jefferson Davis was where
SecretaryBenjamin is, or anywhere else,
than within the United States, and an
occupantof Fortress Monroe. We have
been repeatedly told that Davis wouhl
be "tried! " Do not place too much re-
liance upon that! It is the opinionof
those Very nearDavis and the Execu-
tive that lie will neverho triedat all,but
will be allowed quietly to leave the
country.

"Davis' best friends,however,are ex-
tremelyanxious for a trial, and have |
madeearnest entreaties to secure it, but, ,
thus far, without the slightest prospect
that their desires will ever be granted. 'Davis himselfhas also plead for it."

This last paragraphcontains a direct
falsehood. There is not one of Mr. Da-
vis' friends, either North or South,

I'ARSON BKOWNLOW SCOLDIN0 HIS PEEBR

Parson William C. Brownlow, the
editorof the Knoxville Whig, has been
in collision with a coupleof coloredsol-
diers. The following is a description of
the affair, from Governor Brownlow's
own pen: \u25a0

"One-half of all the colored soldiers
in uniforms in East Tennessee have no
respect for that uniform, and do notap-
preciate its dignity and importance.
Twoof them in full uniform, some time
since, upon a narrow sidewalk in this
city, knocked the writerof this article

A Remajikaisle Tkei:.?The Paris
correspondentof theNew York Metho-
dist! furnishes the following interesting
account of v species of tree brought
within a few years from Australia to
Algiers:

The Monitcur, in givingan account of
the Kmperor's recent visit to theJardind' Acclimation at Algiers, stated that
his Majesty way much struck with the
rapid growth of theEucalyptus Resin-
ifera, or Australian gumtree, which has
attained a height of30 feet and a diame-
ter of six inches in two years. This re-
markable tree, iv its native soil?Aus-
tralia?sometimes reaches theheight of
340 feet, and lias been found more than
nineteen feet in diameter at about a
yard from the ground. It often yields
planks two hundred feet long without
a single defect. The wood, not-
withstanding its rnpid growth, is
hard and heavier than oak. It also
presents beautiful colors, and is, conse-
quently, well adapted for cabinet work.
An astringent gum, known in com-
merce as "kino," is obtained by mak-
iiur incisions into its barks. The eu-
calyptus isan evergreen; its leaves have
nearly the same shape as the laurel.
The developmentsof its lateral branch-
es are no less wonderful than its stems ;
they aresmall until the trunk attain:.
theheight of one hundred feet, when
they shootout horizontally,sometimes
to the length of ninety feet, giving the
tree the appoaraueeof an immense um-
brella. The seed, strange tosay, is very
small, and not unlike thatof the tobac-
co plant; the flowers are white, of a
most agreeable smell, and much liked
by bees, which extract from them a
most delicioushoney.

THE NEWS.
The firemen's paradein Philadelphia

on Monday was a most imposing dis-
play.
