VIRGINIA SCENERY.

Invalid Inklingo by the Seashore, and
on Sand-Shoal Island.

To the EilitoraftheXtccfnlk lUt:

The county of Northampton margins,
for about forty miles, this beautiful sea-
coast of Virginia, lt is a neck of lundso
narrow thatone can almostseem to feel
theundulationsof oceanand bay, as he
treadsits level and light loamy soil.
There are several habitable islands that
belong to thecivil domain and jurisdic-
tionof the county, and svhcn the tides
are full, so that no intervening marshes
obstruct theview, they present the ap-
pearance ofmonster ships, riding at an-
chor in themidstof seething billowsand
angrybreakers, that threaten every mo-
ment to engulf them. Neither side of
the Peninsula is guarded by high or
rocky bunks, and yet no dykes aro re-
quired to protect thelandfrom encroach-
ments by the sea. A mightier power
tldin (he haughty monarch of England
seems to have said to the maddened
wave: "Thus far slialt thou go, and no
furlher,"and theprohibitory lineisnever
crossed. When thestorm rages, people
repose calmlyat their firesides, and en-
joy (lie pleasant social intercourse so
carefullycultivated among t hem, orpur-
sue the daily avocationsof life, without
anxious care for the heaving billows
that topple high above the house-tops,
andburst into pyramids of spray, with-
in full viesv of their modesthomesteads,
lawns and flower gardens, that every-
where dot and beanlily the water'sedge.

Here tlie first breath of life expanded
my infant lungs. Here my flrrrtsponsor
vows were made at tho baptismal altar,
and almostbeneath the very drippings
of the breaking billow. Away down
upon CapeCharles, where the two seas
meet,and gurgle and eddy around the
tapering sand-point, I first learned to
love old ocean and its wave-plashed
shores. From the parental roof tree-
now, alas! decayed and fallen before the
woodman's axe?l could survey the
strangegroupings of billow, breaker, is-
land, inletandnaked strand,than which
nature has never presented, to my ri-
.iion,a.wilderor moreexciting panorama.
The Immediate Cape terminus is pro-
tected from heavy surf washings by a
high sand bluff, half a miledistant, and
between them lies anestuary, In which
vessels of medium draft and tonnage
may lie in safe anchorage. This now
permanent bank is known as tlieLinen
Bar; and tradition dates its name far
back to a wreckedship, ladenwitli Irishlinens, that wan stranded and perished
there. It is a wild andpicturesquespot,
such as inland denizens could hardly
contemplate, without feelings of awe
and dread. The inlets around are full
ofscale and shell fish, ofthe most lus-
cious varieties;and, to those who lowto
revel in the briny, bursting billow, its
advantages are unsurpassed.

Extensive pleasure houses should
long ago have been put up there, and
the enterprise yet presents a most re-
munerative prospect to mottled capi-
talists.

Much and deserved praise has been
lavished upon the inhabitants of this
peninsula, for tlieirenlarged hospitali-
tiesandpurely plain manners, that bear
the stamp or sincerity in tlieirevery
visible phase.
