The California steamer, New York,
which put in here yesterday, short of
coal, has on board five hundred and
eight passengers, and $1,112,312in specie.
She will sail for New York this morn-
ing.

The new loan of $30,000,000 for the
Republican government of Mexico was
placed in the market yesterday.

The tone of Mr. Seward’s speech at
Auburn’ on Mexican affairs, and the
simultaneous placing of this loan in the
market, are somewhat significant facts.

William H. B. Custis, Esq., of Acco-
mae county, is certainly elected to Con-
gress from the First Congressional Dis-
trict of Virginia, by a large majority,
His majority on the Eastern Shore is
1,200, and in the small counties extend-
ing from Hampton to Charles City,
upwards of 800, while in the rest of the
district he keeps well up with his com-
petitors. He is a gentleman of ability
and accomplishment, and will be an
ornament to Congres ant an honor to his
State.

. The deliberations of the National Con-
gress of the Fenian Brotherhood will be
protracted into the beginning of the
present week, owing to the amount of
business coming before the body. Im-
portant changes in the Constitution of
the Order are contemplated. The no-
menclature of the office of Head Centre
is to be changed to that of President—an
official who will be assisted by bureaus
incharge of the Departments of Finance,
‘War, and General Management. The
bonds and address of the new Irish Re-
public will be issued within the coming
week,

There can be no lack of sources of in-
vestment now. On Monday, the 23d

most of our readers by surprise. From
its inception to the present time, the plan
has been kept a secret, and has been per-
fected in every detail. Already a large
sum has been pledged, we are told; and
every thing looks well. The Fenians
come next with the TIrish Republic
Funds, which will be taken like hot
cakes, Then we shall have the Norfolk
Water I'loating Funds; and we suppose
Captain Folger, so soon as he finishes
speech-making in New Hampshire, will
go ahead fith his Sewell’s Point Horse
Railway, for which bonds are to he
issued. And finally, we are to have M.
E. W. Marston’s Pudding Creek Oil
bonds, which, he promises, will sell
well, Kossuth- bonds are now quoted

A TALK WITH THE PRESIDENT,
Mr. George L. Stearns, of Massachu-
setts, visited President Johnsonrecently,
and had a talk with him on Negro-Suf-
frage, the Democratic party, and minor
matters, Mr, Johnson, in reply to the
remark that the Democrats claimed that
he had gone over to them, intimated
that the Democratic party had discov-
ered that he was in advance of it, and
that it was now trying to come up to
his standard, and he hoped it would
suceceed in doing so. He enunciated his
doctrine that, notwithstanding the so-
called secession of certain States, they
were never out of the Union, but that,
by their rebellious course, they had for-
feited their civil government, to recon-
struet the machinery of which as soon
as practicable, he considers the chief
duty of the time. This, lie says, cannot
be doue in a moment; but such great
and happy progress is being made in it
that the results sometimes appear to him
like a dream. He did not expect to for-
ever deprive of their former civil rights
even a majority of those who were ex-
cluded in the amnesty proclamation ;
but he intended that they should sue for
pardon, and thus realize the enormity
of their crime. Coming to the question
of questions, Mr. Johnson said truly :
“You could not have broached the sub-
ject of 'equal suffrage at the North seven
years ago, and we must remember that
the changes at the South have been
more rapid, and they have been obliged
to dccept more unpalatable truth than
the North has; we must give them time
to digestapart, for we cannot expect such
large affairs will be Gomprehended and
digested at once., We must give them
time to understand their new position.”’
This is eandid and sensible; and so is
his observation: * If I interfered with
the vote in the rebel States to dictute
that the negroshall vote, I might do the
same thing for my own purposes in
Pennsylvania, Our only safety lies in
allowing each State to control the right
or voting by its own laws, and we have
the power to control the rebel States if
they go wrong, If they rebel, we have

Some enterprising
gentleman has built a house, and our
neighbor to the left has eut down a
beautiful tree, which shaded the win-
dows of our sanctum. We know not
why he committed the vandalic act—
the vegetable murder—but no doubt he
had good reagons for it, and if he only
builds a substantial house in place of
the forest denizen, we shall not grieve
over-much at its untimely fate.

After some discussion, the reports,
with amendments, were adopted.  An
Ivish banner was presented to the chair-
manby the Canadian delegation, 'The
Convention then adjourncd till 8 o’clack
on Monday morning. ‘I'he Congress
will continue in session’ until Wednes-
day.
