THE SOUTHERN WAR DEBT.

The Richmond Enquirer, in an article
on the finances, objects to the morality,
propriety, and policy of President John-
son’s recommendation to the Southern
conventions that they should repudiate
their war debt. It thinks he could not
have carefully considered the dangerous
path he was forcing upon them, and re-
marks that when once a people have.
learned this new way to pay old debts,
they will not stop to inquire the age of
their obligations, and that the loss and
destruction of property is no more to be
compared to honor and fame,; than is
the wealth of » woman to her chastity.
Now,.we do'not object to the moral ob-
ligation of individuals and States to pay
their just debts; but is the debt con-
tracted for an unlawful purpose a legal
obligation, and is it proper to tax the
entire country to pay a debt contracted
for the purpose of overthrowing the
Government? Isthere a single prece-
dent for such a course? Can the Enqui-
rer point us to an instance in history
where an established government ever
thought itself-bound to pay the expenses
of a war waged for its own subversion ?
‘We do not think with the Znguirer that
the refusal to pay the Southern debt
will demoralize the debtors, public and
private, of the country, and have a ten-
dency to weaken the confidence of the
people lntgcf pledged faith of the Gov-
ernment. It may weaken their confi-
dence in rebellion, and that’s just what
the President wants to do,, He wishes
them to learn in the bitter.school of
experience that it is not a paying insti-
tution, in order to deter them from fu-
ture attempts. The people of these
States alone would not be the suf-
ferers by a law ‘compelling the pay-
ment ‘of the debt, but every citizen
of the couutry, whether he resides in
Maine, California or Texas, would have
to bear an equal proportion. 8o inti-
‘mate, so entwined, are the relations’ex-
isting between the States, that what
effects one is equally felt, by the entire
body politic.. The debt of Pennsyl-
vénia weighs as heavily upon the shoul-
dera of the people of Texas, as it doeson
the inhabitants eof the Keystone State,
and herein consists the absolute ne-
cessity for repudiation. The State debt
of North Carolina was contracted with-
out the consent of the people, who
would be compelled to pay it, and no
tax can be levied for such a purpose
without that consent. The American
nation repudiated its revolutionary debt
not, it is true, by any public act of Con-
gress, but by common consent, for the
continental money was never redeemed,
and it was worth more on the dollar at
the close of the seven years’ war, than
the Confederate currency or bonds were
worth, when Richmcnd fell, Itisa
well known fact that the people, after
the surrender of Lee and Johnson, con-
sidered these bonds and notes of so little
value that they either gave them away
or threw them into the street. They
had gradually depreciated, by passing
through so many hands, and each party
received their nominal value in gold or
its equivalent until they became entirely
worthless in the hands of the last owners
in the general ruin of the cause; and by
these they were considered of no more
importance, and had actually cost them
little more than waste paper—about one
cent on the dollar. Would it be just to
tax the people to pay these notes—held
perhaps by speculators, who got them
for nothing—at their face? Of what
benefit would!it be to the massof the
peeple? Would the soldiers who fought
the battles of the Confederacy, or the
widows and orphans of those who fell,
receive any benefit from the payment of
this debt? Would they get one dollar
of their back pay? No. It wouldalone
benefit the few at the expense of the
many—and these few the men who,
instead of losing money and property
during the war, have grown richon the
nisfortanes of their fellow countrymen.
It might be different had the currency
of the Confederagy at the time of the
great collapse stood as fair before the
world as that of the loyal States. Then
its loss would, indeed, have ruined and
impoverished every man in the land.
But you cannot ruin a man who possess-
es nothing—and Confederate money
was, and had been for a year before the
‘olose of the war, a8 much a representa-
tive of nathing &s blank paper. It had
00 value in the hands of the masses, and
they threw it away—and why should it
now be made valuable, and the people
whogave itaway be taxed to redeem itat
its par value, and fill the pockets of
those who mever lost a cent by its de-
preciation? Jt is very questionable
whether, had the Copfederacy been

/| successful, the debf, either Btate or

meral, would have been paid. Rev-

patriotic to oppress their own country—
especially when by doing so they vex
themselves with burdensome taxation,
It was 8o with our revolutionary war
debt, and it was the same with the
Texas debt for its war of Independence.
If, then, the debt would have been repu-
diated, had success crowned the banners
of the Confederacy, we see mno good
reason why a failure should make it
more sacred, or entail upon the success-
ful party the obligation to pay it in any
other way than by repudiation. We see
no immorality in it, and we cannot see
how it can afford an excuse for indivi-
dual debtors to repudiate their obliga-
tions,

LOUISIANA POLITICS.

