Whereas, a libel has beeny filed in the District Court of
the United States for the Distriet of Vipginia, on the 6th
day of November, 1865, by Josorh Limeburner, Muster of
the steamer Alabama, on behalf of himself and others in-
tevesied, against the stemship Vietor, her tackle, apparel,
furuitupe gnd carge, alleging, in substance :

That the steamer Alabama is a vesscl of about one
thonsand and fifty tons, a side-wheel steamer of great
power and strength, aud at the severnl times hereinalter
wentioned, was staunch, stroyg, well apd sufficiently
manned, tackled, appurelled and furnished, and was em-
ployed in the business of transporting passengers and
ireight between Now York and New Orleans, That the
steamer Vietor was a propeller, and at the several times
hereinafter stated, was engaged in the business of trans-
gorting pascengers and freight between New York and
New (rleans, and had on board at the times hereinafter
mentione] a large and valuable cargo of merchandise,
amounting ‘:a #alne to the sum of about two hundred and
tifiy thousand dojlusé, 2ud said steamer Victor was of the
valye of about one hundred u;r.l twenty thousand dollars,
and had gico o large number of pagsepygers, to wit: num-
berii@ from shirtysix to forty. -
That ¢n Fiiday, the twenty-seyenth day of October,
1865, while ti @ said steamer Alabama, with her cargo and
passengers, was ot A voyage from New Orleans to New
York, and abont 2P 3. in the day, and when the said

'Lhat this acci-
dent had oceurred on Banday or Monday, some five or six

That libellant hailed to ascertain whether he had a
hawser,and directed the end of opé te be sent on Loard
by u line in a boat, which was done, and the same heing
made fast, the Alabama procoeded with the said steamer
Victor in tow at about tive p. M, of the game day.

That the said Victor was listed conaiderably to star-
poard, and from that or other causes, sawe d a great deal,
whicii. with the swell of the sea, cansed a heavy strain
npon the Alabama and renderad her towing difficult —
That the Master ol the Alabama, when he took the haw-
ser from the Victor, hailed the Master of the Victor and
asked him to disconecs his propeller, to which he re-
ceived the veply that hie copld not, as the vessel was al-
ready leaking so badly that he did not dare to do it, as it
wonld increase the leaking of his vesse). That a other
hawser wag pajd ont from the Alabama and made fast (o
the \'lcturl!:: the purpose of enabling her to be kept
more o the track of the Alabama.

dred miles from Cape Hatteras, as before stated. That
after anchoring, Captain Yates, of the Victur, came on
board the Alabama. 'That he requestbd libellant to tuke
the passengers of the Victor on board the Alabama and
transport them to New York, which libellant consented
to do, although it was difficult to do so from the full con-
dition of his own ship,and to accomplish which it became
necessary to add to his supplies, which having been doue,
they were, to the number of thirty-six, brought into the
port of New York, where the said stoamer Alsbama ar-
rived on the evening of the thirtieth of October, 1860,

That the said steanier Victor was rescued by the Ala-
bama from a situation eminently perilous to the safety of
herself, passengers, crew and cargo, and she could have
hardly lived through the heavy weather. That her
chances of making land at all were very improbable, and
if making it in her disabled condition, mast have beep
wrecked. That the services rendered to her were those of
salvage, were promptly, efficiently, skillfully and saccess-
fully performed, aud were uttended with considerabl
strain to the Alabama, which vessel was of the valne of
