Burke was a groat master of lofty con-
tempt iiousness. A line specimen of that
is the well-known passage in which he
likened the English sympathizers with
tho Krench revolution to grasshoppers,
tilling tlie air with their Importunate
chirp, "whilst thousandsof great cattle,
reposing kinder the ISritish oak, chew
the cud and are silent." Scarcely less
celebrated is hisuttack on the Duke of
Bedford, wherebis object is to degrade
UtO whole housoof Russell by emphasiz-
ing the corruption, servility and extor-
tion of its founder. Knowing how well
aware was all Kngland of the patriots
whohad been connectedwith thalhoiiso,
ho inukcsthat fact alleviation from Un-
natural character of their family. "It
is little to be doubted," he says, "that
several of his forefathers, in that long
series, have degenerated Into honor and
virtue."

The practical business of invective is
best done by irony, uttered willi cool-
net-s and deliberation. Tlie emotional
element must not be permitted to pre.
predominate. That method which im-
plies the greatestsell-possession imparts
tlie keenest edge lo the blow, and irony
doesnot admitof a successful reply. No
one understood better than (i rat tan tlie
ellect nf the contemptuous method. The
best illustrationof his use of it is his re-
ply loan obscure l.ul aspiring opponent
iv' the Irish House of ('ominous, who
assailed him In a stupidly scurrilous
speech with the hope of drawing upon
himself the invective which hud so often
smitten Flood and Kilzgibbon. liut
(1rattan could not condescend to give
his opponent the celebrity be craved.
Rising in his seat, he simply said:
"I shall make no other remark on the

pcrsonali! ies of the honorable member
who lias just spoken than merely to say
that as he rose without a friend, so lie
litis certainly sat downwithout having
made an enemy." ,

KXPLOSION AT THK ARSENAL.

VINK MEN KILLKII AND TURKU WOUNDED.

(Pruin the Nstimml Intelligenceri.fDec. 10. j
Two years have not elapsed sincesev-

enteen young women were hurled into
eternityby an explosionut the Wash
inglon Arsenal. The excitementat. that
time was intense;for, althoughamid the
scenesof war and of sntt'ering, the peo-
ple of Washington had no such horror
to disturb their pence of mind as that
which iv a moment, liy the agency of
lire, sent almosta score of human beings
lo tlie world from which no traveler re-
turns. Yesterday the tragedy was re-
peated. In the morning, ten iiien,most
of them husbands ami fathers, amimanyof them discharged soldierswhohad served theircountry with faith ami
honesty iv the shock of battle, went
fortli lo their labors joyfullyand full of
life and hope. In the evening they
were crisped aud blackened corpses,hardly to be recognized ; and all the re-
sultofcarelessness, ills believed, on the
partof one of the workmen.

At two o'clock,or a little whilebeforethat hour, the cily experienceda shock,
almostas of Ul earthquake, and it wasnatural to suppose that auexplosion had
taken place Minor at the Arsenal or al
the Navy Yard. All doubts were speed-
ily set at rest by the lire-liells ringing
out number 17, which box is at the cor-
ner of || street south and Kotir-anil a-
half street west. Hastening to tlio lo-
cality, ourreporter ascertained that an
explosion had taken place in a frame
building, a fewyards inside the lirstgale
of the road leading to the Arsenal
building proper, and some yards from
theroad. Tlie building was used as a
receptacle for the ammunition which
lias been turned in from the abandonedfoi Isaround and about Washington; and
there tlio powder was taken out of the
\u25a0dulls and tinned into barrels. The
theory of the explosion is, that a fric-
tion mutch was carelessly allowed to re-
main in one shell, and that, another was
\u25a0I riippcd 11)1011 it, thus causing thcexplo-
sioii.

In the absence of a coroner's investi
.ration, all statements are somewhat
speculative, ami so great was llie confu-
sion at the scene of the accident, that it
waswith dilllctilty that any facts could
be collected. It was at one time report-
ed thnt the explosion was tlie result ofa
spark dropped from a pine or cigar which
it workman was smoking; but we were
informed by Major Benton, Ihe elTicieitt
commander of the arsenal, that no
smoking is allowed inside the grounds ;
anil we have proof positive that such is
the case. An individual in the uniform
of a sergeant'if infantry endeavored to
create the impression Unit the workmen
were in the habit of smoking while at
their work, liy Wing that he had
warned the men not to smoke. When
closely ipicstioned, however, he evaded
a direct reply, and gave no satisfactory
reason to induce a belief iv his state-
ment.

The persons killed were Jeremiah
Malinney, l'atriuk Reunion, Marshal
Whltelcy, James Moran, Michael Me-
lierniDtt, John Meulian, Martin Coyle,
Thomas Fculey anil l'eter McOarry.
All of the abovehad theirclothes comp-
letelyburned oil", and portionsof their
flesh were burned tn a crisp. In some
instances heads were partially torn off,
arms and legs were drawn up, and en-
trails protruded from nearly all the Iw-
dics. Blackened, cris|ied, bloody, and
tortured into every conceivableposition
indicativeof misery, there the bodies
lay, guarded by a sentinel and hid front
view by a canvas covering, which was
only removed as MM relativeapproach-

up tun late hour. Au Inveatlgntion will
probably he had to-day. when all thefads nrlilbe brought out, and after the
witnesses have testitied the public will
be best able to judjre where theblameshoultl rest. We doubt, however,wheth-
er any eulpabilily can attach to theoiilecrsiv onarge at the arsenal. Hut thehurlingof nine lives into eternity, amiwithout a moment's notice, is a matter
most horrible lo contemplate, ami theinvesication as to tho cause should beclear, complete, ami searching.

of Hcigiiim, n monarch whoso namehas often been conspicuous in the bis
lory of llie thirty four years duringwhich he occupied the Itclgiali throne.
Al Ihe time of liisdi;jilh King Leopold
was 71 yearsof age, lieing born on Ilec.Ift, 17!I0. lie was one of tlie inowl aged
inon trebs of iMiropr, only two?theLandgrave of llessc-llanibuigli ami
the I'rinee of Itcuss Hclileis -being hiselders.

