Intihe year*1866 there willl be five
eclipses; three of the sun and two of
the moon. In accordance with the as-
tronomical programme these eclipses
will be ushered in by a partial eclipse of
the sun, March 16, 1866. This ecli
will be invisible both in the Uni
States and Europe. This will be fol-
lowed by a total eclipse of the moon,
March 380, 1866, visible throughout the
United States. The moon will enter Pe-
numbra, at 8 o'clock 19 min, p, M., will
enter Shadow at 9 o’clock 19 min. as
seen at \Washington; will be in the
toral phase from 10 to 12.14 ; will emerge
from Shadow at 1.21, and from Penum-
braat2.80. The principal advan of
this eclipse will be the uncommon facil-
ities it will afford to sensation reporters
rgeous
powers of imaginative description.

Another Xartial eclipse of thesun will
take place April 15, 1866, Visible only
in Australia.

A second total eclipse of the mobn
will take place September 24, 1866, This
eclipse will be visible only on the Paci-
fic coast, commencing at San Francisoo
at 4.9 p. M., and becoming total at 5.9.
The moon will set, on this occasion, in
total eclipse—another rather original
feature of the programme. A

A third partial eclipse of the sun, will
take place October 7 and 8, 1868, This
eclipse will be invisible at Washington,
