NEORO SUFFRAGE.
In the House of Repieseiiuttiveri, on

Thursday, alterdisposingof the uiorn-
ing busine-a, the considerutiou of the
hill to extend suffrage in the District of
Columbia by striking from all laws and
ordinances iv force therein the word
"White," WMJMUIUwtI. "*'Mr. (larksflbf Kansas, refuted what
he termed thenillacythat this is a white
man's government, and at some length
argued that colored men were always
included within the term citizensof the
Republic. He advocated impartial suf-
frage in this District, and said that the
passage of this bill would be hailed by
the friends of freedom everywhere as a
return to national Justice.Mr. Johnson, of Pennsylvania, said
that now. for tire first time, it was
sought to confer upon negroes a part iv
the management, direction,and control
of theGovernuieut. For this there was
no foundation iv right aud justice.
Never yet, on theface of tho earth, has
a popular government been organized
and maintained by the African race.
When a black man becomes a voter he
becomes apart of thoGovernment. The
right ofsuffrage belongs only to whom
the Governmentbelongs. And liemain-
taiued thatwecan have v republicwith-
out conceding loall the privilegeof the
elective fraiichise. The man who votes
is eligible to be voted for, and this is the
very foundationof popular government.
Machine voting was to be introduced
here, such as prevailed in Baltimore in
Know-nothing times, when a certain
amount of money was placed In a pre-
cinct to procure a certain number of
votes, and if votes enough, were uot fur-
nished they weresupplied byreturn day.
And the conferring of suffrage on tbe
negroeshere looked very much like the
continuation of the substitute system -
not, however, under the conscription
law. There was a large floating popula-
tion here, having no permanent resi-
dence, being clerks in the public de-
partments, who go homeonce a year to
renew tlieirallegiance to the candidates
of their districts, in ortler that the can-
didates, if elected, shall keep them in
office all the time. Therefore, they seek
negrovoters uh substitutes, just as they
used negroesfor substitutes during the
war. A

Mr. Boutwell, of Massachusetts, wan
opposed to all dilatorymotions on this
bill and to the instruction), moved by
the gentleman from New York, because
he saw In theui no advantage to any-
body, and because he apprehendedfrom
them much evil to the country. It
should be borne in mind that when we
emancipated the black people, we not
only relieved ourselvesor the institution
ofslavery, and not only conferred free-
dom upon them, but we did more we
recognized the manhoodof these people,
which, by the oldConstitution andgen-
eral policy and usage of the country,
from the time of the adoption of the
Constitution of the United Htutes until
the .mancipation proclamationhad been
denied to them. As v consequence of
the recognition of their manhood, cer-
u*iu results followed in accordance witli
the principles of the Government; und
those who believe in the Government
are forced to accept the results of eman-
cipation; and to say now, having given
I'l'ueilom to these people, tbey shall not
enjoy the essential rights and privileges
of men, is to abandon the principles of
the emancipation and tacitly to admit
that the whole emancipation policy is
erroneous. We are bound to treat theblack as we do the white man in the
matterof voting. The restoration ofthe
eleven rebelliousstatis should be coupled
or preceded by acouditiou that the ne-
groes of the South should vote, without
which we open a wayfrom which there
is uo escape for the destructionof this
Government. The rebels are still bos
tile, and only seek an opportunity to
strike theblow. They were mussing in
Virginia, South Carolina, aud Louisiana,
claims to the amount of thousands of
millionsof dollars,on account of depre-
dations committed by our armies, und
now Senators andRepresentativeswere
invited from thosestates toenforce these
claims. This Congress was incorrupti-
ble, but wo do not know what may be
thecharacter of their successors.

Iv conclusion,he opposed theputting
of property qualifications on voters.
With voting, everything which a man
ought to have comes to him. Without
votinghe secures nothing. The negroes,
by theirservices in the Meld,have aright
to a share in the Government. If the
elective franchise were denied, heknew
not how the colored people were to be
protected, unless it be such protection as
is given to the lamb w hen it is handed
over to the wolf.

Mr. Wilson, of lowa, said the first mo-
tion to be acted upon by the House was
thatof the gentleman from New York
(Mr. Darling) to postpone the further
consideration of the bill until April.
This motion was placed by the gentle-
man inantagonism to the exerciseof the
elective franchise by any person. In
order that a decision Detween them
might be made, he demandedthe previ-
ous question.

Mr. Niblack, of Indiana, moved that
thewhole subject be laid upon thetuble;
and this was determined in tbe nega-
tive?yeas 46, naysm.

Mr- Oarliug modified his motion, so
as to postpone the consideration of the
bill till the first Tuesday in March.
This was disagreed to?34 against 134.

Mr Wilson, of lowa, when he hereto-
fore reported!his bill from the Commit-
tee on the Judiciary, at the same time
moved that it be recommitted.

Mr. Hale, of New York, had moved,
as an amendment to the motion, that
thebill be recommitted for amendment,
so as to extend the suffrage in the Dis-
trict to all persons coming withineither
ofthe following classes, irrespectiver.f
caste or color,but subject only to exist-
ing provisions and qualifications.lowit:
First, thosewho can read ; Second those
whoure assessed for and pay taxes on
real or personal property within the
District; Third, those who have served
in and been honorably discharged from
the military or naval service of theI nitedStates; aud to restrict such right
nf suffrage to the classes, named,and to
includeproperprovision excludingfrom
the right of suffrage those who have
borne arms against the United States
during tbe late renellion, or given aidor
comfort tosaidrebellion.

