THE BOSTON COURIER.

On Saturday, January 13, the Boston
Courier, & journal established forty two
years ago, by Mr. Joseph T. Bucking-
ham, departed this life; and in its stead,
we have The Daily Evening Commercial.
The Courier was the second daily jour-
nal established in Boston. In ite early
days, it was distinguished for its bold
and plain English, and some of the best
writers in New England contributed to
its columns. Mr. Buckingham was
assisted in the editorial management by
his sons Edwin, Edgar, and Joseph H.
Buckingham. Among the most distin-
guished of the writers who contributed
to the Courier prior to 1848, were Wm,
Sturgis, 8. P. Holbrook, Charles
Sprague, the poet, Rev. Leonard With-
ington—who learned the trade of printer
in the office—Peter Parley (oodrich,
William Foster—whose signature was
*Franklin'—John Pickins, who could
write a column on asheet of note paper,
Henry Lee—whose writing was more
Qificult to decipher than Mr. Choate's—
Rev. N. L. Frothingham, John H.
Warland, Charles I'rancis Adams, and
his father occasionally, Charles Bumner,
George 8. Hillard, Samuel Kettell,
William J. Suelling, Allen C, Spooner,
Mrs, L.M. Child, James Russell Low-
ell, (who first. printed his ‘' Bigelow Pa-
pers” in the Courier). The Courier, at
the outset, wasan independent paper ;
but it early espoused the ‘‘Home Indus-
try” cause of the Massachusetts manu-
facturers, and naturally become a W hig
organ—though if never gave over to
party what was intended for mankind.
Mr. Buekingham made up his mind,
that the Whigs must, in 1848, nominate
Mr. Webster for the Presidency ; but

-| the Philadelphia Convention nominat-

ed Gen. Taylor. The Veteran was very
angry, adopted Mr. Webster’s Abing-
ton speech,—that ‘it was a nomination
not fit to be made”’—and he refused to
support the hero of Buena Vista. The
whigs tried their bestto bring the old
grammar king to terms;but it was of no
avail, and heretired sullenly to his tent,
sellingout his interest to Mr.S8amuel Ket-
tell and Mr.jIsaac W.Frye. Mr. Frye had
been co-editor with Mr. Buckingham
for many years, Mr, E.B!. Foster, the
old business partner, continued in the
firm. The Free Soil party now sprung
up, and the way of the political editor
was hard, Mr, Kettell was not a politi-
cian, Ha was as ignorant of the tricks
of the partizans as a child. While he
was the best informed man upon general
affairs, connected with the New Eng-
land press, he knew nothing.of the
schemes by which statesnien were made.
Nothing was so revolting to his sensi-
bilities as to write in favor of -the politi-
cal advancement of men whom he knew
to beunworthy. The anti-slavery party
werg gaining strength year after year;
and the Courier, which, from first to
last, had never been well-managed in its
business-department, wason the decline.
It had stout friends, and many of them;
but a newspaper that don’t pay as it goes
ismuch like a steamboat out of commis-
gion. There were times during the
management of Eben B. Foster &
Co., when, had a little additional
capital been at hand, the paper could
have been made good paying property.
But what with gun-making and other
irons in the fire, it continued to sink.
Mr, Kettell’s defence of Mr. Webster's
Seventh of March Speech (1850) anda
series of articles on Russia—in which
he defended that power against the
Turks, the English and the Fregnch—gave
him great and deserved prominenece; but
they put very little money in the purse
of the proprietors. The Courier wasthe
first journal in the country to espouse
the criuse of Russia; but the New York
Tritwune soon followed on the same side.
Indeed the administration of President
Pierce was known to be **Russsian” to-
ward the cloSe of the Crimean contest.
Mr. Kettell died in 1855, and the edito-
rial mauagement of the paper devolved
upon Mr, Isaac W, Frye. He had assist
ance from variousquarters, and Mr. Ham-
ilton Willis wrote for the paper. He had
a habit of uttacking in other papers, the
articles which he wrote for the Courier,
and. in this way, he made Mr. Foster
beliieve that his terrible diatribes against
the Free-Soilers (of which party he was
a member), were attracting attention,
In January, 1857, a gun factery in Ver-
mont failed, and so did E. B. Foster
& Co. On the second of March (1857),
the Courier pasted into the hands of
Mr. John Clark, \wwho had’ been in the
office some fifteen y'ears, as printer and
reporter, He organ ized a new firm,—
consisting of Messrs. .George Lunt, Geo.
8. Hillard, John F. Fellows, E. H.
House, E. W. Foster and Thos, Gill,—
under the style of John Clark & Co. At
this time, the circulation of the daily
paper did not exceed sixteen hundred
copies. New types and new presses
were procured; indeed, the office
was treated to a new owtfit all” the
way through. In two y-ears, the
circulation of the Daily Cowrier had
gone up toover four thousaund copies,
and once more, the old journal was on
its way to prosperity; but it eneoun-
tered the flerce opposition of its rivals.
There were causes for this; but of them,
nothing now, If. is not too muel to say,
that in every de partment of the Courier
there was evide nce of new life and en-
terprise. Ques.tions were diseussed by