They have been playing the expedi-
ency game in Louisiana, and are repent-
ing very fast of it. J. Madison Wells
was the acting Governor of the State
when the Confederacy collapsed, having
been elected by the so-called Union
men of New Orleans Lieutenant Gov-
ernoron the same ticket with Michael
Hahn. Now, Wells belongs to one of the
very oldest and most respectable Anglo-
American Louisiana families extant;
was a good old Whig in politics, and
had formerly been a candidate for
Lieutenant Governor in that State. But
he stood steadfastly by the Union, swore
terribly, as our army in Flanders, at
the Confederates, left his immense plan-
tations in Rapides, with all his negroes

Union lines. When the Confederates
returned from the ‘ big wars’” he was
Governor, He took them by the hand
and welcomed them home, showed them
every favor, and they were seemingly
much pleased with him, and for the
time gmothered in their bosoms their
dislike of what they must of course
have felt was his ‘‘ treasonable”’ course
toward the South. He was in the same
position that Peirpoint found himself in
Virginia, but there is no.comparison be-
tween the men. The returned Con-
federates made much of Governor
Wells, because it was to their interest.
They could use him—even though they
hated him. He was a consistent Union
man, acceptable to the Government,
and gentle and conciliating in his
course, and theirs was the policy of ex-
pediency. Wells did all that was asked
of him, and was lavish of the favors
which he showered upon the ‘' young
men in gray.,”” The time came
to nominate candidates for the position
of Governor. 'Wells received the nomi-
nation of the ‘‘National Democrats,”
who are the late soldiers of the Confed-
eracy, and also of the ‘‘Conservatives,”
who are the anti-negro Unionists. This
all took place before Gen. Humphreys
was elected Governor of Mississippi and
pardoned by the President. The Demo-
crats are deeply chagrined at their hasty
action in nominating a candidate on the
expediency dodge, now that they dis-
cover they might have nominated and
elected Beauregard, Bragg, Adams,
Allen, or most any other Confederate
General. Humphreys’ success has
opened their eyes, and great are their
lamentations. In view of this new light
the True Delta, South, und other papers
of influence, even at the eleventh hour,
for the election takes place on the 6th
instant, are urging the election of Ex-
Confederate Governer Allen, who is
now self-exiled in the city of Mexico,
where he is editing a journal in the in-
terests of Maximilian. Heis very popu-
lar in Louisiaua, having proved himself
a gallant soldier in the fleld, and a very
good Governor of the State, and we
Wwould not be surprised if he were elect-
ed, even as Wade Hampton was chosen
Governor of South Carolina against his
own wishes, The factis, and everything
that transpires proves it, no man in the
South who did not actively participate
in the war for Southern indepemdence
will ever be held in sufficieiit respect by
the people to justify the country in look-
ing upon him as a leading man. The
people of the South will stand by the
men who stood by the Bouth, throygh-
out the war, and there is no use in trying
to disguise the fact. Confederate Gen-
erals or soldiers will always be able to
command the sympathy and support of

MORE DISABLED STEAMERS IN PORT

er City, from Charleston, last Friday,
for New York, arrived here yesterday
morning, short of coal. She has on
board Captain 8. Youngand a number
of the passengers of the steamer Repub-
lic, which foundered off the coast of
Georgia on the 25th. These passengers,
it will be recollected, reached Charles-
ton in a small boat. Nothing had been
heard, up to the time of the leaving of
the Quaker City, of the raft or the other
boats of the Republic. The Republic
was better known, before and through
the war, as the steamer Tennessee, and
was about twelve years old. The pro-
peller Victor, Captain Gates, from New
York, October 21, for New Orleans, ar-
rived here yesterday. She was in the
gale of three days—25th, 26th, 27th—
and had a very narrow escape. The
bed-plates of her boilers were shifted,
she leaks badly, and during the first day
of the storm parted her rudder-chains.
Had not the steamer Alabama, from
New Orleans, with a load of cotton,
which towed her into this port, fallen
in with her on the 28th, she must soon
have gone down, for her crew was
exhausted and the vessel was helpless.
The Victor will discharge her cargo and
go to Baltimore for repairs. It is stated
that the steamer Guiding Star is ashore
south of Hatterass. The Quaker City is
taking in coal at Portsmouth, and will
probably sail to-day.

THE GLANDERS.