King Leopold ilcsceiuled from the du-
cal house of Saxe-roburg, being Iheyonngeat son of the Duke Frof/isi' <.r
Saxe-Hiialfeld-I'oliurg, who Was the
granilfatlier nf the jiresent Duke of
Snxe-i 'oburg i.'oiifa. Thelatter prinoe,
therefore, and I'rinee Albert, the late
Trinee Consort of Kiigltinil, were hisnephews. He wis also an uncle of
King Ferdinandof Portugal (the rather
of the prelent king) amior Queen Vic-
toria, whose mother, tlie Duchess «>fKent, was his kilter.In May, 1818, Leopold married thrI'rineess Charlotte, the I'riiteess Royalnf Kngland,who was daughter of Georgethe Fourth, then I'rinee Regent, andheir to the throne. Hail his wife lived,
Leopold would have become, in thecourse nf time,I'rinee Consort, a noHi-
tion which his nephew, I'rinee Alliert,
Hiihscipicitlly obtained by marrying
Queen Victoria j liut Princess Charlottedied in November, IS|7, after having
been delivcredofa still-bornchild. Leo-
pold's relations to tho Knglisli Courtcontinued, however, to remain most in-timate. On his marriage he h/i.l been
made Diil;,'of Kendall, with a pension
of stiGO.ooo a year.

He declined, in IS.'tO, the Crown of
tlreece, but, in tlie following year, ac-cepted that of Belgium. Iv 1183. hemarried Princess Louisa,the daughter
of Louis l'hillipi-, by whom lie had
threechildren, I'rinee Leopold, Dukeof
Brabnnt, who succeeds his father as
King Leopold 11.; I'rineePhilip, Count
of Flanders, and Princess Charlotte,the wife of Maximilian of Mexico.
Queen Louisa died in 1880. Of Into KingLeopold wmreported to have entered a
morganatic marriage with a (icrniait
lady and to have greatly olleiuled his
children by his attempt to introduce bailwife at Court.

In his private life, Leopold was
known to lie oneof the most parsimo-
nious princes, and to have amassed a
very large property. He lived, in gen-
eral, retired, and carefully abstainedfrom taking a personal part in the enn-
ll'ict between tbe Liberal and theCutho-lie parties, which continued during all
his r.iigu. He was liy birth a Protest
tint and remained so until his death,
although his children were brought upI'atholies, his natural sympathies were
with the Liberal party, but he was care-ful tnwithhold any public exhibition of |
his own views, and alwayssubordinated
them to the majority of the Belgium
Parliament.

As regards foreign policy, King Leo-pold was frequently called upon by
other sovereigns to give his ad rice onImportantqnertlani. He wasanxiouslyIntent upon avoiding any complication!
willi foreign Powers,and upon slrngth-
cning, by all means within his power. \u25a0the independenceol his Kingdom. Inthis endeavor he was, on the whole,very successful, as Jielgium throughout
his reign enjoyed a profound (H-ace.
Kven with Louis Napoleon, who rc-viic.ilratedpropertyofhiowife, together
with that of the other members ~f the
I louse of Orleans, he managed to re-
main on good terms.

The death of Leopold leaves, how-
ever, the nrospects of llelgium nonie-what clouded. Louis Napoleon lutrdlycoiucals his desire toannex,at least, theKrench speaking port ion of the king-
dom of h ranee, and tho astute PrimeMinisterof Russia. Count Rismark is
known to makedesperateetl'orts lo cuii-lirm the Kni|ieior in this opinion, spec-ulating, in the of the destruction ofBelgian independence,on the annexa-tion of the Flemish or Herman districtsto Prussia. It providesthat while the act remains in force, noexecution, attachment or other process
to compel the payment nf money,or thesale of property for that purpose, shall
be issued, or, if heretofore issued, shallbe proceeded witit; nor shall there he
any sale under adeeilol trust, mortgage,
pledge, or other security, nor underuny
judgment, decree, or order for thepay-
ment of money, except, iv cases hereaf-
ter provided for, until (he Ist day of
January, IstiH. 'Phis, however,shall not
apply to any case in which the debt orliabilitynought, to Ir* enforced was con-tracted or incurred since the 2d dayofApril, IHOS, or in which the Common-weulth is thecredit-.rorparty lieiieticial-ly entitled; or iv which the owner oftheproperly proceeded against is a non-resident of the stab* of Virginia; hut nosecurity or uiidertakiiigof any sort, thoconsideration of which Is a debt con-tracted or liability incurred prior to thelid day ofApril, leuo.ihail, though exe-cuted or assumed niter thatduy, be con-sideredas .1 debt contractedor liability