Mr. Sohenck suggested the following
clause be stricken from the projxjHed in-
structions, namely : "Those who are as-
gessed for aud pay taxatson real or per-
sonal property wit'iln th* District."

Mr. Hale declined to accept of the
modification.Mr. Wilson, of lowa, brielly stated
his objections to the instructions, say-
ing it would be observedif the House
should send them to the committee, ii 'would be a vote depriving of the right
of suffrage evensome loyalwhite men
who do not c uue within the specific
qualificationsforvoting.

The House struck from the instruc-
tions the property qualification clause,
and then refused to recommit thebill to
the Committee ou the Judiciary with
the remainderof the instructions?o_
against 117.« \u25a0 The House then voted on thebill as
originally introduced by Mr. Kelley, of
Pennsylvania,andreportedback by Mr.
Wilson, of lowu, from the Committee
on the Judiciary,without amendment,
aud which is as follows:

KXECUTiON OF MILS. UHINDI.K.
i

This woman, who confesses to the
commission of two murders by poison,
for which no adequatemotive could be
assigued, was bung at Pittsburg on yes-
terday. We find the following mci
dents in the special report of the Phil-
adelphia Inquirer:

Mrs. (iriiider stated that she was
born in IBSS, and was left entirely alone
at quite an early age, and being under
no restraints whatever, became indif-
ferent as to her moral welfare. At the
age of fourteen she was married. The
man who then became her husband
died, and left her with two children.
She substspjeiitly married her present
husband, George Grinder. !She has
often sulFered extreme poverty, and her
life has been rather a severe one. Hhe
seems very anxious on account of Mr.
Grinder, who she fears will suffer on
account of her crimes.

On Wednesdayshe wus allowed to see
her husband tor the last time. Whenshe methim outhisoccasion the thought
of being at lust forcetl to bid him a long ,
farewellseemed to flushacrosshermiud,
und as she related to him tlie painful
intelligence she completelybroke down,
and for some time couldnot be restored.
Her whole u'ervous system gave way. i?She sobbed as though her heart would
break. She continued to be hysterical ,
for a considerable time, and so affected
her husband that he, too, guve way to
his feelings, and the unhappy pair min-
gled theirtearstogether. Warden White,
who was present at the time, relates the i
facts as trying to the feelings of auy ,
human being. He saw tbe presence of
the husband wus likely to render his
prisonermore helpless and teeble thauever, and he accordingly ended theInter-
view as soon as possible. When Mr.
Grinder left tlie jail, he went out l.ke
one utterly broken iv spirit and uncon-
solable.

This was the last and only emotion
she exhibited from the day of her arrest
to the moment of her death.

Her conduct on the scaffold is thus 'described:
Hhe took a seat provided for her on, tbe scaffold, aud remained entirely un-

moved while a prayer was beiug offered 'in her behalf. Her features wore apleasant smile frsm thetime she lefthercell until the fatal whitecap waa drawn
i over her face.

BAGDAD AND MATAMORAB.
Let one imagine a plain ofsand angu-

lar between thesea and river,with about
threeacres of little low wooden houses,
''wedged" in helter-skelter upon it, and
a row oflarge wooden warehouses?ap-
parently built with some aim at regu-larity?along the river side, for possibly
more than halfa mile,aud he lias a pic-
ture of itagdad. The streets areall nar-
row, aud as nasty us those of ancientRome, and this, although the houses
are mostly newly built. The hotels am
thronged with Led bugs. The people
are from everywhere, and all uncom-
fortable?the soldiersscowlingand sput-
tering .Spanish ; theofficials exceeding-
ly courteous ami polite; the food fair
and fare exorbitant; the warehouses
bursting with speculators goods and
everybody a speculator; the wharvescrowded, the warehouses crowded,the
soldiers crowded, and the bed-bugs
crowded. Such was Bagdad on the Ist
of December, 186ft.

The ride from liagdad to Matamoros
is accomplished over a road, at last ac-
counts, most excellent, and by rapid
stages making the trip in about four
hours. The distance is aboutthirty-flTa
miles. The country is tiat and monot-
onous, only redeemed by occasional
sandhills and patches of a musquito,
shrub, with pecjis at times ofthe Rioi; ramie, which is really anything but
grand?along thoright, jaggedon either
side, here and there witlia jagged la
goona. Now and then a ram-h,inclosed
by rude fences ofsticks, driven endways
into the ground, with its low filthy
"man.lion of mud ami thatch," and Its
lazy, swarthy tenants; nearly nude,but
invariably under some hugesombreros,
aa they squat on the ground about the
door,attractyour attentionas you whirl
by, leaving ranch, fences, roadside, ten-
antry, and all, enveloped in a cloud of
dust.

Ono observes a few tall, black crosses
by the roadside, scattered along, where
bandits hays given their victimsare-
quiescat in former years. Much occur-
ences of lateare veryfrequent, theroute
being one thatoffers great facilities in
the professional highwayman. The Im-
perial Government certainly deserves
the credit of having done a great deal tv
eradicate thisscourge from the roads.Its speedy and summary manner of
dealing with the culprits it haa arrested
has had its effect.

At length you enter Matamoros.wbereyou are at once cast among a crowd of
Americans. Frenchmen, Spaniards,