men of first-ryste ability, and no other

writers were permitted to have access to
its columns. When it is known who
the writers were who contributed to the
Courier during Mr. Clark’s editorship,
it will be admitted that he was sur-
rounded by able men. Independent of
Messrs. Lunt, Hillard and Gill, there
were Professors Felton, Agassiz "and
Peirce of Harvard College, Mr. Choate,
Mr. Cushing, Mr. Everett, Dr. Solger,
George T. Curtis, C. L. Woqdbury,
Fletcher Webster, O. P, Lord, H. Wood-
man, Joseph H. Buckingham, N. L.
Frothingham, George Tickunor, O. H.
Dutton, R. C, Winthrop, C'.as. T. Cong-
don, Henry Giles, Mr. Memminger of
South Carolina, and some twenty
others, whose names we do not now re-
colleef. Of these named, Mr. Felton,
Mr, Cyshing, Mr. Curtis, and Mr. Ever-
ett, were the most frequent contributors.
Down to the fall of Fort Sumpter, n®
journal in New England had had such
complete success. The income of the
Courier during tho year 1856, was less
than thirty thousand dollars; during the
year 1859, there had been collected and
paid out of its earnings over seventy-
four thousand dollars, and the circula

tion was fast advancing upon flve thou-
sand. [t istrue, it was pinched for cap-
ital at times, and its owners had
to borrow money ocecasionally, as

men in all other business borrow
money ; but for all that it was,
in the new hands, a ‘‘successful

experiment,’”’ Butthe war came, and
those who could stand much, could not
stand everything, and the Courier
passed ‘into the management of M.
Lunt. Such, in brief, is a sketch of the
Boston Courier. It was at periods of its
existance, the ablest paper in New
England, and among its friends at all
times could be found hosts of the fore-
most men of Massachusetts—ranging
among the statesmen from John Quincy
Adams to Rufus Choate; and among the
merchants from B. C. Clark to Franeis
Skinner. The paper survived a dozen
of its rivals, and it has died at a ripe age.
“The spirit is broken that never would
bend.”

THE YANKEE.

It seems that the South is to have no
repose. Yankee adventurers, like the
locusts of Egypt, are swarming in every
nook and corner, cross-road and by-path,
nosing out a bone to pick. With pick-
axe and spade they are digging about
after the ends and scraps that have been
left of southern wealth. The South
needs a little leaven of northern enter-
prise and energy, such as the stalwart
men of the West can bring; but we
hope Providence, in His infinite merey,
will preserve us from the narrow minded
intolerant Yankees of the New England
states. The South has much to fear
from an invasion of this sort. It is a
war More to be dreaded than that which
has desolated our homes. By patient
industry and judicious economy, our
people can live in comfart, - They can
erect new dwellings to the charred
chimneys which stand out along the
invader’s march as so many frowning
monuments to perpetuate his vandal
ism—they can live without the melody
of their rich toned pianos, and sit upon
stools instead of luxuriant sofas—they
can supply the place of their silver
spoons with pewter ones— but if the
corrugion. folly and tom-foolery of
New England js to be disseminated in
our midst, then indeed are we a doomed

peoizle.
That infernal slavery agitation which
culminated in the late revolution had
its birth in New Englacd. Indeed, it
is the nursery of the most dangerous
and disorganizing doctrines, moral,
social and political, with which virtue
and truth have ever been called upon to
contend. There is somethiLz in New
Eungland society that encovrages every-
thing fanatical, ridiculous, inconsistent
and impossible, As fast as one humbug
rots down another sprouts upon its
grave. The plague never found a more
congenial home in Damascus than does
a silly vagary amoung these infatuated
people. is superstition and intole-
rance is honestly izherited. The Pil-
grims brought with them more bigotry
and persecution than they left behind
them. Society would have been largely
the gainer if, when landing on our
shores, Plymouth Rock had tumbled
like a huge mash-trap upon these phar-
isaical hypocrites and converted them
into Mummies. Then Reger Williams
and the Quakers would have escaped
the most cruel tortures—and the meet-
inghouses of the Methodists would not
have been burned or preachers’ horses
killed. Then we would have heard no-
thing of the Salem witheraft humbug.
These fanatical fools also made it a
misdemeanor for a man to kiss his wife
on Sunday, and the scamp who stole a
kiss from his sweetheart was guilty of a
‘ filthy dadliance” which deserved death
at the stake. In these piping times the
veriest ninny in the neighborhood eould
have shrouded himself in a dirty sheet
aud ﬁhwed an illuminated pumpkin on
his head, and filled the whole colony
with the profoundest fear and distress.
The Hartford Convention had its birth
in the same detestable region. But this
was a humbug of short duration, for the
hoary headed covies, after performing
their infamous work, adjourned never to
meef again this side of the infernal
regions. Fourierism; with its corrupt-
ing train of leveling precepts and de-
grading purposes could have vegetated
upon no other than New England soil.
That blasphemous and most despicable
humbug, Millerism, had its run in the
same unclean quarter, In Boston, these
ridiculous fanatiecs erected a huge Miller
Tabernacle, with sky-lights to turn
upon hinges, so that the saints could go
up. Ascension robes were prepared, all
bedizened with fringe and lace, and
when the eventful morn came, on which
the sun was to be blown out and the
earth rolled up in a scroll, the dlsclgles
of Miller were found dressed up in their
best bib and tucker, looking like so
many culprits upon the gallows. Mes-
merism and Spirit-rapping took the
g:lwe of defunct Millerism.

Imposture and humbug, and

every mad folly that the brain can de-

velnp[sl finds ready and eager votarics,

The South, resting upon the basis of a

sound system of morality, has hereto-

fore been free from the mingled ipgre-

dients of folly, fanaticisma and erime:

but her virtue is to be sorely tested by

these New England adventurers, who

propose to peddle out that pinch-baek

,_xnnmllfy, which has produced a condi-

ion of social demoralization in thelr

midst too hideous for desecription, and
almost too monstrous for belief,