The Sportsman’s Oracle and Country
Gentleman’s Newspaper, & very well
conducted weekly journal, published in
New York, has an article on the Glan-
ders, in which the editor complains bit-
terly of the action of government offi-
cials in disposing of glandered horses to
farmers and others, at publi¢ sale, It is
well known that Glanders is one of the
most fatal and contagious diseases that
affect the horse, and that it has baffled
the skill and energy of man. For more
than two thousand years it has received
the careful attention and diligent study
of the most eminent practitioners that
have appeared from time to time, and
yet no remedy has been discovered for
the dreadful malady. It is readily com-
municated by a diseased animal toa
healthy one, and it has always been the
object of veterinary science to teach the
people the fatal consequences of the
contagion, and to induce them to take
precautions t{o prevent it from spreading
broadcast over the ecountry. :Science
and humanity recommend that all
horses suffering with this disease shall
be ‘put out of the way as speedily as
possible, in order to confine the malady
to narrow limits, and to preserve the
healthy animals from its fearful ravages,
The editor of the Oracle says:

Everything that tends to weaken the
constitution of the horse will generally
produce glanders, Every exciting cause
of a disease exerts its chief influence
upon the mucous membrane, The hard-
ships that our cavalry horses have been
com;i:lled to undergo and the severe la-
bor that was required of them during the
war, were calculated to promote disease,
and it is not surprising that, in disband-
ing the mounted regiments, the Govern-
ment officials discovered that they had
a large, number of glandered horses on
their hands. In many cases the disease
existed in its most violent form, and as
the horses were kept huddled ::gether,
the mnlad?' was communical with
freat rapidity. It is almost impossible
or an infected horse to remain long in
the same stable or pasture with others
without communicating the disease to
them. Ifthe discharge from a glandered
horse is rubbed upon a wound or a mu-
cous surface, it will produce a similar dis-
ease, Itis notthe breath thatiscontagious
but the matter flowing from the ulcers.

This matter may comein contact with
anX wound, however slight, or fall on
o delicate membrane that absorbs the
‘poisonous properties, and thus produce
tbe infection, and spread from animal
to animal. When the disease is com-
municated, we m}l!ght n{ thatit is done
by inoculation. But this fcarful disease
is not confined to the horse alone; it
may even be communicated to man,
Then a groom or farrier who handles a
glandered horse should proceed with
extreme caution. He should never al-
low the matter to come in contact with
a wounded hand, nor should ‘he allow it
to reach the thin membranes of the
nose. The nmalady, whether it infects
man or a lower order of animals, pro-
duces horrible suffering and death, In
scattering glandered horses 1 cast
over the country, the government has
been guil& of a great wrong upon the
{)eople. e can scarcely estimate the
nlsury that will result from such ‘an un-
wise policy. ' Weknow not from whence
the order came authorizing quartermas-
ters to thus dispose of infected stock to
the peeple, yet we have ma - hesi-
tancy in saying that the proceed-
ing was terribly, . unjust, and the
parties directly responsible for the out-
rage should be held to a strict account.
The disease is not one that comes and
disappears in a day.or a season, but it is
tenacious in character, and requires
years to arrest its oglresa. The stock
of a country, and espeéially lorses, eon-
stitute a large proportion of its wealth,
and in scattering glandered horses
throughout the States to inoculate thou-
sands of stables in the Jand, the govern-
ment has struck a fatal blow_at one of
the great &rte‘ales of ﬁml.nt!e-.t h:n g'le

Altho! a great outrage has n per-
petnt:g, it %l not too late to prevent
other mischief. The least atonement
the government can make, i3 to arrest
the sale.of all diseased horses that may
now be in her possession. Let all horses
unmistakably affected with glanders be
shot without delay» We ask it on the
score of humanity as well as economy.
Neither genius nor scientific skill can
arrest the progress of the disease. It is
fatal in character, and has triumphed
over the ingenuily of man and the
teachings of veterinary science, for more
than two thousand years. Our only safe-
ty is in precautions to_guard nst it.

healthy are confined,, Throw open the
doors and let the fresh air circulate
through the building.

ransfer to forcign hands. The great
difficulty of the British Ministry in this
regard is the decision of High Chancel-
lor Wood, that the claims are not found-
ed in the law of nations by reason of
the fact that the rebel States were a de
Jacto government, But it may be con-
tended by us that where claims hereto-
fore l}ave been bagred by such a fact or
legal iden, that the de facto rebel or bel-
ligerent power had been recognized by
the nations of the earth, or some con-
siderable part of them. The rebel South
had recognition from none. Perhaps
the British Ministry are willingto be
convineced by this suggestion, and thus
avoid the hazardous experiment of of-
fending the British people by disregard-
ing the apparent determination or de-
cision of their judges,
